Authorize the Department of Military Affairs and Veterans Services to exercise its final contract
renewal option with Northeast Archaeology Research Center, Inc. (VC#225111), Farmington, ME
for cultural resource services by increasing the price limitation by $60,000.00 from $120,000.00
to $180,000.00 and extending the completion date from June 30, 2024, to June 30, 2025, effective
for the period July 1, 2024, through June 30, 2025, upon Governor and Council approval. The
original contract was approved by Governor and Council on September 21, 2022, item #44, and
most recently amended with Governor and Council approval on June 28, 2023, item #100. 100%
Federal Funds.

Funds are available in the following account for Fiscal Year 2025, with the authority to adjust
encumbrances between fiscal years within the price limitation through the Budget Office, if needed

EXPLANATION

The Department has an ongoing need of cultural resources services including, but not limited to,
Phase 1A/1B archaeological surveys, historic building surveys, historic property monitoring,
Native American consultation meetings (coordination and facilitation) and geographic information
systems data development. These services are required in accordance the National Historical
Preservation Act, Titles 16 and 54 of the U.S.C., Army Regulation 200-1 and DOD policies in
support of the New Hampshire Army National Guard cultural resources program. Information
acquired from these services will be used to support continued military training, reviews of
proposed actions and future modernization and development of DMAVS facilities.

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The Department solicited for these services by placing a Request for Proposal (RFP) on the State
of New Hampshire Bureau of Purchase and Property website on July 15, 2022. Four vendors were
notified on July 18, 2022, that the RFP had been posted. Northeast Archaeology Research Center
was the only qualified vendor to submit a response to the RFP. The contract was for an initial
period from G&C approval through June 30, 2022, with the option for two additional one-year
renewals to be negotiated and mutually agreed upon between both parties. This amendment is for
the execution of the final renewal option.

Funds used to pay for this project are provided to the Department by the National Guard Bureau
pursuant to a Federal-State Master Cooperative Agreement for the mutual support of the New
Hampshire Army National Guard. The cost of this contract shall be reimbursed to the State by the
Federal government at a rate of 100%. If Federal Funds are not available, General Funds will not
be requested to support this contract. '

EXHIBIT A
SPECIAL PROVISIONS -

SUBJECT: Cultural Resources Services

The following special provisions modify, change, delete or add to the General Provisions of the agreement.
Where any part of the General Provisions is modified or voided by these Special Provisions, the unaltered
provisions for that part shall remain in effect.

1. This agreement is funded, wholly or in part, by monies of the Federal Government of the United States;
therefore, all parts and provisions of this agreement that refer to contract which are funded in any part
by the federal government are applicable to this agreement.

2. The term “Contracting Officer” as used in this agreement shall mean the State’s Contracting Officer
as is specified at item #1.9 of the General Provisions of this agreement or his/her authorized
representative. No individual shall be an authorized representative of the Contracting Officer unless
he or she is so appointed in writing by the Contracting Officer, in which case such written appointment
shall be provided to the Contractor.

3. The Contractor shall be responsible to correct, at his own cost and expense, defective work, or
damaged property when defects and damage are caused by the Contractor’s employees, equipment, or
supplies. The Contracting Officer may withhold all, or part of, payments due to the Contractor until
defective work or damaged property caused by the Contractor, his employees, equipment, or materials,
is placed in satisfactory condition.

4. General Provisions are amended as follows:

a. Provision 10. PROPERTY OWNERSHIP/DISCLOSURE: Add the following sub-part:
“10.2.1 All data and any Property which has been received from the State, or purchased
wholly or in part with funds provided for that purpose under this Agreement shall:

a. Grant the Federal Government a royalty-free, nonexclusive, and irrevocable
right to:

1. Reproduce, publish, or otherwise use for federal purposes any work that -

is subject to copyright and that the contractor develops, or acquires

ownership of, under National Guard Bureau Cooperative Agréement

Awards.
2. Authorize others to reproduce, publish, or otherwise use such work for
federal purposes. ¥

b. Grant the Federal Government the right to:
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|. Obtain, reproduce, publish, or otherwise use data produced under
National Guard Bureau Cooperative Agreement awards

2. Authorize others to receive, reproduce, publish, or otherwise use such
data for federal purposes.

3. Include the Federal Government rights described in subparagraphs
10.2.1 a and b of this section in any subcontracts.”

b. Provision 14. INSURANCE AND BOND: Add the following sub-sub-part:
“14.1.3 Insurance against all claims arising from the Contractor’'s use of
automobiles in the conduct of this agreement, in amounts of not less than
$250,000.00 per person bodily injury liability, $500,000.00 per occurrence bodily
injury liability and $50,000.00 property damage liability.”

5. Add the following as Special Provisions to the extent not inconsistent with the express terms of this
Agreement, the provisions of 32 CFR Part 33, Uniform Administrative Requirements for Grants and
Cooperative Agreements, DoD Grant and Agreement Regulations (DoDGARS) (DoD 3210.6-R) as
amended, Title 2 Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) Part 200 and NGR 5-1:

ACCESS TO RECORDS
The contractor shall grant access to any books, documents, papers, and records that are directly
pertinent to this contract, to enable and support audits, examinations, excerpts, and transcriptions to
the following entities and their duly authorized representatives:

(1) The State of New Hampshire

(2) The Federal Awarding Agency to include the Inspector

General
(3) The Comptroller General of the United States

RECORDS RETENTION

Between the Effective Date and three (3) years after the Completion Date, as often as the State,
DMAVS or Federal Government shall demand, the Contractor shall make available for audit purposes,
all records that pertain to this Agreement. Upon demand the contractor shall provide copies of such
documents which may include but are not limited to invoices, payrolls, records of personnel, and other
information relating to all matters covered in this agreement.

NONDISCRIMINATION

The contractor covenants and-agrees that no person shall be subject to discrimination or denied benefits '

in connection with the contractor’s performance under this agreement. Accordingly, and to the extent

applicable, the contractor covenants and agrees to comply with the following national policies

prohibiting discrimination:
