REQUESTED ACTION

1. Pursuant to RSA 261:97-c, Use of Funds, authorize the Department of Natural and Cultural Resources, Division of

Historical Resources, to award a Conservation Number Plate (Moose Plate) grant to the Town of Exeter (VC#177386),

in the amount of $20,000 for rehabilitation of the Raynes Barn, effective upon Governor and Council approval through
September 30,2025. 100% Other Funds (Agency Income).

2. Further, authorize an advance payment in the amount of $10,000 to the Town of Exeter in accordance with the terms
of the contract effective upon Governor and Council approval. 100% Other Funds (Agency Income).

EXPLANATION

The Conservation Number Plate Fund is used to promote the use and conservation of cultural resources in New Hampshire

and to preserve the cultural heritage that belongs to all New Hampshire citizens by providing for the preservation of
publicly owned historic properties.

Built in the 1860s, the Raynes Barn is a 100' long dairy barn now owned by the Town of Exeter. The barn is used for

community functions and its proximity to conservation land makes is a popular community asset. The barn is listed In the
NH State Register of Historic Places.

We are also seeking approval to provide $10,000 in advance because the Division of Historical Resources' Moose Plate
grant pays 50% of the award up front to get the grant-funded project underway, with 50% withheld until the grantee can
show that their project has been completed.

The Attorney General's Office has reviewed and approve this grant as to form, substance and execution.

The Grantee agrees to submit a final financial and project report in a format provided by the
DHR, no more than 30 days after the end of the grant period.

EXHIBIT B - SCOPE OF WORK:

Grantee shall undertake the exterior rehabilitation of the Raynes Barn. All work Is to adhere to
the Secretary of the Interior's Standards for Rehabilitation.

Repair and Improvements to the

Historic Chase Wiggin/Raynes Barn
61 Newfields Road, Exeter NH

Overview

This project entails repairs and improvements to the historic Raynes Barn, \A/hich is located within

the larger Raynes Farm property at 61 Newfields Road, in the Town of Exeter, NH.

Background

Raynes Barn is located on a 49 acre primarily open and actively managed agricultural field, on

the east side of Newfields Road In the northeast corner of the Town of Exeter. The Raynes Barn,

erected ca. 1860 by Chase WIggin (and sometimes referred to as the Wiggin/Raynes Barn), Is a

New England barn with its entries off center on the front (west) and rear (east) gable ends. The

structure, 95'-8" long and 42'-0" In width. Is oriented essentially with its long walls facing north

and south and the gable ends oriented east and west. The front gable end Is set close to the

edge of Newfields Road.

This project consists of making necessary repairs or replacement of clapboards and trim to the

west side and north side exterior of the State-Listed Historic Chase Wiggin/Raynes Barn (Raynes

Barn) as evaluated, identified and described In the 2021 Condition Assessment Report by

Stephen Bedard (CAR) included here by reference.

The Town has a not-to-exceed budget of $20,000 for this project, with funding sourced from a

State Department of Natural and Cultural Resources/Division of Historical Resources

Mooseplate grant. This work will match the approach and supplement the ongoing repairs

underway funded through a Land Community Heritage Investment Program grant.

As is required with all Mooseplate grant funded projects, funding must follow the grant

disbursement process and adhere to the requirements of the 2024 Grant Agreement between

the Town of Exeter and DNCR/DHR (See Attached). All work to Raynes Barn will be completed

in accordance with the Secretary of the Interior's Standards for Rehabilitation with adherence

to relevant Preservation Briefs. These Standards acknowledge that at least some repair or

alteration of the historic building will be needed in order to provide for an efficient

contemporary use; however, these repairs and alterations must not damage or destroy

materials, features or finishes that are important in defining the building's historic character.

Project Area

The work will be completed within the Raynes Barn located on the Raynes Farm property, at 61

Newfields Road, Tax Assessor Map 24, Lot 30. (see map below).
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SCOPE OF WORK

The project entails exterior work on the WIggln/Raynes Barn to repair where possible, and

replace where necessary, clapboard and trim on the West and North barn facade.

CLAPBOARD AND TRIM

Work Description: Repair where possible or replace where necessary exterior clapboards and

trim as needed on the west and north side. Though we are still awaiting estimates, we

anticipate there Is sufficient funds to complete the west side with additional funding to Initiate

work on the north side. The approach for repairs will start with trim on each side being

replaced first, prior to clapboards repair/replacement. The Town will provide up to 1600 lineal

feet of pre-primed, first coat painted spruce clapboards. Replacement clapboards should be

carefully "toothed in" to provide a uniform appearance. All new trim and any additional

clapboards needed should utilize the same materials and treatment process before installation.

Galvanized nails are to be used throughout.

Work will follow these standards:

•  Repair or replace any deteriorated sheathing as necessary.

•  Repair existing clapboards and trim where possible and replace as needed.

•  Replacement of clapboards will include spruce clapboards measuring a full 6" to
match existing.

•  Existing 1600LF of clapboards have been back primed, end primed and received
the first coat of paint.

•  Any new clapboards will be back primed and end primed and receive 1 coat of

paint before Installation.

•  Trim will also be back and end primed before Installation.

•  New lead flashing will be added over doors and windows.

•  The clapboards where replaced will be toothed In for repairs as needed.

•  Clapboards will be nailed on with 4 and 5-penny galvanized box nails.

•  Trim will be nailed on with 10 and 12-penny box nails.

Project Approach and Schedule:

The Town Is In the process of soliciting quotes. Timelines, approach and procedures will

follow stipulations indicated In this Scope of Work and must coincide with the Project

Agreement between the Town of Exeter and DNCR.

Fee for Services and Payment Schedule:

The total contract shall not exceed $20,000. The final 50% of project costs requires

approval from DNCR and therefore may require additional review time not to exceed 4

weeks after submission is deemed complete. All work must be complete prior to August

2024.
