REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Health and Human Seivices, Hampstead Hospital and Residential
Treatment Facility, notwithstanding Manual of Procedures (MOP) 150, to make unencumbered payments
to a limited number of providers for costs associated with medical services required to meet patient needs,
not to exceed $151,000, effective July 1, 2024, or upon the date of Governor and Council approval,
whichever is later, through June 30,2026, 33.33% General Funds. 66.67% Other Funds (Agency Income).

Funds are available in the following account for State Fiscal Year 2025 and are anticipated to be
available in State Fiscal Year 2026, upon the availability and continued appropriation of funds in the future
operating budget.

EXPLANATION

The purpose of this request is to ensure the timely provision of services from a variety of
medical/professional personnel providers necessary for the care of patients at Hampstead Hospital and
Residential Treatment Facility (HHRTF). The Department is requesting authority to pay for critical
services generally provided by local medical offices based on the needs presented by the clients at HHRTF.
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HHRTF has developed specific procedures to ensure that the patient services are documented and required
for appropriate patient care.

The Department has attached Exhibit A, Common Services and Average Cost, that demonstrates
average rates paid for services and qualified professional providers that often serve HHRTF client needs.
The rates included are general ranges and each client's individual needs will ultimately drive what level of
care is appropriate and the professional provider to provide the necessary treatment. HHRTF verifies the
licensure and credentials annually.

Should the Governor and Council not authorize this request, HHRTF will not be able to secure the
necessary services in a timely and efficient manner to treat the clients' medical needs.
