REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Environmental Services to approve a Clean Water State Revolving Fund (CWSRF)
loan agreement with Town of Ashland, NH (VC #177354 B001) in an amount not to exceed $100,000, to finance
the Infiltration Study project under the provisions of RSA 486:14 and N.H. Code of Admin. Rules Env-Wq 500 et
seq., effective upon Governor & Council approval. Funding is 100% CWSRF Repayment Funds.

EXPLANATION

The purpose of the requested action is to authorize the Town of Ashland to borrow up to $100,000 from the
CWSREF to finance the Infiltration Study project. The project includes an evaluation of the sources of inflow in the
sewer collection system related to the L.W. Packard Textile Mill building at Squam River. Remedial solutions to
eliminate the source of inflow will be identified through the study.

The Supplemental (final) loan amount will be based upon the total CWSRF funds disbursed, and may be less than

$100,000. Under federal capitalization grant requirements, this loan includes principal forgiveness of up to
$100,000. Currently, there is $52,425,603 available to loan after this request.
