REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Administrative Services to enter into contract (Contract
#8003494) with Martin Forestry Consulting LLC (VC#228721), New Hampton, New
Hampshire, for equipment rental with operator services in an amount of up to and not to exceed
$464,053.32, with the option to renew for up to an additional two-years, effective upon Governor
and Executive Council approval through February 28, 2027.

Funding shall be provided through individual agency expenditures, none of which shall
be permitted unless there are sufficient appropriated funds to cover the expenditure.

EXPLANATION

The Department of Administrative Services (DAS), through the Bureau of Purchase and
Property, issued request for bid (RFB) 2817-24 for equipment rental and operator services on
December 15, 2023, with responses due on January 16, 2024. This RFB reached 65 vendors
through the NIGP registry with an additional 12 directly sourced. There were 27 compliant
responses received offering a variety of different equipment types and service areas. The intent
of this multi contract award is to provide as many contracts as possible for equipment rental with
operator services under the expectation that multiple state agencies will have concurrent
construction or maintenance efforts in different areas of the State.

Contracts emanating from RFB 2817-24 shall be awarded with consideration for the
counties serviced and the type of equipment offered, resulting in six contracts requiring
Governor and Executive Council review and approval. Upon approval the state agency seeking
equipment rental services shall contact the lowest priced contractor with the necessary equipment
who offers services in the county of the project location, if that contractor is unavailable, they are
to pursue the next lowest priced contractor who can provide the necessaiy equipment in that
county.

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The purpose of these requested contracts for equipment rental with operator service will
provide agencies which do not possess larger construction equipment with a direct pathway to
acquire the equipment necessary to complete their construction or maintenance project.
Approval of this contract will also assist agencies to better estimate costs of forthcoming
construction endeavors by providing a predetermined cost of construction equipment rentals.
With no previous contract of this kind from which to pull usage data, the price limitation has
been calculated from agency expected usage combined with multipliers for the number of
counties which will be serviced by the vendor and the abundance of the type of equipment
offered, providing an accurate estimation of spending for the duration of the contract term.

6.4. The Contraaor agrees to permit the State or United States
access to any of the Coniraaor's books, records and accounts for
the purpose of ascertaining compliance with this Agreement and
all rules, regulations and orders pertaining to the covenants, terms
and conditions of this .Agreement.

7. PERSO.NNEL.

7.1 The Contraaor shall at its own expense provide all personnel
necessary to perform the Services. The Contraaor warrants that
all personnel engaged in the Services shall be qualified to perform
the Services," and shall be properly licensed and othcru'isc
authorized to do so under all applicable laws.
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7.2 The Contracting OOlcer specified in block 1.9, or any
successor, shall be the State's point of contact pertaining to this
.Agreement.

8. EVEiNTOF DEFAULT/REMEDIES.

8.1 .Any one or more of the following acts or omissions of the
Contractor shall constitute an event of default hereunder ("Event
of Default"):
8.1.1 failure to perform the Ser\'ices satisfactorily or on schedule;
8.1.2 failure to submit any report required hereunder: and/or
8.1.3 failure to perform any other covenant, term or condition of
this Agreement.
8.2 Upon the occurrence of any Event of Default, the State may
take any one, or more, or all. of the following actions:

8.2.2 give the Contraaor a written notice specifying the Event of
Default and suspending all payments to be made under this
Agreement and ordering that the portion of the coniraa price
which would otherwise accrue to the Contractor during the period
from the date of such notice until such time as the State
determines that the Contraaor has cured the Event of Default
shall never be paid to the Contractor;
8.2.3 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Default and set off against any other obligations the State may
owe to the Contraaor any damages the Slate suffers by reason of
any Event of Default; and/or
8.2.4 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Default, treat the Agreement as breached, terminate the
Agreement and pursue any of its remedies at law or in equity, or
both.

9. TERMINATION.

9.1 Notwithstanding paragraph 8, the Slate may, at its sole
discretion, terminate the Agreement for any reason, in whole or in
part, by thirty (30) calendar days written notice to the Contractor
that the State is exercising its option to terminate the .Agreement.
9.2 In the event of an early termination of this Agreement for any
reason other than the completion of the Services, the Contractor
shall, at the State's discretion, deliver to the Contracting Officer,
not later than fifteen (15) calendar days after the date of
termination, a report ("Termination Report") describing in detail
all Services performed, and the contraa price earned, to and
including the date of termination. In addition, at the State's
discretion, the Contraaor shall, within fifteen (15) calendar days
of notice of early termination, develop and submit to the State a
iransitton plan for Services under ihc Agreement.

10. PROPERTY OWNERSHIP/DISCLOSURE.

10.1 As used in this .Agreement, the word "Property" shall mean
all data, information and things developed or obtained during the
performance of. or acquired or developed by reason of. this
Agreement, including, but not limited to, all studies, reports, files.

formulae, surve>'s, maps, charts, sound recordings, video
recordings, piaorial reproduaions, drawings, analyses, graphic
representations, computer programs, computer printouts, notes,
letters, memoranda, papers, and documents, all whether finished
or unfinished.

10.2 All data and any Property which has been received from the
Slate, or purchased with funds provided for that purpose under
this Agreement, shall be the property of the State, and shall be
returned to the State upon demand or upon tennlnation of this
Agreemott for any reason.
10.3 Disclosure of data, information and other records shall be
governed by N.H. RSA chapter 91-A and/or other applicable law.
Disclosure requires prior written approval of the State.

