The DHHS may adjusl encumbrances
between Staté’ Fiscal Years within the price limitation through the Budgst Office, if
needed and justified.

The DOC shall take appropriate steps to accept and expend the funds provided within -
the project period. The DOC agrees to submit monthly-involces to the DHHS for cosls
incurred. Invoices mustinclude-a description of services and associated costs.
