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REQUESTED ACTION

Pursuant to RSA 4:39-c and 228:31, authorize the New Hampshire Department of Transportation
(Department) to sell 12.21 +/- acres of state-owned land on the easterly side of the F.E. Everett Turnpike
in the Town of Hooksett. The sale will be direct to The Richmond Company, Inc. (Buyer), for
$137,100, which includes the $1,100 administrative fee, effective upon Governor and Executive Council
approval.

The Department's Bureau of Finance and Contracts has determined the parcel was originally acquired
with 100% Turnpike Funds.

Funding is to be credited as follows:

04-096-096-960015-0000-UUU-402156 FY 2025

Administrative Fee $1,100

04-096-096-960017-0000-UUU-409278 FY 2025

Sale of Parcel $ 136,000
(100% of $136,000)

EXPLANATION

The Buyer is requesting this parcel of land to combine with the two abutting parcels they are in the
process of acquiring for development purposes.

This parcel has been reviewed by the Department and was determined to be surplus to our operational
needs and available for disposal. The parcel will be sold with the following conditions:

•  The Buyer will be required to commission a Land Surveyor licensed in New Hampshire, to
survey and prepare a Perimeter Boundary Line plan depicting the limits of the right-of-way, the
utility easement, and all other easements of record, meeting the NH Code of Administrative
Rules 503.09, to be submitted to the Department for review and approval. Upon approval by the
Department, the Buyer is required to record the plan under RSA 478:1 -a, in the Merrimack
County Registry of Deeds, from which the Department will prepare the conveyance deed.
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•  The Buyer will be responsible for all local and state land use approvals precedent to the closing.
•  The parcel is landlocked with no access given to either Interstate 93 or any other public way.
•  The parcel is encumbered with an existing utility easement located on the westerly side.

At the September 15, 2023, meeting of the Long-Range Capital Planning and Utilization Committee the
request (LRCP 23-033) was approved, allowing the Department to sell the 12.21 +/- acres of state-
owned land direct to the Buyer, for the market value of $ 136,000 and to assess the $ 1,100 administrative
fee, of which $500 was previously received.

Pursuant to RSA 4:39-c, the Department has solicited interest from the Town of Hooksett and received
no response.

Pursuant to RSA 204-D:2, the Department also solicited interest from the New Hampshire Housing
Finance Authority and has expressed no interest in the property.

The Department is respectfully requesting authorization for the sale of land, as noted above.

Thank you for reaching out. I am In recelptof a copyof the draft survey and now attach for the Bureau's review.

Kindly let me know If you have any comments with respect to the drawing.

Please also note as we discussed that the survey calculates *!• 3.5 fewer acres of land than public record

disclosed for the property. As you know. Mr. Heath's appraisal of the property arrived at value conclusions based

(at least partially) upon the additional value to the buyer of Incorporating an additional ♦/-15.6 acres Into the
master tract (originally consisting of -t-Z-es .02acres) resulting In a total -•-/-84.62 acre tract. Assuming the accuracy
of the surveyor's calculations, the resulting tract will instead be *1- 81.23 acres In total. Implementing the same
valuation methodology as the appraiser, the 'After' value conclusion would be modified to $2,400,000 (81.23 *
$29,500 rounded), and a revised contributory value of $50,000.00 (the new value of $2.4MM less the as-ls value of
$2.35MM). The net contributory value / purchase price then Is $43,900 after reducing the contributory value by the
administrative fee and required survey costs.

I would appreciate If you would please indicate whether the purchase price for the surplus property can be
modified based on these changes at this point In the process.

Additionally, I reviewed the proposed contract and, after further title research, I believe that the property
description In the recitals paragraph will require editing. In reviewing the 1955 Project Plans (P-2650-Z), the locus
property appears to be Parcel 3008 and source of title Is from deed recorded with MCRD at Book 773, Page 263. 1
have only a few additional requests with respect to the draft contract:

1. In paragraph 2.1, I'd like to modify the timeframe to begin running from the approval of the Governor and
the Executive Council consistent with the closing date determination. Instead of beginning with execution
of the contract. Similarly, we'd like to extend the time to 30-days from approval instead of 15.

