Pursuant to the provisions of RSA 14:30-a, VI, Additional Revenue, authorize the Department of Health
and Human Services to amend Fiscal Committee item FIS 21-1 39! approved on June 8, 2021, and Governor
and Executive Council item #13 approved on June 16, 2021, as amended by Fiscal Committee item FIS 22-
314 approved on September 9, 2022, and Governor and Executive Council item #16A approved on
September 7, 2022, and Fiscal Committee item FIS 23-166 approved on May 19, 2023, and Governor and
Executive Council item #160 approved on May 31, 2023, by extending the end date from June 30, 2024, to
June 30, 2025, effective upon approval of the Fiscal Committee and the Governor and Executive Council.
100% Federal Funds.

EXPLANATION

The Department of Health and Human Services is requesting authorization to extend the effective date of
the attached item from June 30, 2024, to June 30, 2025. The item was initially submitted and approved by
both Fiscal Committee on June 8, 2021, item FIS 21-139 and the Governor and Executive Council on June
16, 2021, item #13. There are still two components of this initial request that have work ongoing:

e A contract with Mary Hitchcock Hospital, approved by the Governor and Executive Council on March
22,2023, item #11B for increasing designating receiving facility (DRF) beds. '

o A contract with the County of Strafford, approved by the Governor and Executive Council on August
23, 2023, item #15 for increasing capacity to provide long-term care for individuals with mental
health/behavioral health care needs who require nursing home level of care.

This request only serves to authorize program balances that are unspent as of June 30, 2024, to carry forward
into State Fiscal Year 2025. Approval of this action will align programs with the completion dates
authorized in the award notices. Any request to reallocate an existing budget or repurpose funds for a new
or existing project will require future Fiscal Committee and Governor and Executive Council approvals.

1 All direet program costs for increasing DRF beds will be accounted for using activity 00FRF602PH9501A and all
administrative and indirect osts will be accounted for using activity 00FRF602PH9501Z. All direct program costs for long-term
care will be accounted for using activity 00FRF602PH9501B and all administrative and indirect costs will be accounted for using
activity 00FRF602PHO501Z. Accounting classifications may be subject to technical changes at the discretion of the Department
of Administrative Services’ Division of Accounting Services.
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These funds were not included in the Department’s budget submission for the current biennial budget
ending June 30, 2025. The Department did not include these funds because budget. guidance was issued in
August 2022 that instructed the Department to exclude all COVID-related funding from the budget
submission for State Fiscal Years 2024 and 2025. .

If this item is not approved, the Department would need to halt the time-sensitive projects noted above.
The Department would then need to submit a retroactive request to July 1, 2024, for approval to reauthorize
the funding. '

In the event that Federal Funds are no longer available, General Funds will not be requested to support
these programs.

REQUESTED ACTION

Pursuant to RSA 14:30-a, VI and RSA 124:15, the Department of Administrative Services (DAS) is
seeking approval on behalf of State Agencies to amend the accept and expend of American Rescue
Plan Act (ARPA) State Fiscal Recovery Funds (SFRF) requests by extending the end date for funding,
new positions, and/or new Class 046-Consultants, created in relation to the acceptance of ARPA SFRF
funds, from June 30, 2023 to June 30, 2024, effective upon approval of the Fiscal Committee and the
Govemnor and Executive Council. 100% Federal Funds.

EXPLANATION

The Department of Administrative Services is seeking approval, on behalf of the State Agencies listed
in Attachment A, to extend the effective date of the attached items from June 30, 2023 to June 30,
2024. This extension is allowable under the “procedural rules amendment” approved at the previous
Fiscal Committee meeting on April 21, 2023. All items included in the attachment have been
previously submitted by the respective state agency responsible for the program and approved by both
the Fiscal Committee and Governor and Executive Council. In addition, the Governor’s Office of
Emergency Relief and Recovery (GOFERR) has reviewed the attachment and concurs with the
extensions requested.

While all ARPA SFRF must be obligated by December 31, 2024, and expended by December 31,
2026, this request only serves to authorize agencies’ program balances that are unspent as of June 30,
2023, as well as positions and consultants created pursuant to RSA 124:15, to carry forward into FY24
and reauthorize projects or programs that were already intended to continue utilizing authorized ARPA
SFRF into the next biennium. This will also grant agencies in coordination with GOFERR time to
further evaluate projects and programs as the ARPA SFRF obligation deadline approaches in order to
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ensure any funds that may need to be reallocated to other uses have sufficient time to do so. Any
request to reallocate an existing budget or repurpose funds for new or existing projects will require
future Fiscal Committee and Governor and Council approvals and are not conternplated in this item.

If this item is not timely approved, the State would need fo issue layoff notices to employees hired into
these federally funded positions, created under the original ARPA request, agencies would halt work
on time-sensitive projects or payments on existing contracts, and ongoing programs would be unable to
issue or follow-through on awards. Further, each agency would then need to submit a retroactive
request to July 1,2023 for approval to reauthorize the positions and funding; however, the retroactive
requests would not eliminate the need to issue layoff notices in June 2023.

Typically, agencies budget for known federal grants in the upcoming biennial budget; however, the
budget guidance issued in August 2022 instructed Agencies to exclude all COVID-related funding
from their FY24-FY25 budget submissions in order to maintain the autherization methodology,
compliance protocols, and audit trail that had become standard for use and oversight of ARPA SFRF.
Moreover, although the funding is authorized by the federal government beyond June 30, 2023,
including this one-time funding would have erroneously inflated the FY24-FY25 State budget.

In the event that Federal Funds are no longer available, General Funds will not be requested to support
these programs. The Department of Administrative Services seeks approval of this request.

