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EXPLANATION

The Department of Agriculture, Markets, and Food, Integrated Pest Management is requesting approval
of this budget and expend for the development and implementation of a web-based licensing,
certification and permitting system. This implementation of an electronic system will increase efficiency
of managing fees relative to pesticide registration requirements.

The Department of Agriculture, Markets, and Food is currently under contract with TraceFirst for the
development and implementation of the Animal Records Database per RSA 437:8-a. NHDAMF is
amending the contract to include Pesticide Management, Plant Industry, Regulatory Services and
Weights and Measures. A web-based licensing, certification, and permitting system is critical for the
department and the services provided to meet the expectation of our stakeholders. This system offers an
increase in business efficiency allowing for online applications and payments that will enable
stakeholders to better manage and track the status of licenses and certifications. An on-line system will
also allow inspectors to have immediate information and time spent in the field will be more efficient.

Funds will be allocated as follows:

Class 103 - Contracts for Op Services - increase appropriations to allow for the amendment to an existing
contract for the development and implementation of a web-based licensing, certification and permitting
system department wide.
