REQUESTED ACTION

Pursuant to RSA 365:37, authorize the New Hampshire Department of Energy (Department) to enter
into a contract with Willoughby Consulting (Willoughby), of Apex, NC, Vendor #496473, for an
amount not to exceed $450,000, to provide ongoing engineering analysis and advice regarding the
electric distribution system engineering and planning practices of New Hampshire’s regulated electric
distribution utilities. The contract is to be effective upon the date of Governor and Council approval
through June 30, 2027, with the option to extend the contract for an additional three years or three
one-year periods with Governor and Council approval. Funding is 100% Other (Special Utility
Assessment).

Funding will be available pursuant to RSA 365:37 in the account, General Consultants, as follows,
with the authority to adjust encumbrances in each of the State fiscal years through the Budget Office if
needed and justified:

EXPLANATION

The Department respectfully requests authority to enter into a contract in an amount not to
exceed $450,000 with Willoughby, a consulting firm specializing in the areas of power system
planning and grid modernization; load forecasting; equipment procurement; practical addition of
smart grid devices; renewables integration and associated impacts; and power system
analysis/operation/configurations.

The Department issued a Request for Proposals (RFP) on April 8, 2024. The notice of the RFP
was published in the Union Leader for three days, posted on the Department’s website and

posted on the procurement website of the NH Department of Administrative Services. On May
3, 2024, the Department received five responses to its RFP. An evaluation team made up of the
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Electric Director, Director of the Regulatory Support Division, and a Utility Analyst, reviewed
the five RFP responses. Willoughby was determined to be the highest scoring qualified proposal.

No General Funds are requested for this contract. Funds will be assessed pursuant to RSA 365:37
which permits the Department to obtain experts and assess the costs to utilities that are parties to
Department or Public Utilities Commission proceedings.

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2. SERVICES TO BE PERFORMED. The State of New
Hampshire, acting through the agency identified in block 1.1
(“State™), engages contractor identified in block 1.3 (“Contractor™)
to perform, and the Contractor shall perform, the work or sale of
goods, or both, identified and more particularly described in the
attached EXHIBIT B which is incorporated herein by reference
("Services").

3. EFFECTIVE DATE/COMPLETION OF SERVICES.

3.1 Notwithstanding any provision of this Agreement to the
contrary, and subject to the approval of the Govermnor and
Executive Council of the State of New Hampshire, if applicable,.
this Agreement, and all obligations of the parties hereunder, shall
become effective on the date the Governor and Executive Council
approve this Agreement, unless no such approval is required, in
which case the Agreement shall become effective on the date the
Agreement is signed by the State Agency as shown in block 1.13
(“Effective Date™).

5.2 Notwithstanding any provision in this Agreement to the
contrary, and notwithstanding unexpected circumstances, in no
event shall the total of all payments authorized, or actually made
hereunder, exceed the Price Limitation set forth in block 1.8. The
payment by the State of the contract price shall be the only and the
complete reimbursement to the Contractor for all expenses, of
whatever nature incurred by the Contractor in the performance

hereof, and shall be the only and the complete compensation to the
Contractor for the Services.

5.3 The State reserves the right to offset from any amounts
otherwise payable to the Contractor under this Agreement those
liquidated amounts required or permitted by N.H. RSA 80:7
through RSA B0:7-c or any other provision of law.

5.4 The State's liability under this Agreement shall be limited to
monetary damages not to exceed the total fees paid. The Contractor
agrees that it has an adequate remedy at law for any breach of this
Agreement by the State and hereby waives any right to specific
performance or other equitable remedies against the State,

6. COMPLIANCE BY CONTRACTOR WITH LAWS AND

6.1 In connection with the performance of the Services, the
Contractor shatl comply with all applicable statutes, laws,

6.2 During the term of this Agreement, the Contractor shall not .

7. PERSONNEL.

7.1 The Contractor shall at its own expense provide all personnel
necessary to perform the Services. The Contractor warrants that all
personnel engaged in the Services shall be qualified to perform the
Services, and shall be properly licensed and otherwise authorized
to do 5o under all applicable laws.

