EXPLANATION

This request is the sole source because the national team from Sky’s The Limit Communications, LLC is
a one-of-a-kind collaboration administered by blind and vision-impaired individuals, who specialize in
delivering Pre-Employment Transition Services (Pre-ETS) and Transition services, specially created to
meet the needs of blind and vision-impaired students. The Services for Blind and Vision-Impaired (SBVI)
program within the Bureau of Vocational Rehabilitation was unable to identify any entity in New
Hampshire equal to delivering comparable services, at the caliber and diversity of subject matter that Sky’s
the Limit Communications, LLC has demonstrated.

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This contract will provide Pre-Employment Transition Services (job exploration counseling, work readiness
training, work-based learning experiences, counseling on post-secondary educational/training opportunities
and self-advocacy) to students who are blind or have vision impairments.

Given this organization’s national footprint, and nimble ability to send small and customized teams of
highly qualified teachers, group-setting facilitators, and others to work with Vocational Rehabilitation
agencies (with a blindness focus), it can be genuinely said that no other entity can be identified to deliver
this caliber of blindness-specific Pre-ETS and Transition services. This is reinforced by the national pool
of experts upon which they may rely in fulfilling their obligations, and the collective depth of experience
that their national team possess.

In addition to possessing significant expertise in the five required Pre-ETS services described in the
Workforce Innovation and Opportunity Act (WIOA), Sky’s the Limit Communications has developed
customized curriculum to.convey these topic areas in a blindness and low-vision friendly fashion. Certainly,
no individual or entity in New Hampshire would be equal to delivering these dynamic Pre-ETS and
Transition services to the blind and vision-impaired community.

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2. SERVICES TO BE PERFORMED. The State of New
Hampshire, acting through the agency identified in block 1.1
{**State™), engages contractor identified in block 1.3 (*Contractor™)
to perform, and the Contractor shall perform, the work or sale of
goods, or both, identified and more particularly described in the
attached EXHIBIT B which is incorporated herein by reference
("Services”).

3. EFFECTIVE DATE/COMPLETION OF SERVICES.

3.1 Notwithstanding any provision of this Agreement to the
contrary, and subject to the approval of the Governor and Executive
Council of the State of New Hampshire, if applicable, this
Agreement, and all obligations of the parties hereunder. shall
become effective on the date the Governor and Executive Council
approve this Agreement, unless no such approval is required, in
which case the Agreement shall become effective on the date the
Agreement is signed by the State Agency as shown in block 1.13
(“Effective Date™).

3.2 Ifthe Contractor commences the Services prior to the Effective
Date, all Services performed by the Contractor prior to the
Effective Date shall be performed at the sole risk of the Contractor,
and in the event that this Agreement does not become effective, the
State shall have no liability to the Contractor, including without
limitation, any obligation to pay the Contractor for any costs
incurred or Services performed.

3.3 Contractor must complete all Services by the Completion Date
specified in block 1.7,

4, CONDITIONAL NATURE OF AGREEMENT.
Notwithstanding any provision of this Agreement to the contrary,
all obligations of the State hereunder, including, without limitation,
the continuance of payments hereunder, are contingent upon the
availability and continued appropriation of funds. in no event shall
the State be liable for any payments hereunder in excess of such
available appropriated funds. In the event of a reduction or
termination of appropriated funds by any state or federal legislative
or executive action that reduces, eliminates or otherwise modifies
the appropriation or availability of funding for this Agreement and
the Scope for Services provided in EXHIBIT B, in whele or in part,
the State shall have the right to withhold payment until such funds
become available, if ever, and shall have the right to reduce or
terminate the Services under this Agreement immediately upon
giving the Contractor notice of such reduction or termination. The
State shall not be required to transfer funds from any other account
or source to the Account identified in block 1.6 in the event funds
in that Account are reduced or unavailable.

5. CONTRACT PRICE/PRICE LIMITATION/ PAYMENT.
5.1 The contract price, method of payment, and terms of payment
are identified and more particularly described in EXHIBIT C which
is incorporated herein by reference.

5.2 Notwithstanding any provision in this Agreement to the
contrary, and notwithstanding unexpected circumstances, in no
event shall the total of all payments authorized. or actually made
hereunder, exceed the Price Limitation set forth in block 1.8. The
payment by the State of the contract price shall be the only and the
complete reimbursement to the Contractor for all expenses, of
whatever nature incurred by the Contractor in the performance

hereof, and shall be the only and the complete compensation to the
Contractor for the Services.