11. CONTRACTOR'S RELATION TO THE STATE. In the
performance of this .Agreement the Contraaor is in all respects an
independent contraaor. and is neither an agent nor an employee
of the State. Neither the Contraaor nor any of its officers,
employees, agents or members shall have authority to bind the
State or receive any benefits', workers' compensation or other
emoluments provided by the State to Its employees.

12. ASSICNMENT/DELECATION/SUBCONTRACTS.
12.1 Contraaor shall provide the State wrinen notice at least
fifteen (15) calendar days before any proposed assignment,
delegation, or other transfer of any interest in this Agreement. No
such assignment, delegation, or other transfer shall be effective
without the written consent of the State.
12.2 For purposes of paragraph 12. a Change of Control shall
constitute assignment. "Change of Control" means (a) merger,
consolidation, or a transaction or series of related transactions in
which a third parly, together with its affiliates, becomes the dirca
or indirca owner of fifty percent (50%) or more of the voting
shares or similar equity interests, or combined voting power of
the Contraaor, or (b) the sale of all or substantially all of the
assets of the Contractor.

12.3 None of the Services shall be subconiraaed by the
Contractor without prior written notice and consent of the Stale.
12.4 The State is entitled to copies of all subcontraas and
assignment agreements and shall not be bound by any provisions
contained in a subcontract or an assignment agreement to which it
is not a party.

13. INDEMNIFICATION. The Contractor shall indemnify-,

Contraaor. its employees, agents, or subcontraacrs. The State
shall not be liable for any costs incurred by the Contraaor arising
under this paragraph 13. Notwithstanding the foregoing, nothing
herein contained shall be deemed to constitute a waiver of the
State's sovereign immunity, which immunity is hereby reser\'ed
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to the State. This covenant in paragraph 13 shall survive the
termination of this Agreement.

U. INSURANCE.

15.1 By signing this agreement, the Contractor agrees, certifies
and warrants that the Contractor is in compliance with or exempt
from, the requirements of N.H. RSA chapter 281-A ( 'Workers'
Compensation ").■
15.2 To the extent the Contractor is subject to the requirements
of N.H. RS.A chapter 281-A, Contractor shall maintain, and
require any subcontractor or assignee to secure and maintain,
payment of Workers" Cwnpcnsation in connection with activities
which the person proposes to undertake pursuant to this
Agreement. The Contractor shall furnish the Contracting Officer
identified in block 1.9, or any successor, proof of Workers"
Compensation in the manner described in N.H. RSA chapter 281-
A and any applicable rencwal(s) thereof, vvhich shall be attached
and are incorporated herein by reference. The State shall not be
responsible for payment of any Workers" Compensation
premiums or for any other claim or benefit for Contractor, or any
subcontractor or employee of Contractor, which might arise under
applicable State of New Hampshire Workers' Compensation laws
in connection with the performance of the Services under this
Agreement.

16. WAIVER OF BREAOI. A Slate's failure to cnforoc its
rights with respea to any single or continuing breach of this
Agreement shall not act as a waiver of the right of the Slate to
later enforce any such ri ghts or to enforce any other or any
subsequent breach.

17. NOTICE. .Any notice by a party hereto to the other party
shall be deemed to have been duly delivered or given at the time
of mailing by certified mail, postage prepaid, in a United Slates
Post Office addressed to the parties at the addresses given in
blocks 1.2 and 1.4, herein.

18. AMENDMENT. This Agreement may be amended, waived
or discharged only by an instrument in writing signed by the
parties hereto and only after approval of such amendment, waiver
or discharge by the Governor and Executive Council of the Slate
of New Hampshire unless no such approval is required under the
circumstances pursuant to State law. rule or policy.

19. CHOICE OF LAW AND FORUM.
19.1 This Agreement shall be governed. Interpreted and construed
in accordance with the laws of the State of New Hampshire
except where the Federal supremacy clause requires otherwise.
The wording used in this Agreement is the wording chosen by the
parlies to express their mutual intent, and no rule of construction
shall be applied against or in favor of any part)'.
19.2 Any actions arising out of this Agreement, including the
breach or alleged breach thereof, may not be submitted to binding
arbitration, but must, instead, be brought and maintained in the
Merrimack County Superior Court of New Hampshire which
shall have exclusivejurisdiaion thereof.

21. THIRD PARTIES, This Agreement is being entered into for
the sole benefit of the parties hereto, and nothing herein, express
or implied, is intended to or will confer any legal or equitable
right, benefit, or remedy of any nature upon any other person.

22. HEADINGS. The headings throughout the Agreement are
for reference purposes only, and the words contained therein shall
in no way be held to explain, modif)', amplify or aid in the
interpretation, construction or meaning of the provisions of this
Agreement.

23. SPECIAL PROVISIONS. Additional or modify'ing
provisions set forth in the attached EXHIBIT A are incorporated
herein by reference.

24. FURTHER ASSURANCES. The Contractor, along with its
agents and affiliates, shall, at its own cost and expense, execute
any additional documents and take such further actions as may be
reasonably required to carry out the provisions of this Agreement
and give effect to the transactions contemplated hereby.

25. SEVERABILITV. In the event any of the provisions of this
Agreement are held by a court of competent jurisdiction to be
contrary to any state or federal law, the remaining provisions of
this Agreement will remain in full force and elTect.
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26. ENTIRE AGREEMENT. This Agreement, which may be understanding between the parties, and supersedes all prior
e.\ecuted in a number of counierpans, each of which shall be agreements and understandings with respect to the subjea matter
deemed an original, constitutes the entire agreement and hereof.