2. I'd like to Include a default damages provision which would limit Buyer's damages In the event of default to
the amounts paid through the date of default.

Please advise If these changes will be acceptable to the Bureau and I will propose language for the contract.

PURCHASE AND SALES AGREEMENT

This PURCHASE AND SALES AGREEMENT ("Agreement") is made as of the/^day
of /y\ ri y 2024. by and between the State of New Hampshire, Department of
Trans^ortatibn, having a principal place of business at 7 Hazen Dnve. Concord. New
Hampshire 03301 (hereinafter referred to as the "DepartmentT and The Richmond
Company. Inc. or their designee at closing (under common control), with a principal
address of 23 Concord Street. Wilmington, MA 01887 (hereinafter referred to as the
"Buyer") (referred to individually as a "Party" and collectively as the "Parties").

RECITALS

This Agreement relates to the sale of real estate consisting of 12.21 +/- acres of vacant
land on the easterly side of F. E. Everett Tumpike, a/k/a Central New Hampshire
Turnpike. Hooksett New Hampshire, and identified as Parcel 3006 on the F.E. Everett
Tumpike P-2650-Z Project Plans, and in the Town of Hooksett Tax Records as Map 29.
Lot 1, hereinafter referred to as "Property". More particularly being a portion of the
Property described in the Warranty Deed recorded on July 13,1955, in the Merrimack
County Registry of Deeds at Book 773, Page 263.

This Agreement is entered into upon the basis of the following facts and intentions of
the Parties:

I. The Department owns certain real estate located easterly side of F. E. Everett
Tumpike, Hooksett, New Hampshire, consisting of 12.21 +/- acres of unimproved
land as described above.

II. The Department is disposing of the Property, as it has been determined surplus
to the Department's needs.

III. The Buyer is afforded the ability to acquire the Property by NH RSA 4:39-c.

IV. The Buyer, subject to the contingencies set forth within this Agreement, desires
to acquire the Property from the Department.

V. This Agreement is a binding contract that shall become effective upon approval
of the Governor and Executive Council, under RSA 4:39-c.

VI. All Parties signatories to this Agreement are willing to proceed upon the terms
and conditions of this Agreement.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Parties hereby agree as follows:

1. DESCRIPTION OF PROPERTY AND REAL ESTATE TRANSACTION:

1.1. iSenerat; Pending the results of the Buyer's due diligence and the other
conditions in this Agreement, the Department intends to sell to the Buyer,
and the Buyer intends to acquire from the Department, the Property,
consisting of 12.21 +/- acres of land, as shown on EXHIBIT 1: Hooksett
Tax Map 29, Lot 1, and EXHIBIT 2; Parcel Mosaic Viewer. EXHIBIT 3: NH
Code of Administrative Rules 503.09.

1 2 Purchase Price: The Buyer shall acquire the Property for the sum of
ONE HUNDRED THIRTV-SIX THOUSAND SIX HUNDRED DOLLARS
($136,600) due at closing. The amount due at closing includes the
remaining balance of the $1,100 administrative fee of $600 ($500
previously received).

1.3. Payment of Purchase Price: The purchase price shall be paid in full by
the Buyer, by certified check or bank check, made out to 'Treasurer State
of New Hampshire", and presented to the Department at the closing and
conveyance of the Property.

1.4. Conditions of sate: The Property is being sold 'AS IS, WHERE IS, and
WITH ALL FAULTS" with the following sale conditions to be satisfied
before closing.

1.4.1 The Buyer is required to commission a Land Surveyor licensed in New
Hampshire, to survey and prepare a Perimeter Boundary Line plan
depicting the limits of the right-of-way, and all easements of record,
meeting the NH Code of Administrative Rules 503.09, to be submitted
to the Department for review and approval. Upon approval by the
Department, the Buyer is required to record the plan under RSA 478:1-
a, in the Merrimack County Registry of Deeds, from which the
Department will prepare the conveyance deed.