Pursuant to the provisions of RSA 14:30-a, VI, authorize the Department of Health and Human Services,
Office of the Commissioner, to amend Fiscal Committee item #FIS 21-139, approved on June 8, 2021, and-Governor
and Council item #13 approved on June 16, 2021, by repurposing $1,960,000 approved from the American Rescue
Plan Act (ARPA) State Fiscal Recovéry Funds (SFRF), effective upon Fiscal Committes and Governor and
Executive Council approval through June 30, 2023. This is an allowable use of ARPA SFRF funds under
Section 602 {¢)(1)(A) to respond to the public health. 100% Federal Funds.

EXPLANATION

The Department requests approval to modify the use of funds that were originally authorized, per approval
of FIS 21-139, for the following purpose:

Psychiatric Long Term Care & Assisted Living Expansion

The Department requests to utilize American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA) funds to establish capacity for
long term care behavioral health beds at nursing and assisted living facilities for patients currently
residing at New Hampshire Hospital and Glencliff Home for the Elderly (Glencliff). The identified
patients are in stable condition and ready to be transferred, but need the continued support offered in
a nursing facility or assisted living facility setting. The Department will use ARPA funds to reserve the
designated beds for one year at a rate of $45,000 per bed, and pay the nursing facilities and assisted
living facilities a special case per diem'rate of $289.12. The Department estimates thal there is a need
for 24 or more nursing or assisted living facility beds for patients ready to transfer. ARPA funding is
needed to immediately enter into contracts to comply with the Supreme Court riling and expedite
transitions from New Hampshire Hospital and Glencliff Home, which have been delayed due to the
COVID-19 pandemic.

The Department has- contracted for 36 beds to support the Psychiatric Long Term Care & Assisted Living
Expansion program referenced above. The Department has entered into agreements; totaling approximately $2.14
million, with ten (10) nursing facilities and five (5) assisted living facilities. Currently 32 individuals are being
served through this program and a total of 42 individuals have been served to date.
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The Department is requesting to repurpose approximately $1.96 million of the original request for capacity
building efforts. In addition to providing rélief to long-term care facilities based on the number of current residents
as outlined in the prior authorization, the Department is seeking nursing facilities interested in increasing their
capacity to provide long-term care beds for individuals with mental health/behavioral health care needs. Increased
capacity may include, but not be limited to: staff training, redesign/renovation of certain units, establishing
telehealth capacity. The result will be increased statewide capacity to enable individuals, who meet the nursing
facility medical level of care, to receive the support for their mental health/behavioral health needs in a nursing
facility. Individuals will have the ability to age in place, in their home community, close to family and friends. The
Department plans to utilize a request for application (RFA} process to distribute funding to interested parties through
grant agreements, which will be on a cost reimbursement basis.

From the initial appropriation approved in June of 2021 through FIS 21-139, a total of $4.5 million was not
able to be used and was returned for reallocation for other ARPA SFRF eligible uses. The Department originally
designated $4 million for a Psychiatric Care Expansion for Adults initiative with the goal of establishing 20
Designated Receiving Facility (DRF) beds. The Department reached out to hospitals statewide to see if any had
capacity to establish new DRF beds in exchange for $200k per bed. However, based on responses received to date,
the Department anticipates only spending $1 million towards this initiative which is why $3 million was returned.
The Department planned to spend $1.5 million to increase staffing and increase scope of services offered at the
facility. However, it was determined that expanding the number of beds at the PATH program was not feasible.

The Department is requesting to accept and expend American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA) funding to improve the
following services within the Mental Health System of New Hampshire. These services and improvements are an
eligible use of ARPA FRF funds because they will provide additional resources for safe, behaviorai health

2. Expansion of Transitional Housing Scope of Services at the PATH Center
a. In FY2021, the Department opened the PATH Center, a 16 bed transitional housing facility,
adjacent to New Hampshire Hospital. The facility’s current scope of services is primarily focused
on paticnis at New Hampshire Hospital whom are ready for discharge, but are awaiting housing
resources to be available. The Department is requesting to use ARPA funds to modify the facility,
and increase staffing at the PATH Center, allowing for the scope of services of the facility to
expand, which will allow for the inclusion of additional patient populations whom can be
discharged from New Hampshire Hospital. If approved, staffing would be rapidly increased using
contracted nursing staff, ensuring a high degree of quality and safety is maintained for residents of

3. Psychiatric Care Expansion for Children

a. The Department intends to contract with out-of-state Providers for 10-15 inpatient psychiatric beds
for children. Existing Medicaid Designated Receiving Bed Rates will be used to pay for qualified
services rendered, and the Department is requesting ARPA funding to pay for uncompensated care
that may be incurred by out-of-state Praviders al a rate of §750/day. This methodology is consistent
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with the contract established with Hampstead Hospital, whereby the Department pays for
uncompensated care.

4, Psychiatric Care Expansion for Adults (Designated Receiving Facilities)

a. The Department requests APRA funding to contract and establish a minimum of 20 Designated
Recciving Facility (DRF) beds in the State of New Hampshire. Organtzations whom establish new
DRF beds would be paid $200,000 per bed using ARPA funding, with the stipulation that the beds
remain available for involuntary emergency admissions for a period of 18 months.

b. Acute Care Hospitals in New Hampshire that add DRF acute care beds will be reimbursed for each
patient admission at the DRF peer group six level fee schedule already in effect. Providers whom
admit non-Medicaid patients without insurance will utilize the Medicaid fee schedule as contractual
rates. This information (Section 5-c) has been provided as additional context, but does not require
additional funding through ARPA.