7.2 The Contracting Officer specified in block 1.9, or any
successor, shall be the State’s point of contact pertaining to this
Agreement.

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8. EVENT OF DEFAULT/REMEDIES.

8.1 Any one or more of the following acts or omissions of the
Contractor shall constitute an event of default hereunder (“Event
of Default”): )

8.1.1 failure to perform the Services satisfactorily or on schedule;
8.1.2 failure to submit any report required hereunder; and/or

8.1.3 failure to perform any other covenant, term or condition of
this Agreement.

8.2 Upon the occurrence of any Event of Default, the State may
take any one, or more, or 8ll, of the following actions:

8.2.1 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Default and requiring it to be remedied within, in the absence of a
greater or lesser specification of time, thirty (30) calendar days
from the date of the notice; and if the Event of Default is not timely
cured, terminate this Agreement, effective two (2) calendar days
after giving the Contractor notice of termination;

8.2.2 give the Contractor 8 written notice specifying the Event of
Default and suspending all payments to be made under this
Agrecment and ordering that the portion of the contract price which
would otherwise accrue to the Contractor during the period from
the date of such notice until such time as the State determines that
the Contractor has cured the Event of Default shall ncver be paid
to the Contwractor;

9. TERMINATION.

9.2 In the event of an carly termination of this Agreement for any
reason other than the completion of the Services, the Contractor
shall, at the State’s discretion, deliver to the Contracting Officer,
not later than fifteen (15) calendar days sfter the date of
termination, & report (“Termination Report™) describing in detail
all Services performed, and the contract price camed, to and
including the date of termination.

10. PROPERTY OWNERSHIP/DISCLOSURE.

10.1 As used in this Agreement, the word “Property” shall mean
all data, information and things developed or obtained during the
performance of, or acquired or developed by reason of, this
Agreement, including, but not limited to, all studies, reports, files,
formulae, surveys, maps, charts, sound recordings, video
recordings, pictorial reproductions, drawings, analyses, graphic
representations, computer programs, computer printouts, notes,
letters, memoranda, papers, and documents, all whether finished or
unfinished.
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10.2 All data and any Property which has been received from the
State, or purchased with funds provided for that purpose under this
Agreement, shall be the property of the State, and shall be returned
to the State upon demand or upon termination of this Agreement
for any reason.

11. CONTRACTOR’S RELATION TO THE STATE. In the

agents or members shall have authority to bind the State or receive
any Dbenefits, workers' compensation or other emoluments
provided by the State to its employees.

12. ASSIGNMENT/DELEGATION/SUBCONTRACTS.

12.1 Contractor shall provide the State written notice at least fifteen

12.3 None of the Services shall be subcontracted by the Contractor
without prior written notice and consent of the State.

13. INDEMNIFICATION. The Contractor shall indemnify,
defend, and hold harmless the State, its officers, and employees
from and against all actions, claims, damages, demands,
judgmeats, fines, liabilities, losses, and other expenses, including,
without limitation, reasonable attormeys’ fees, arising out of or
relating to this Agreement directly or indirectly arising from death,

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14. INSURANCE.

14.1.1 commercial general liability insurance against all claims of
bodily injury, death or property damage, in amounts of not fess than
$1,000,000 per occurrence and $2,000,000 aggregate or excess;

14.1.2 special cause of loss coverage form covering all Property
subject to subparagraph 10.2 herein, in an amount not less than
80% of the whole replacement value of the Property,

14.2 The policies described in subparagraph 14.1 hercin shall be on
policy forms and endorsements approved for use in the State of
New Hampshire by the N.H. Deparment of Insurance, and issued
by insurers licensed in the State of New Hampshire,

14.3 The Contractor shail furnish to the Contrecting Officer
identified in block 1.9, or any successor, a certificate(s) of
insurance for all insurance required under this Agreement. At the
request of the Contracting Officer, or any successor, the Contractor
shall provide certificate(s) of insurance for all renewal(s) of
insurance required under this Agreement. The certificate(s) of
insurance and any renewals thereof shall be attached and are
incorporated herein by reference.