5.3 The State reserves the right to offset from any amounts
otherwise payable to the Contractor under this Agreement those
liquidated amounts required or permitted by N.H. RSA 80:7
through RSA 80:7-c or any other provision of law.

5.4 The State’s liability under this Agreement shall be limited to
monetary damages not to exceed the total fees paid, The Contractor
agrees that it has an adequate remedy at law for any breach of this
Agreement by the State and hereby waives any right to specific
performance or other equitable remedies against the State.

6. COMPLIANCE BY CONTRACTOR WITH LAWS AND
REGULATIONS/EQUAL EMPLOYMENT
OPPORTUNITY.

6.1 In connection with the performance of the Services, the ’
Contractor shall comply with all applicable statutes, laws,
regulations, and orders of federal, state, county or municipal
authorities which impose any obligation or duty upon the
Contractor, including. but not limited to, civil rights and equal
employment opportunity laws and the Governor’s order on Respect
and Civility in the Workplace, Executive order 2020-01. In
addition, if this Agreement is funded in any part by monies of the
United States, the Contractor shall comply with all federal
executive orders, rules, regulations and statutes, and with any rules,
regulations and guidelines as the State or the United States issue to
implement these regulations. The Contractor shall also comply
with all applicable intellectual property laws.

6.2 During the term of this Agreement, the Contractor shall not
discriminate against employees or applicants for employment
because of age, sex, sexual orientation, race, color, marital status,
physical or mental disability, religious creed, national origin,
gender identity, or gender expression, and will take affirmative
action to prevent such discrimination, unless exempt by state or
federal law. The Contractor shall ensure any subcontractors comply
with these nondiscrimination requirements.

6.3 No payments or transfers of value by Contractor or its
representatives in connection with this Agreement have or shail be
made which have the purpose or effect of public or commercial
bribery. or acceptance of or acquiescence in extortion, kickbacks,
or other unlawful or improper means of obtaining business.

6.4. The Contractor agrees to permit the State or United States
access 1o any of the Contractor’s books, records and accounts for
the purpose of ascertaining compliance with this Agreement and all’
rules. regulations and orders pertaining to the covenants, terms and
conditions of this Agreement. :

7. PERSONNEL.

7.1 The Contractor shall at its own expense provide all personnel
necessary to perform the Services. The Contractor warrants that all
personnel engaged in the Services shall be qualified to perform the
Services, and shall be properiy licensed and otherwise authorized
to do so under all applicable laws.

7.2 The Contracting Officer specified in block 1.9, or any
successor, shall be the State’s point of contact pertaining to this
Agreement.
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8. EVENT OF DEFAULT/REMEDIES.

8.1 Any one or more of the following acts or omissions of the
Contractor shall constitute an event of default hereunder (“Event of
Default™):

8.1.1 failure to perform the Services satisfactorily or on schedule;
8.1.2 failure to submit any report required hereunder; and/or

8.1.3 failure to perform any other covenant, term or condition of
this Agreement.

8.2 Upon the occurrence of any Event of Default, the State may
take any one, or more, or ali, of the following actions:

8.2.] give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Default and requiring it to be remedied within, in the absence of a
greater or lesser specification of time, thirty (30) calendar days
from the date of the notice; and if the Event of Default is not timely
cured, terminate this Agreement, effective two (2} calendar days
after giving the Coniractor notice of termination;

8.2.2 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Default and suspending all payments to be made under this
Agreement and ordering that the portion of the contract price which
would otherwise accrue to the Contractor during the period from
the date of such notice until such time as the State determines that
the Contractor has cured the Event of Default shall never be paid
to the Contractor;

8.2.3 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of

Default and set off against any other obligations the State may owe.

to the Contractor any damages the State suffers by reason of any
Event of Default; and/or

8.2.4 give the Contractor a writlen notice specifying the Event of
Default, treat the Agreement as breached, terminate the Agreement
and pursue any of its remedies at law or in equity, or both.

9. TERMINATION.,

9.1 Notwithstanding paragraph 8, the State may, at its sole
discretion, terminate the Agreement for any reason, in whole or in
part, by thirty (30) calendar days written notice to the Contractor
that the State is exercising its option to terminate the Agreement.
9.2 In the event of an early termination of this Agreement for any
reason other than the completion of the Services, the Contractor
shall, at the State’s discretion, deliver to the Contracting Officer,
not later. than fifteen (i5) calendar days after the date of
termination, a report (*Termination Report™} describing in detail
all Services performed, and the contract price earned, to and
including the date of termination. In addition, at the State’s
discretion, the Contractor shall, within fifteen (13) calendar days
of notice of early termination, develop and submit to the State a
transition plan for Services under the Agreement.