1.4.2 The Buyer shall be responsible for all local and state land use
approvals precedent to the closing.

1.4.3 The Property is landlocked with no access to either Interstate 93 or any
other public way.

1.5. Access to Property. The Department hereby grants authorization to the
Buyer, its employees, representatives, consultants, and agents to enter
the Property to complete due diligence and for all other purposes
necessary to carry out the terms of this Agreement. All times and dates for

such access shall require prior approval by the Department, and such
approval will not be unreasonably withheld.

The Department and the Buyer shall coordinate all access to the Property
by third parties working on behalf of the Buyer as part of the Buyer's due
diligence.

The Buyer shall indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the Department
from and against all claims, actions, damages, or losses arising out of the
Buyer's activities under this paragraph during its inspection and
subsequent tasks related thereto which are caused solely by the Buyer's
negligence. The Buyer shall require all contractors who are retained to
complete due diligence or for any other purpose necessary to carry out the
terms of this Agreement, and who will need to access the Property, to
obtain a certificate of insurance for $2 million aggregate, $1 million per
occurrence naming the Department as an additional insured. The Buyer
shall also require any such contractors to execute the Buyer's standard
indemnification form naming both the Buyer and the Department as
indemnified parties. The standard indemnification form shall be as follows
unless written approval of a requested change is granted by both the
Department and Buyer:

"The contractor agrees to indemnify, defend, and
save harmless the Buyer and the Department, their
officials, officers, agents, and employees from any
claims and losses accruing or resulting to any
contractors, subcontractors, suppliers, laborers and
any other person, firm, or corporation furnishing or
supplying work, sen/ices, materials or supplies in
connection with the performance of this contract, and
from any claims and losses accruing or resulting to
any person, firm or corporation which may be injured
or damaged by the contractor in the performance of
this contract. This indemnification shall survive the
expiration or early termination of this contract."

1.6. Ctoslna: The Parties agree that the Closing shall occur within ninety {BO)
days after final approval of the sale by the Governor and Executive
Council unless otherwise mutually agreed by the Parties.

1.7. r/tfe and Deed Restrictions: In addition to the terms and conditions set
forth within this Agreement, the conveyance of the Property by the
Department to the Buyer shall be by Quitclaim Deed subject to:

a) Easements, liens, restrictions, and/or encumbrances of record or any
other matters of record in existence at the time of the Closing and

b) Provisions of building and zoning laws in effect at the time of the
Closing.

1.8. Deed Preparation: Recording. F^s: The Department shall convey the
Property by Quitclaim Deed. The Department shall prepare ail deeds
(including all other applicable recording instruments, if any) at its expense.

1.9. Transfer Taxes and Recording Fees: In accordance with New
Hampshire State Law RSA 78-B:2, the Department is exempt from the
Real Estate Transfer Tax.

1.10. Department's Disciosures: The Department makes no warranties or
representations regarding environmental contamination or sub-surface
conditions at the Property.

1.11. Casualty and Condemnation: In the event that the Property, before
closing, is damaged by fire, flood, collapse, or other casualties, the
Department, or the Buyer, at any time after the occurrence of such
damage or casualty, may elect to terminate this Agreement by written
notice, in which event all other obligations of the Parties hereunder shall
cease and this Agreement shall thereupon be void and of no further force
or effect. In the event of a casualty, the Department and the Buyer agree
to hold each other harmless from any claim for any costs, damages,
liabilities, or financial losses it may incur.

2. Buyer's Contingencies: The Buyer's obligation to Close on the acquisition of the
Property shall be subject to the following contingencies, the failure to satisfy any one
of which shall give the Buyer any of the options set forth below and, in addition, the
right to withdraw from this Agreement, after which the Buyer shall have no further
obligation to the Department.

2.1. Titfe: Time being of the essence, upon execution of this Agreement by
the Parties, the Buyer may perform a title examination of the Property
within thirty (30) days, to be reasonably satisfied that title to the Property is
marketable and insurable. If upon examination of the title it is found not
marketable or insurable, after identifying to the Department in writing any
apparent title defects and providing the Department reasonable
opportunity to cure them, this agreement may be rescinded at the option
of the Buyer or Department and all deposits shall be refunded to the
Buyer, provided that written notice is delivered within the said time frame,
time being of the essence. If no notice is given within said time frame,
then any objections to the title are waived.