15. WORKERS' COMPENSATION,

15.1 By signing this agreement, the Contractor agrees, certifics and
warrants that the Contractor is in compliance with or exempt from,
the requirements of N.H. RSA chapter 281-A (“Workers'
Compensation”).

15.2 To the extent the Contractor is subject to the requirements of
N.H. RSA chapter 281-A, Contractor shall maintain, and require
any subcontractor or assignee to secure and maintain, payment of
Waorkers' Compensation in connection with activities which the
person proposes to undertake pursuant to this Agreement. The
_ Contractor shall furnish the Contracting Officer identified in block
1.9, or any successor, proof of Workers’ Compensation in the
manner described in N.H. RSA chapter 281-A and any applicable
renewal(s) thereof, which shall be attached and are incorporated
herein by reference. The State shall not be responsible for payment
of any Workers' Compensation premiums or for any other claim or
benefit for Contractor, or any subcontractor or employee of
Contractor, which might arise under applicable State of New
Hampshire Workers' Compensation laws in connection with the
performance of the Services under this Agreement.

16. WAIVER OF BREACH. A State's failure to enforce its rights
with respect to any single or continuing breach of this Agreement
shall not act as a waiver of the right of the State to later enforce any
such rights or to enforce any other or any subsequent breach.

17. NOTICE. Any notice by a party hereto to the other party shall
be deemed to have been duly delivered or given at the time of
mailing by certified mail, posiage prepaid, in a United States Post
Office addressed to the parties at the addresses given in blocks 1.2
and 1.4, herein.

18. AMENDMENT. This Agreement may be amended, waived or
discharged only by an instrument in writing signed by the paries
hereto and only after approval of such smendment, waiver or
discharge by the Governor and Executive Council of the State of
New Hampshire unless no such epproval is required under the
circumstances pursuant to State law, rule or policy.

19. CHOICE OF LAW AND FORUM.

19.1 This Agreement shall be governed, interpreted and construed
in accordance with the laws of the State of New Hampshire except
where the Federal supremacy clause requires otherwise. The
wording used in this Agreement is the wording chosen by the
parties to express their mutual intent, and no rule of construction
shall be applied against or in favor of any party.

19.2 Any actions arising out of this Agreement, including the
breach or alleged breach thereof, may not be submitted to binding
arbitration, but must, instead, be brought and maintained in the
Merrimack County Supetior Court of New Hampshire which shall
have exclusive jurisdiction thereof.

20. CONFLICTING TERMS. In the event of a conflict between
the terms of this P-37 form (as modified in EXHIBIT A) and any
other portion of this Agreement including any sttachments thereto,
the terms of the P-37 (as modified in EXHIBIT A) shall control.

21. THIRD PARTIES. This Agreement is being entered into for
the sole benefit of the parties hereto, and nothing herein, express or
implied, is intended to or will confer any legal or equitable right,
benefit, or remedy of any naturc upon any other person.

12. HEADINGS. The headings throughout the Agreement are for
reference purposes only, and the words contained therein shall in
no way be held to explain, modify, amplify or aid in the
interpretation, construction or meaning of the provisions of this
Agreement.

23. SPECIAL PROVISIONS. Additional or modifying
provisions set forth in the attached EXHIBIT A are incorporated
herein by reference.

24. FURTHER ASSURANCES. The Contractor, along with its
agents and affiliates, shall, at its own cost and expense, execute any
additional documents and take such further actions as may be
reasonably required to carry out the provisions of this Agreement
and give effect to the transactions contemplated hereby.