10. PROPERTY OWNERSHIP/DISCLOSURE.

10.1 As used in this Agreement, the word “Property” shall mean
all data, information and things developed or obtained during the
performance of, or acquired or developed by reason of, this
Agreement, including, but not limited to, all studies, reports, files,
formulae, surveys, maps, charts, sound recordings, video
recordings, pictorial reproductions, drawings, analyses, graphic
representations, computer programs, computer printouts, notes,
letters, memoranda, papers, and documents, all whether finished or
unfinished.

10.2 All data and any Property which has been received from the
State, or purchased with funds provided for that purpose under this
Agreement, shall be the property of the State, and shall be returned
to the State upon demand or upon termination of this Agreement
for any reason.

10.3 Disclosure of data, information and other records shall be
govemed by N.H. RSA chapter 91-A.and/or other applicable law.
Disclosure requires prior written approval of the State.

11. CONTRACTOR’S RELATION TO THE STATE. In the
performance of this Agreement the Contractor is in all respects an
independent contractor, and is neither an agent nor an employee of
the State. Neither the Contractor nor any of its officers, employees,
agents or members shall have authority to bind the State or receive
any benefits. workers’ compensation or other emoluments
provided by the State to its employees.

12. ASSIGNMENT/DELEGATION/SUBCONTRACTS.

12.1 Contractor shall provide the State written notice at least fifteen
{15) calendar days before any proposed assignment, delegation, or
other transfer of any interest in this Agreement. No such
assignment, delegation, or other transfer shall be effective without
the written consent of the State, ’

12.2 For purposes of paragraph 12, a Change of Control shall
constitute assignment. “Change of Control” means {(a} merger,
consolidation, or a transaction or series of related transactions in
which a third party. together with its affiliates, becomes the direct
or indirect owner of fifty percent (50%) or more of the voting
shares or similar equity interests, or combined voting power of the
Contractor, or (b) the sale of all or substantially all of the assets of
the Contractor.

12.3 None of the Services shall be subcontracted by the Contractor
without prior written notice and consent of the State.

12.4 The State is entitled to copies of all subcontracts and
assignment agreements and shall not be bound by any provisions
contained in a subcontract or an assignment agreement to which it
is not a party.

13. INDEMNIFICATION. The Contractor shall indemnify,
defend, and hold harmless the State, its officers, and employees
from and against all actions, claims, damages, demands,
judgments, fines, liabilities, losses, and other expenses, including,
without limitation, reasonable attorneys’ fees, arising out of or
relating to this Agreement directly or indirectly arising from death,

17. NOTICE. Any notice by a party hereto to the other party shall
be deemed to have been duly delivered or given at the time of
_mailing by certified mail, postage prepaid, in a United States Post
Office addressed to the parties at the addresses given in blocks 1.2
and 1.4, herein.

18. AMENDMENT. This Agreement may be amended, waived or
discharged only by an instrument in writing signed by the parties
hereto and only after approval of such amendment, waiver or
discharge by the Governor and Executive Council of the State of
New Hampshire unless no such approval is required under the
circumstances pursuant to State law, rule or policy.

19. CHOICE OF LAW AND FORUM.

19.1 This Agreement shall be governed, interpreted and construed
in accordance with the laws of the State of New Hampshire except
where the Federal supremacy clause requires otherwise. The
wording used in this Agreement is the wording chosen by the
parties to express their mutual intent, and no rule of construction
shall be applied against or in favor of any party.

19.2 Any actions ‘arising out of this Agreement, including the
breach or alleged breach thereof, may not be submitted to binding
arbitration, but must, instead, be brought and maintained in the
Merrimack County Superior Court of New Hampshire which shall
have exclusive jurisdiction thereof. '

20. CONFLICTING TERMS. In the event of a conflict between
the terms of this P-37 form {as modified in EXHIBIT A) and any
other portion of this Agreement including any attachments thereto,
the terms of the P-37 (as modified in EXHIBIT A} shall control.

21. THIRD PARTIES. This Agreement is being entered into for
the sole benefit of the parties hereteo, and nothing herein, express or
implied, is intended to or will confer any legal or equitable right,
benefit, or remedy of any nature upon any other person.