3. Representations and Warranties of the Buyer. The Buyer hereby represents and
warrants that;
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3.1 The execution and delivery of this Agreement and the performance of the
Buyer's obligations hereunder have been duly authorized by suc^ action
as necessary. This Agreement constitutes the legal, valid, and binding
agreement of the Buyer, enforceable against the Buyer by its terms
subject only to the conditions set out in this Agreement.

3.2 Subject to the conditions set out in this Agreement, neither the execution
nor delivery by the Buyer of this Agreement the performance by the Buyer
of its obligations in connection with the transactions contemplated hereby,
nor the fulfillment by the Buyer of the terms or conditions hereof conflicts

3.4 There is no action, suit, or proceeding, at law or in equity, or official
investigation before or by any court or Governmental Authority, pending or
threatened against the Buyer, wherein an unfavorable decision, ruling, or
finding would materially adversely affect the performance by the Buyer of
its obligations hereunder or the performance by the Buyer of its obligations
under the transactions contemplated hereby, or which, in any way,
questions or may adversely materially affect the validity or enforceability of
this Agreement, or any other agreement or instnjment entered into by the
Buyer in connection with the transactions contemplated hereby.

Representations and Warranties of the Department nie Department hereby
represents and warrants to the best of its knowledge and belief that:

4.1 The Department has the power and authority to execute, deliver, and carry
out the terms and provisions of this Agreement and all necessary action
has been taken to authorize the execution, delivery, and performance of
this Agreement subject to the Department seeking and obtaining approval
by the Governor and Executive Council under RSA 4:39-c. This
Agreement will, upon execution and delivery thereof by the Department
and upon approval by the Governor and Executive Council, constitute
valid, legal, and binding obligations of the Department enforceable against
the Department by the respective terms thereof.
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4.2 Neither the execution nor delivery by the Department of this Agreement,
the performance by the Department of their obligations in connection with
the transactions contemplated hereby, nor the fulfillment by the
Department of the terms or conditions hereof conflicts with, violates, or
results in a breach of any constitution, law or governmental regulation
applicable to the Department, or conflicts with, violates or result in a
breach of any term or condition of any judgment or decree, or any
agreement or instrument, to which the Department is a party or by which
the Department or any of its properties or assets are bound, or constitutes
a default there under.

4.3 Except as outlined in this Agreement, no approval, authorization, order, or
consent of, or declaration, registration, or filing with, any Governmental
Authority is required for the valid execution and delivery of this Agreement
by the Department, except such as have been duly obtained or made.

4.4 There is no action, suit, or proceeding, at law or in equity, or official
investigation before or by any court or Governmental Authority, pending or
threatened against the Department, its principal(s), affifiate(s), or entities
controlled by its principal(s), wherein an unfavorable decision, ruling or
finding would materially adversely affect the performance by the
Department of their obligations hereunder or the performance by the
Department of its obiigations under the transactions contemplated hereby,
or which, in any way, questions or may adversely materially affect the
validity or enforceability of this Agreement or any other agreement or
instrument entered into by the Department in connection with the
transactions contemplated hereby.

GENERAL PROVISIONS

5.1 Cooperation: The Buyer and the Department agree to cooperate with
each other to achieve the purposes of this Agreement and, in connection
therewith, to take such further actions and to execute such further
documents as may reasonably be requested by the Department, the
Buyer, or their representatives, agents, and consultants.

5.2 Entire Agreement: Amendments. This Agreement embodies the entire
agreement and understanding between the Parties hereto relating to the
subject matter herein and supersedes all prior agreements and
understandings between the Parties. This Agreement may not be
changed, modified, waived, discharged, or terminated orally, but only by
an instrument in writing signed by each of the Parties hereto or by the
Party against which enforcement is sought. Any change, modification, or
amendment, that requires the consent or approval of a Governmental
Authority, shall be effective only upon receipt of such approval.
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5.3 Binding Effect: Successors and Assianot^. the terms and provisions
of this Agreement and the respective fights arid obligations of the Parties
hereunder shall be binding upon, and inure to the benefit of. their
respective heirs, successors, assigns, and nominees.