25. SEVERABILITY. In the event any of the provisions of this
Agreement are held by a court of competent jurisdiction 1o be
contrary to any state or federat law, the remaining provisions of
this Agreement will remain in full force and effect.

26. ENTIRE AGREEMENT, This Agreement, which may be
executed in 8 number of counterparts, each of which shall be
deemed an original, constitutes the entire agreement and
understanding between the parties, and supersedes all prior
agreements and understandings with respect to the subject matter
hereof.

EXHIBIT A

SPECIAL PROVISIONS .

L. In conformity with Paragraph 12 of the General Provisions of the P-37, the State hereby
authorizes the Contractor to utilize subcontractors, at rates not to exceed $265 per hour, at
the Contractor’s sole expense, and the State will reimburse the Contractor for the cost of
its subcontractor’s services. The State will not pay any subcontractor directly for its
services to the Contractor. The amount to be paid to the Contractor, including the
amounts paid for services provided to the Contractor by any permitted subcontractor,
shall not exceed the Price Limitation listed in Box 1.8 of the P-37.

2 The Contractor may not substitute or change personnel identified in its Proposal without
' written notice to and the consent of the Department, such consent not to be unreasonably
withheld.

3 In accordance with the provisions of RFP 2024-003, the contract term may be extended
for an additional three-year period or three one-year periods to conduct the same or
similar work and the not-to-exceed amount and hourly rates may be renegotiated, al! at
the sole option of the State, contingent upon satisfactory contractor performance,
projected requirements for similar consulting services, and Governor and Executive
Council approval.

4. The Contractor agrees to maintain confidential all information to which it has access until
such time as it is instructed otherwise by the Department. The Contractor must document
similar agreement with any employee, subcontractor, or subcontractor employee.

5. Paragraph 12.4 of the General Provisions is amended to add “Without limiting the
foregoing, a determination by the Department that the Contractor or Subcontractor is
boycotting Israel shall be grounds for termination by the Department in accordance with
New Hampshire Executive Order No. 2023-05, which termination may be immediate.”

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EXHIBIT B

SCOPE OF SERVICES

Contractor will be engaged and supervised by the Department to perform the consulting work,
and will work at the direction of, and in consultation with, Department personnei. The
Contractor will be expected to work on a broad range of electric utility system engineering
related assignments in the following areas, among others:

1. Prospective analysis and review of electric distribution system investments
proposed in rate cases and other costs proposed for recovery;

2. Retrospective analysis and review of completed electric distribution system
investments;

3. Quantitative and qualitative aspects of benef t-cost analysis, including for those
investments which might be made for reliability/resiliency or grid modemization
purposes; and

4. Electric utility system managemenl and operations.

Specific tasks for the Contractor may include, but are not limited to, the following:

1. Working collaboratively with Department personnel to prepare discovery
requests, review discovery responses, respond to discovery requests, prepare pre-
filed written testimony, conduct review and analysis of party testimony, prepare
rebuttal testimony, assist with hearing preparation, provide live testimony if
necessary, and prepare reports, as needed; and .

2. Attending stakeholder group meetings, technical sessions, settlement conferences,
and hearings, as needed.

The Contractor shall conduct a preliminary project scoping meeting with Department personnel
for each assigned project. The purpose of the meeting will be to review and refine the scope,
task, and project approach requirements; review the allocation of resources among foreseeable
proceedings and related deliverables to establish a project plan, with key deliverables and
approximate milestone dates; and establish project management and communication protocols to
ensure that the information needs of both the Department and the consultant are satisfied.

In the process of preparing each deliverable, the Contractor will work closely with Department
personnet! in order to facilitate effective knowledge transfer on each issue. The work of the
Contractor will be subject to an evaluation of progress achieved against the above-referenced
scope and tasks, to take place after completion of key deliverables identified durmg the project
scoping meeting and subsequent regular status and progress meetings.