22. HEADINGS. The headings throughout the Agreement are for
reference purposes only, and the words contained therein shall in
no way be held to explain, modify, amplify or aid in the
interpretation, construction or meaning of the provisions of this
Agreement.

23. SPECIAL PROVISIONS. Additional or modifying
provisions set forth in the attached EXHIBIT A are incorporated
herein by reference.

24. FURTHER ASSURANCES. The Contractor, along with its
agents and affiliates, shall, at its own cost and expense, execuie any
additional documents and take such further actions as may be
reasonably required to carry out the provisions of this Agreement
and give effect to the transactions contemplated hereby.

25. SEVERABILITY. In the event any of the provisions of this

Agreement are held by a court of competent jurisdiction to be
contrary to any state or federal law, the remaining provisions of this
Agreement will remain in full force and effect.

26. ENTIRE AGREEMENT. This Agreement, which may be
executed in a number of counterparts, cach of which shall be
deemed an original, constitutes the entire agreement and
understanding between the parties, and supersedes all prior
agreements and understandings with respect to the subject matter
hereof.

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EXHIBIT B

Scope of Services

This contract’s Scope of Services is to provide an array of Pre-Employment Transition Services (Pre-
ETS) to eligible blind and vision-impaired students residing in New Hampshire. The Pre-ETS services
envisioned as deliverables under this contract fall within the five “required” Pre-ETS categories outlined
in the Workforce Innovation and Opportunity Act (WIQA) of 2014, as amended. Specifically, this
contract seeks to develop the infrastructure and ability to serve qualified blind and vision-impaired
consumers through the [nterdisciplinary Community Engagement (ICE) program.

General Accountabilities:

1.

The vendor will promote a positive understanding of blindness, designed to strengthen self-
confidence and skill-specific competencies among eligible students.

The vendor will develop curriculum consistent with the capacity of students from ages 14-21,
mindful of different cognitive abilities.

The vendor will use teaching strategies in the nature of the Structured Discovery model,
encouraging qualified students to use their minds and other senses to explore, investigate, and
reach conclusions, with increasingly diminishing teacher intervention.

The vendor will be mindfui of adopting policies and procedures to guarantee the
confidentiality of student performance, student safety, and other best practices consistent with
delivering services to the student population.

The vendor will offer services for the ICE program within the State of New Hampshire so
that NHED is able to deliver either in-person, local, on-line, or remote Pre-ETS services.

The vendor will develop tools to assess acquisition of certain quantifiable competencies and
prepare written reports to be regularly submitted to the Services for the Blind and Visually
Impaired (SBVI) Counselor at NHED, documentng delivery of Pre-ETS programs and
services.

Specific Accountabilities:

l.

For each ICE Retreat and in coordination with VR, develop a series of 5 in-person events, 2
of those events are to be 3 to 4 full days i.e., Sunday 2:00pm to 10:00pm, Monday 8:00am to
10:00pm, Tuesday 8:00am to 10:00pm, Wednesday 8:00am to 1:00pm. The remaining 3 of
the in-person events shall be 2-days on a weekend, i.c., Friday 4:00pm to 10:00pm, Saturday
8:00am to 10:00pm, Sunday 8:00am to 1:00pm. )

Five remote/on-line events per year each being a minimum of 90 minutes per event will be
conducted. The remote/on-line events can be done once per month or can be done 2 per
month, if they are done 2 per month the events will be no less than 14 days apart.

The events shall cater to qualified blind and vision-impaired youth, their parents and/or
guardians, and their Teacher of the Visually Impaired (TVI) or other paraprofessional, where
the students are exposed to a range of soft skills, social skills, self-advocacy, adaptive
technology, post-secondary planning, challenge recreation (in-person events) and other

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blindness skills instruction. Specifically, [CE-NH is New Hampshire’s blindness and low-
vision-specific Pre-Employment Transition Services program, focusing specifically on career
exploration; soft skill development; and blindness-specific training. designed to increase
skills and self-confidence, in preparation for post-secondary objectives. While aspects of
advocacy and seif-advocacy may be inherent in activities of the ICE-NH program, this
program’s primary objective is 1o promote the other four “required” Pre-ETS services and
blindness-specific skills and self-confidence training.

2. Locate and present recommendations to the VR, for final approval, the following facilities for
each ICE Retreat: _

a. A hotel with sufficient guest and meeting rooms, within the same building, for the
number of participants, vendor and VR staff attending the [CE Retreat and who will
require overnight accommodations.