5.4 Headings, The headings to the sections and subsections of this
Agreement have been inserted for convenience of reference only and
shall not modify, define, limit, or expand the express provisions of this
Agreement.

5.5 Exhibits. All exhibits referred to in this Agreement are hereby
incorporated by reference and expressly made a part hereof.

5.6 Governing Law. This Agreement shall in all respects be governed by,
and construed and enforced by, the laws of the State of New Hampshire.

5 7 Enforceabititv. Any provision of this Agreement that is determined to be
illegal or unenforceable by a court of competent jurisdiction, shall be
ineffective to the extent of such prohibition or unenforceability without
invalidating the remaining provisions hereof.

5.8 Consent to Jurisdiction and Venue. The Department and the Buyer
submit to the jurisdiction of the courts of the State of New Hampshire and
the courts from which an appeal from such trial venue may be taken or
other relief may be sought for purposes of any action or proceeding arising
out of this Agreement or any related agreement. All legal actions taken by
the Parties shall be commenced in Merrimack County Superior Court.
Both Parties hereby waive their right to a jury trial.

5.9 independent Pariies. The Department and the Buyer are independent
parties under this Agreement, and nothing in this Agreement shall be
deemed or construed for any purpose to establish between any of them or
among them a relationship of principal and agent, employment,
partnership, joint venture, or any other relationship other than independent
parties.

5.10 Survival of Agreement. The agreements, covenants, indemnities,
representations, and warranties contained herein shall survive the
execution and delivery of this Agreement.

5.11 Waivers. Failure on the part of any Party to complain of any action or
non-action on the part of the other Party, no matter how long the sarne
may continue, shall not be deemed to tie a waiver of any such Party s
rights hereunder. No waiver at any time of any provision hereof by any
Party shall be construed as a waiver of any other provision hereof or a
waiver at any subsequent time of the same provision.
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5.12 No Rights Conferred Upon Others. Except as expressly set out herein,
nothing In this Agreement shall be construed as giving any individual,
corporation, limited liability company, partnership, joint venture,
association, joint stock company, trust, uninco^rated organization, or
government, other than the Parties hereto, their successors and permitted
assigns, any right, remedy or claim under or in respect of this Agreement
or any provision hereof.

5.13 Preservation of Rights. Nothing herein or in any related Agreement shall
limit or be construed to limit in any way rights or remedies the Buyer may
have for the collection of real property taxes under the law unless
expressly set forth herein.

5.14 Time of the Essence. The Parties agree that time is of the essence in
the performance of their respective obligations under this Agreement.

5.15 Good Faith and Fair Dealing. Unless expressly stated otherwise in this
Agreement, whenever a party's consent or approval is r^uired under this
Agreement, or whenever a party shall have the right to give an Instruction
or request another party to act or to refrain from acting under this
Agreement, or whenever a party must act or perform before another party
may act or perform under this Agreement, such consent, approval, or
instruction, request, act or performance shall be reasonably made or
done, or shall not be unreasonably withheld, delayed, or conditioned, as
the case may be.

5.16 Muriicioal AoDrovais. The execution of this Agreement does not
preempt or supersede the review process or powers of any Buyer or other
governmental Board, Committee, Commission, or Department, or excuse
the parties from the requirement to apply for and receive all necessary
pennits and approvals from all applicable Buyer or other governmental
Boards, Committees, Commissions, or Departments, including but not
limited to the requirement that the agreement is to be approved by the
Governor and Executive Council under RSA 4:39-c before the Department
being required and/or authorized to convey the property to the Buyer.

5.17 Warranties and ffepresenraf/o/is; The Department and the Buyer each
acknowledge that they have not been influenced to enter this transaction
or relied upon any warranties or representations not specifically set forth
or incorporated into this Agreement.

5.18 Saving Clause: In the event that any of the terms or provisions of this
Agreement are declared invalid or unenforceable by any Court of
competent jurisdiction or any Federal or State Government Agency having
jurisdiction over the subject matter of this Agreement, the remaining terms
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and provisions that are not affected thereby shall remain in full force and
effect.
