REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Administrative Services to enter to a new contract (Contract
#8003505) with Clean Restroom Rentals, Inc. (VC# 488928), Westborough, MA in an amount
up to and not to exceed $812,963.25 for portable toilet services in Belknap, Carroll, Cheshire,
Hillsborough, Merrimack, Rockingham, and Strafford Counties, with the option to renew for up
to an additional three years effective upon Governor and Exectuvie Council approval through
November 30, 2029.

Funding shall be provided through individual agency expenditures, none of which shall
be permitted unless there are sufficient appropriated funds to cover the expenditure.

EXPLANATION

The Department of Administrative Services, through the Bureau of Purchase and
Property (BoPP), issued request for information (RFl) 2024-420 on March 25, 2024 with
responses due by April 24, 2024. The results showed significant savings to the State utilizing
multiple different vendors than the current contract (Contract # 8003151) vendor. United Site
Services Northeast, as well as full state coverage, where the current contract only covers five
counties.

The Department of Administrative Services, through the Bureau of Purchase and
Property, issued request for bid (RFB) 2908-24 for portable toilet services for the State of New
Hampshire on April 30, 2024, with responses due on June 3, 2024. The RFB award proposed a
multiple vendor award based on lowest cost per county. The RFB reached 22 vendors through
the NIGP registry with an additional 21 directly sourced. There were four (4) compliant
responses received with the lowest being Clean Restroom Rentals, Inc. for Belknap, Carroll,
Cheshire, Hillsborough, Merrimack, Rockingham, Strafford, and Sullivan Counties.

The requested price limitation of $812,963.25 is not comparable to the current contract
(Contract #8003151) since Carroll and Cheshire counties are not covered under the current
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contract. Of the comparable locations, there is $14,368 (14%) in annual savings. Clean Restroom
Rentals, Inc. also offers a quantity discount of 7% for 11+ rentals per location. The proposed
contract offers state incentive discounts of 0.25% to 0.50% for prompt payments. The requested
amount is adequate and will cover the full term. The price limitation is calculated from actual
expenditures in business intelligence reports and the proposed offer sheet providing an accurate
estimation of spend.

State shall have no liability to the Contractor, including without
limitation, any obligation to pay the Contractor for any costs
incurred or Services performed.

4. CONDITIONAL NATURE OF AGREEMENT.

Notwithstanding any provision of this Agreement to the contrary,
all obligations of the State hereunder, including, without limitation,
the continuance of payments hereunder, arc contingent upon the
availability and continued appropriation of fund.s. In no event shall
the State be liable for any payments hereunder in excess of such
available appropriated funds. In the event of a reduction or
termination of appropriated funds by any state or federal legislative
or executive action that reduces, eliminates or otherwise modifies
the appropriation or availability of funding for this Agreement and
the Scope for Services provided in EXHIBIT B, in whole or in pan,
the State shall have the right to withhold payment until such funds
become available, if ever, and shall have the right to reduce or
terminate the Services under this Agreement immediately upon
giving the Contractor notice of such reduction or termination.

6.3 No payments or transfers of value by Contractor or its
representatives in connection with this Agreement have or shall be
made which have the purpose or effect of public or commercial
bribery, or acceptance of or acquiescence in extortion, kickbacks,
or other unlawfiil or improper means of obtaining business.
6.4. The Contractor agrees to permit the State or United States
access to any of the Contractor's books, records and accounts for
the purpose of ascertaining compliance with this Agreement and
all rules, regulations and orders pertaining to the covenants, terms
and conditions of this Agreement.

7. PERSONNEL.

7.1 The Contractor shall at its own expense provide all personnel
necessary to perform the Services. The Contractor warrants (hat all
personnel engaged in the Services .shall be qualified to perform the
Services and shall be properly licensed and otherwise authorized to
do so under all applicable laws.
7.2 The Contracting Officer specified in block 1.9, or any
successor, shall be the State's point of contact pertaining to this
Agreement.
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8. EVENT OF DEFAULT/REMEDIES.

8.1 Any one or more of the following acts or omissioas of the
Contractor shall constitute an event of default hereunder ("Event
of Default");
8.1.1 failure to perform the Services satisfactorily or on schedule;
8.1.2 failure to submit any report required hereunder; and/or
8.1.3 failure to perform any other covenant, term or condition of
this Agreement.
8.2 Upon the occurrence of any Event of Default, the State may
take any one, or more, or all, of the following actions:
8.2.1 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Default and requiring it to be remedied within, in the absence of a
greater or lesser specification of time, thirty (30) calendar days
from the date of the notice; and i f the Event of Default is not timely
cured, terminate this Agreement, effective two (2) calendar days
after giving the Contractor notice of termination;
8.2.2 give the Contractor a written notice .specifying the Event of
Default and suspending all payments to be made under this
Agreement and ordering that the portion of the contract price which
would otherwise accnic to the Contractor during the period from
the date of such notice until such lime as the State determines that

the Contractor has cured the Event of Default shall never be paid
to the Conh*actor;
8.2.3 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Default and set off against any other obligations the State may owe
to the Contractor any damages the State suffers by reason of any
Event of Default; and/or
8.2.4 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Default, treat the Agreement as breached, terminate the Agreement
and pursue any of its remedies at law or in equity, or both.

9. TERMINATION.

9.1 Notwithstanding paragraph 8, the State may. at its sole
discretion, teiminare the Agreement for any reason, in whole or in
pan, by thirty (30) calendar days written notice to the Contractor
that the State is exercising its option to terminate the Agreement.
9.2 In the event of an early termination of this Agreement for any
reason other than the completion of the Services, the Contractor
shall, at the State's discretion, deliver to the Contracting Officer,
not later than fifteen (15) calendar days after the date of
termination, a report ('Termination Report") describing in detail
all Services performed, and the contract price earned, to and
including the date of termination. In addition, at the State's
discretion, the Contractor shall, within fifteen (15) calendar days
of notice of early termination, develop and submit to the State a
transition plan for Services under the Agreement.

10. PROPERTY OWNERSHIP/DISCLOSURE.

10.1 As used in this Agreement, the word "Propcity" shall mean
all data, information and things developed or obtained during the
performance of, or acquired or developed by reason of, this
Agreement, including, but not limited to, all studies, reports, files,
formulae, surveys, maps, charts, sound recordings, video
recordings, pictorial reproductions, drawings, analyses, graphic
representations, computer programs, computer printouts, notes,
letters, memoranda, papers, and documents, all whether finished or
unfinished.

10.2 All data and any Property which has been received from the
State, or purchased with funds provided for that purpose under this
Agreement, shall be the property of the State, and shall be returned
to the State upon demand or upon termination of this Agreement
for any reason.
10.3 Disclosure of data, information and other* records shall be
governed by N.H. RSA chapter 91 -A and/or other applicable law.
Disclosure requires prior written approval of the State.

11. CONTRACTOR'S RELATION TO THE STATE. In the

performance of this Agreement the Contractor is in all respects an
independent contractor, and is neither an agent nor an employee of
the State. Neither the Contractor nor any of its officers, employees,
agents or members shall have authority to bind the State or receive
any benefits, workers' compensation or other emoluments
provided by the State to its employees.

12. ASSIGNMENT^ELECATTON/SUBCONTRACTS.

12.1 Contractor shall provide the State written notice at least fifteen
(15) calendar days before any proposed assignment, delegation, or
other transfer of any interest in this Agreement. No such
assignment, delegation, or other transfer .shall be effective without
the written consent of the Slate.

12.2 For purposes of paragraph 12, a Change of Control shall
constitute assignment. "Change of Control" means (a) merger,
consolidation, or a tran.saction or series of related transactions in

which a third party, together with its affiliates, becomes the direct
or indirect owner of fifty percent (50%) or more of the voting
shares or similar equity interests, or combined voting power of the
Contractor, or (b) the sale of all or substantially all of the assets of
the Contractor.

12.3 None of the Services shall be subcontracted by the Contractor
without prior written notice and consent of Che State.
12.4 The State is entitled to copies of all subcontracts and
assignment agreements and shall not be bound by any provisions
contained in a subcontract or an assignment agreement to which it
is not a party.

13. INDEMNIFICATION. The Contractor shall indemnify,
defend, and hold harmless the State, its officers, and employees
from and against all actions, claims, damages, demands,
judgments, fines, liabilities, losses, and other expenses, including,
without limitation, reasonable attorneys' fees, arising out of or
relating to this Agreement directly or indirectly arising from death,
personal injury, property damage, intellectual property
infringement, or other claims asserted against the State, its officers,
or employees caused by the acts or omissions of negligence,
reckless or willful misconduct, or fraud by the Contractor, its
employees, agents, or subcontractors. The Stale shall not be liable
for any costs incurred by the (Contractor arising under this
paragraph 13. Notwithstanding the foregoing, nothing herein
contained shall be deemed to constitute a waiver of the State's

sovereign immunity, which immunity is hereby reserved to the
State. This covenant in paragraph 13 shall survive the recmlnatidn
of this Agreement.
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14. INSURANCE.

14.1 The Contractor shall, at its sole expense, obtain and
continuously maintain in force, and shall require any subcontractor
or assignee to obtain and maintain in force, the following
insurance:

14.1.1 commercial general liability insurance against all claims of
bodily injury, death or property damage, in amounts of not less than
51,000,000 per occurrence and $2,000,000 aggregate or excess;

At the
request of the Contracting Officer, or any successor, the Contractor
shall provide certificatc(s) of insurance for all renewal(s) of
insurance required under this Agreement. The certificate(s) of
insurance and any renewals thereof shall be attached and are
incorporated herein by reference.

15. WORKERS' COMPENSATION.

15.1 By signing this agreement, the Contractor agrees, certifies and
warrants that the Contractor is in compliance with or exempt from,
the requiremenLs of N.H. RSA chapter 281-A ("Workers'
Compensation ").
15.2 To the extent the Contractor is subject to the requirements of
N.H. RSA chapter 281-A, Contractor shall maintain, and require
any subcontractor or assignee to secure and maintain, payment of
Workers' Compensation in connection with activities which the
person proposes to undertake pursuant to this Agreement. The
Contractor shall furnish the Contracting Officer Identified in block
1.9, or any successor, proof of Workers' Compensation in the
manner described in N.H. RSA chapter 281 - A and any applicable
renewal(s) thereof, which shall be attached and are incorporated
herein by reference. The Slate shall not be responsible for payment
of any Workers' Compensation premiums or for any other claim or
benefit for Contractor, or any subcontractor or employee of
Contractor, which might arise under applicable State of New
Hampshire Workers' Compensation laws in connection with the
performance of the Services under this Agreement.

16. WAIVER OF BREACH. A State's failure to enforce its rights
with respect to any single or continuing breach of this Agreement
shall not act as a waiver of the right of the Slate to later enforce any
such rights or to enforce any other or any subsequent breach.

17. NOTICE. Any notice by a party hereto to the other party shall
be deemed to have been duly delivered or given at the time of
mailing by certified mail, postage prepaid, in a United States Post
GlTjce addressed to the parlie.s at the addresses given in blocks 1.2
and 1.4, herein.

18. AMENDMENT. This Agreement may be amended, waived or
discharged only by an instrximent in writing signed by the parties
hereto and only afier approval of such amendment, waiver or
discharge by the Governor and Executive Council of the Slate of
New Hampshire unless no such approval is required under the
circumstances pursuant to State law, rule or policy.

19. CHOICE OF LAW AND FORUM.

19.1 This Agreement shall be governed, interpreted and construed
in accordance with the laws of the State of New Hampshire except
where the Federal supremacy clause requires otherwise. The
wording used in this A^ement is the wording chosen by the
parties to express their mutual intent, and no rule of construction
shall be applied against or in favor of any party.
19.2 Any actions arising out of this Agreement, including the
breach or alleged breach thereof, may not be submitted to binding
arbitration, but must, instead, be brought and maintained in the
Merrimack County Superior Court of New Hampshire which shall
have exclusive jurisdiction thereof.

20. CONFLICTING TERMS. In the event of a conflict between

the terms of this P-37 form (as modified in EXHIBIT A) and any
other portion of this Agreement including any attachments thereto,
the terms of the P-37 (as modified in EXHIBIT A) shall control.

This Agreement Is being entered into for
the sole benefit of the parties hereto, and nothing herein, express or
implied, is Intended to or will confer any legal or equitable right,
benefit, or remedy of any nature upon any other person.

22. HEADINGS. The headings throughout the Agreement are for
reference purposes only, and the words contained therein shall >n
no way be held to explain, modify, amplify or aid in the
iniciprctation, construction or meaning of the provisions of this
Agreement.

23. SPECIAL PROVISIONS. Additional or modifying
provisions set forth in the attached EXHIBIT A are incorporated
herein by reference.

24. FURTHER ASSURANCES. The Contractor, along with its
agents and affiliates, shall, at its own cost and expense, execute any
additional documents and take such further actions as may be
reasonably required to carry out the provisions of this Agreement
and give efTecl to the transactions contemplated hereby.

25. SEVERABILITY. in the event any of the provisions of this
Agreement arc held by a court of competent jurisdiction to be
contrary to any state or federal law, the remaining provisions of
this Agreement will remain in full force and elTcci.

1.1. Clean Rcslroom Rentals Inc. (hereinafter referred to as the "Contractor") hereby agrees to provide the Stale of New
Hampshire (bereinafler referred to as the "State"), Department of Administrative Services, with Poiiable Toilet Services in
accordance with the bid submission in response to State Request for Bid 2908-24 and as described herein.

2. CONTRACT DOCUMENTS:

2.2. In the event of any conflict among the terms or provisions of the documents listed above, the following order of priority
shall iiidicate which documents control: (I), Form Number P-37 as modified by EXHIBIT A "Special Provisions, (2)
EXHIBIT B "Scope of Services." (3) EXHIBIT C "Method of Payment," (4) EXHIBIT D "RFB 2908-24," (5) EXHIBIT E
"Contractor's Bid Response" and (6) APPENDIX A "Pricing List."

3. TERM OF CONTRACT:
3.1. The term of the contract shall commence August 1, 2024, or upon execution by the Governor and Executive Council,

whichever is later (the "effective date") and shall continue thereafter for a period of approximately five (5) years.

3.2. The contract may be extended for up to an additional three (3) years thereafter under the same terms, conditions and
pricing structure upon the mutual agreement between the Contractor and the State with the approval of the Governor and
Executive Council.

For the
placement of handicap toilets; Contractor may be required to supply ramps. This shall include any extra supplies needed such
as toilet paper, paper towels, and hand sanitizer.

5.3. A direct contact for both a sales manager and operations manager will be needed in the event the State needs to contact.

5.4. Weekly CIcaDiag:

5.4.1. The Contractor and/or their approved sub-contractors and the requesting agencies designated representatives shall set
forth a weekly cleaning schedule.

5.4.1.1. Cleaning will be reported and logged by the Contractor with agency contract by phone email, electronically, or
by Contractor website upon completion of each scheduled cleaning and location of unit(s).

5.4.1.2. A service card shall be attached inside each unit and must be completed with the time, date, and signature of
Contractor's employee after each unit id delivered and/or cleaned.

5.4.2. The Contractor shall include weekly cleanings at a minimum as part of their rental fee and shall also include cleaning
services, supplies and deliver/removal charges.

5.4.3. An agency may require padlocks for their station, therefore access keys will be requested at the tihae of the rental.
Additional cleaning, beyond the scheduled weekly, shall be billed at the rate established from the Offer Shtct.

5.4.4. The Contractor shall be notified when units are to be picked up. Specific numbers and locations will be ab<crmincd
by the State of New Hampshire designated representative from each agency.

5.4.5. Portable Toilets shall be delivered within three (3) business days, or as mutually agreed upon with agency and
Contractor. Exception Emergency Services orders .shall not exceed six (6) hours from the time the order is placed.

5.6. Make deliveries in accordance with the delivery days and limeframes set forth herein, except on holidays or at other times
when the State is closed, including, but not limited to, inclement weather. All references to the time of day are Eastern
Standard Time (EST).

5.7. Delivery shall be made as ordered and in accordance with the terms specified herein. Unless otherwise specified by the
State in writing, delivery shall he to a loading dock or receiving platform. The Contractor or Contractor's shipping designee
shall be responsible for removal of product from the carrier and placement on the State loading dock or receiving platform.
The Stale receiving personnel arc not required to assist in this process. Reasonable compliance with delivery terms shall be
final and binding and the burden of proof of proper receipt of the order shall rest with the Contractor.

5.8. All orders shall be inspected and accepted by the Stale authorized representative by signing and dating the Contractor's
delivery ticket.

5.9. Unle.ss otherwise .specified herein, all services/deliveries performed under this Contracl(s) shall be performed between the
hours of 8:00 A.M. and 4:00 P.M. for State business days, unless other arrangements are made in advance with the State. Any
deviation in work hours shall be pre-approved by the Contracting Officer, The State requires ten-day advance knowledge of
said work schedules to provide security and access to respeciive work areas. No premium cliarges shall be paid for any ofT-
hour work. All references to the time of day are Eastern Standard Time (EST).

5.10. if sub-contractors arc to be utilized, please include information regarding the proposed sub-contractors including the name
of the company, their address, contact person and three references for clients they are currently servicing. Approval by the
State must be received prior to a sub-contractor starting any work.

7. RECALLS:

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BYLAWS

Of

CLEAN RESTROOM RENTALS, INC.

Article I

Articles of Organization

The name of the corporation shall be as set forth in the Articles of Organization. The
powers of the corporation and of its directors and shareholders and all matters concerning the
conduct and regulation of the business of the corporation shall be subject to such provisions in
regard thereto, if any, as are set forth in the Articles of Organization, and the Articles of
Organization are hereby made a part of these bylaws.

All references in these bylaws to the Articles of Organization shall be construed to mean

the Articles of Organization of the corporation as from time to time amended.

Article II

Place of Shareholders' Meetings

Meetings of the shareholders shall be at the principal office of the corporation unless
another place (within the United States) is determined by the Board of Directors (the "Board"),

the President or the person or persons calling the meeting; provided that a meeting of

shareholders need not be held at a place but may instead be held solely or in part by Zoom or
other means of remote communication to the extent permitted by the Massachusetts Business
Corporation Act. Shareholders and proxyholders not physically present at a meeting of

shareholders may participate, be deemed present in person and vote at a meeting of
shareholders, by means of remote communication. Such participation and voting shall be
subject to such guidelines and procedures as the Board may adopt, which shall include
reasonable measu res to be used to verify that each person deemed present and permitted to
vote at the meeting by means of remote communication is a shareholder or proxyholder and to
provide such shareholders and proxyholders a reasonable opportunity to participate in the
meeting and to vote on matters submitted to the shareholders, including an opportunity to read
or hear the proceedings of the meeting substantially concurrently with such proceedings. If any
shareholder or proxyholder votes or takes other action at the meeting by means of remote
communication, the corp>oration shall maintain a record of such vote or other action.



Article III

Annual Meeting

The annual meeting of the shareholders shall be held on the second Tuesday of the third
month of the corporation's fiscal year if it is not a legal holiday, and if it is a legal holiday, then
on the next succeeding day not a legal holiday, at the hour stated in the written notice of said
meeting, or on such earlier date following the end of the fiscal year as may be determined by
the Board. Any purposes for which an annual meeting is to be held, in addition to those
prescribed by law, by the Articles of Organization or by these bylaws, shall be specified by the
Board or by a writing signed by the President or by a majority of the Board or by one or more
shareholders who are entitled to vote and who hold at least one-tenth part in interest of the
capital shares entitled to vote at the meeting. If the annual meeting does not occur on such date,
a special meeting may be held in place thereof, and any business transacted or elections held at
such meeting shall have the same effect as, if transacted or held at the annual meeting.

Article IV

Special Meetings of Shareholders

Special meetings of the shareholders may be called by the President or by a majority of
the Board, and shall be called by the Secretary, or, in the case of the death, absence, incapacity
or refusal of the Secretary, by any other officer, upon written application of one or more
shareholders who are entitled to vote and who hold at least one-tenth part in interest of the
capital shares entitled to vote at the meeting. Such call shall state the time, place and purpose of
the meeting.

Article V

Notice of Shareholders' Meetings

A written notice of each meeting of shareholders, stating the place, day and hour thereof
and the purposes for which the meeting is called, shall be given by the Secretary, at least seven
and no more than 60 days before the meeting, to each shareholder entitled to such notice and
listed on the share transfer records of the corporation as of the date of such notice, by leaving
such notice with him or her or at such shareholder's residence or usual place of business, by
mailing it, postage prepaid and addressed to such shareholder at his or her address as it
appears upon the records of the corporation, or by email, text message or other electronic



transmission to such shareholder at an address furnished by such shareholder for such purpose.
In case of the death, absence, incapacity or refusal of the Secretary, such notice may be given by
any other officer or by a person designated either by the Secretary or by the person or persons
calling the meeting or by the Board. No notice of the time, place or purpose of any regular or
special meeting of the shareholders shall be required if every shareholder entitled to notice
thereof who has not received such notice, or his or her attorney authorized to do so, waives
such notice by a writing which is filed with the records of the meeting.

Any action by the shareholders may be taken without a meeting if a written consent
thereto is signed by all the shareholders entitled to vote with respect to such action and filed
with the records of the shareholders' meetings. Such consent shall be treated as a vote of the

shareholders for all purposes.

Article VI

Quorum of Shareholders

At any meeting of the shareholders a majority in interest of all shares issued and
outstanding and entitled to vote upon a matter to be considered at the meeting shall constitute a
quorum for the consideration of the matter, but a lesser interest may adjourn any meeting from
time to time, and the meeting may be held as adjourned without further notice. If a quorum is
present at a meeting, it shall be presumed, unless challenged prior to a vote, that a quorum
exists for such vote. When a quorum is present with respect to any matter, a majority of the

shares represented at the meeting and entitled to vote shall, except where a larger vote is
required by law, by the Articles of Organization or by these bylaws, decide such rnatter.

Article VII

Proxies and Voting

A shareholder entitled to vote shall have one vote for each share owned by the
shareholder. A shareholder may vote either in person or by a written proxy that complies with
the Massachusetts Business Corporation Act.

Article Vin

Board

There shall be a Board consisting of not fewer than three (3) directors, except that
whenever there shall be fewer than three (3) shareholders, the number of directors may be the

same as or greater than the number of shareholders. The Board shall be elected by such



shareholders as have the right to vote at the annual meeting of the shareholders or at a special
meeting held in place thereof. No ballot shall be required for such election unless requested by
a shareholder present or represented at the meeting and entitled to vote in the election. The
number of directors shall be fixed by vote at the meeting at which they are elected, but the
shareholders, at any special meeting held for the purpose during any such year, or a majority of
the directors then in office, may increase the number of directors as thus fixed and elect new

directors to complete the number so fixed, and the shareholders, at any such special meeting,
may decrease the number of directors as thus fixed and remove directors to reduce the number
of directors to the number so fixed. Subject to law, to the Articles of Organization and to the
other provisions of these bylaws, each director shall hold office until the next annual meeting
and until his or her successor is elected and qualified. The shareholders shall have the sole
power to fix the compensation of the directors.

Article IX

Power of Directors

The Board shall have and may exercise all the powers of the corporation, except such as

are conferred upon the shareholders by law, the Articles of Organization or these bylaws. The
Board shall approve the incurrence of any debt of the corporation other than accounts payable
in the ordinary course of business, and the Board, or a Compensation Committee thereof if one
has been appointed, shall approve compensation with thresholds as determined appropriate by
the Board or such Committee.

Article X

Executive and Other Committees

Whenever there are at least four (4) directors then in office, the Board may, by vote of a

majority of the directors, elect from their own number an Executive Committee of not less than
three (3) nor more than five (5) members. The Executive Committee may exercise the powers of
the Board between meetings of the Board, except for those powers which by law, the Articles of
Organization or these bylaws may not be delegated to such committee. A majority of the
Executive Committee shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of business, but a lesser
number may adjourn any meeting from time to time, and the meeting may be held as adjourned
without further notice. The Executive Committee may make rules not inconsistent herewith for
the holding and conduct of its meetings.

The Board may, by vote of a majority of the directors then in office, elect from their
number any other committees and may, by like vote, delegate thereto some or all of their
powers except those which by law, the Articles of Organization or these bylaws, they are



prohibited from delegating. Except as the Board may otherwise determine, any such committee
may make rules for the conduct of its business, but unless otherwise provided by the Board or
in such rules, its business shall be conducted as nearly as may be in the same manner as is

provided by these bylaws for the Board.

Each committee shall report its action to the Board. The Board shall have power to

rescind any vote of any committee, but no such rescission shall have retroactive effect.

Article XI

Meetings of the Board of Directors

Regular meetings of the Board may be held without call or formal notice at such places
and at such times as the Board may by vote from time to time determine. A regular meeting of

the Board may be held without call or formal notice immediately after and at the same place as
the annual meeting of the shareholders, or the special meeting of the shareholders held in place
of such annual meeting.

Special meetings of the Board may be held at any time and at any place when called by

the President, Treasurer or two (2) or more directors, or the sole director if there be only one
director. Notice of special meetings shall be given to each director by the Secretary or, if there

be no Secretary, or in case of the death, absence, incapacity or refusal of the Secretary, by the
officer or directors calling the meeting. Such notice (a) must be given at least forty-eight hours

prior to the date of the special meeting, (b) need not provide the purpose of the meeting and (c)

shall be in writing, including, without limitation, by electronic transmission, unless oral notice
is reasonable under the circumstances. A director's attendance at or participation in a meeting
shall constitute a waiver of any required notice of the meeting unless the director at the
beginning of the meeting, or promptly upon arrival, objects to holding the meeting or
transacting business at the meeting and does not thereafter vote for or assent to action taken at

the meeting.

Any action by the Board may be taken without a meeting if a written consent thereto is

signed by all the directors and filed with the records of the meetings of the Board. Such consent
shall be treated as a vote of the Board for all purposes.

Members of the Board or any committee designated thereby may participate in a
meeting of the Board or such committee, or conduct any such meeting, through the use of any
means of communication by which all directors participating may simultaneously hear each
other during the meeting and participation by such means shall constitute presence in person at
a meeting.



Article XII

Quorum of the Board

A majority of the directors then in office, or if there be then fewer than three (3) directors
in office, all of said directors, shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of business, but a

lesser number may adjourn any meeting from time to time, and the meeting may be held as
adjourned without further notice. When a quorum is present at any meeting, a majority of the
directors in attendance thereat shall decide any matter brought before such meeting, except
where a larger vote is required by law, by the Articles of Organization or by these bylaws.

Article Xni

Officers

The officers of the corporation shall consist of a President, a Treasurer, a Secretary and
such other officers as the Board may determine.

The President, Treasurer and Secretary shall be elected by the Board at any meeting
thereof. Other officers shall be elected by the Board or by the Executive Committee.

No officer need be a shareholder or director. Any two or more offices may be held by
the same person. Any officer may be required by the Board to give bond for the faithful
performance of his or her duties to the corporation in such amount and with such sureties as the
Board may determine.

Except as otherwise provided by law, by the Articles of Organization or by these bylaws,

the President, Treasurer and Secretary shall hold office until the first meeting of the Board
following the annual meeting of shareholders and thereafter until such officer's successor is

elected and qualified, and all other officers shall hold office until the respective successor of
each is elected and qualified or until the Board holds a meeting at which the President,
Treasurer and Secretary are elected but does not fill such office. Any officer may resign by
delivering a written resignation to the corporation at its principal office or to the President or
Secretary, and such resignation shall be effective upon receipt unless it is specified to be
effective at some other time or upon the happening of some other event.

Each officer shall, subject to these bylaws, have, in addition to the duties and powers
specifically set forth in these bylaws, such duties and powers as are customarily incident to his
or her office and such duties and powers as the Board may from time to time designate.



Article XIV

Chairman. President and Vice-Presidents

If a Chairman is elected and the Board so designates in its vote electing the Chairman,
the Chairman shall be the chief executive officer of the corporation. If no Chairman has been
elected or if the Board has not designated the Chairman as the chief executive officer of the
corporation, the President shall be the chief executive officer of the corporation. In any case, if a
Chairman is elected, the Chairman shall preside at.all meetings of the shareholders and of the
Board. If the Chairman is the chief executive officer of the corporation, the President shall
perform such duties and have such powers as may be designated from time to time by the

Board. If no Chairman has been elected or if the Chairman is absent or declines to preside, the
President shall preside at meetings of the shareholders and of the Board. The officer serving as
chief executive officer shall have general supervision and control of the business of the
corporation, subject to the direction of the Board.

The Board may elect one or more Vice Presidents. A Vice-President shall have such

powers as the Board may from time to time designate.

Article XV

Secretary and Assistant Secretaries

The Secretary shall keep a record of the meetings of shareholders, the Board and of the
executive and other committees.

Any Assistant Secretary shall have such powers as the Board may from time to time
designate. In the absence of the Secretary from any meeting of shareholders or the Board, an
Assistant Secretary, if one be elected, otherwise a Temporary Secretary, designated by the
person presiding at the meeting, shall perform the duties of the Secretary.

Article XVI

Treasurer

The Treasurer shall, subject to the direction and under the supervision of the Board,
have general charge of the financial concerns of the corporation and the care and custody of the
funds and valuable papers of the corporation, except the Treasurer's own bond. The Treasurer
shall keep, or cause to be kept, accurate books of account, which shall be the property of the
corporation. The Treasurer may endorse for deposit or collection all notes, checks, drafts and
other obligations for the payment of money payable to the corporation or its order, and may



accept drafts on behalf of the corporation. If required by the Board, the Treasurer shall give
bond for the faithful performance of his or her duty in such form, in such sum and with such
sureties as the Board or Executive Committee shall require.

Any Assistant Treasurer shall have such powers as the Board shall from time to time
designate.

Article XVII

Removal

The shareholders, at any meeting called for the purpose, by vote of a majority of the
capital shares issued and outstanding and entitled to vote for the election of a particular
director, may remove such director from office and may elect a successor. The Board, by a vote

of a majority of the entire number of directors then in office, may remove any director with
cause, at any meeting called for such purpose, and any officer with or without cause.

Article XVIII

Vacancies

If the office of any director, officer or agent becomes vacant by reason of death,
resignation, removal, disqualification or otherwise, the directors, or the remaining directors,

though less than a quorum, may elect by a majority vote of their entire number a successor or
successors, who shall hold office for the unexpired term; provided that, if the office of a
director who is elected by one or more specific classes of shareholders ceases to serve, then the

remaining directors, if any, elected by such class or classes may by majority vote thereof elect a
successor who shall hold office for the unexpired term.

Article XIX

Capital Shares

The number of authorized shares of the corporation shall be as fixed in the Articles of
Organization. At all times when there are two or more classes of shares, the several classes of
shares shall conform to the description and terms and have the preferences, limitations, and
relative rights set forth in the Articles of Organization.



Article XX

Share Certificates

Each shareholder shall be entitled to a share certificate in such form as may be

prescribed from time to time by the Board. The certificates shall be signed by the President or a
Vice-President and by the Treasurer or an Assistant Treasurer; and such signatures may be
facsimiles. If any officer who has signed or whose facsimile signature has been placed on such
certificate no longer holds office when the certificate is issued, the certificate shall be issued by
the corporation with the same effect as if he or she were such officer at the time of its issue.

Article XXI

Transfer of Shares

Subject to restrictions, if any, imposed by these bylaws and the Articles of Organization,
title to a share certificate and to the shares represented thereby shall be transferred only by
delivery of the certificate properly endorsed, or by delivery of the certificate accompanied by a
written assignment of the same, or a written power of attorney to sell, assign, or transfer the
same or the shares represented thereby, properly executed, but the person registered in the

records of the corporation as the owner of shares shall have the exclusive right to receive
dividends thereon and to vote thereon as such owner, shall be held liable for such calls and

assessments, if any, as may lawfully be made thereon and, except only as may be required by
law, may in all respects, be treated by the corporation as the exclusive owner thereof.

It shall be the duty of each shareholder to notify the corporation of his or her post office
address.

Article XXII

Transfer Records

Unless a transfer agent is appointed, the Secretary shall keep or cause to be kept in
Massachusetts, at the principal office of the corporation or at the Secretary's office, the share
and transfer records of the corporation, in which are contained the names of all shareholders
and the record address and the amount of shares held by each.

The transfer records of the shares of the corporation may be closed for such period from

time to time in anticipation of shareholders' meetings or the declaration or payment of
dividends as the Board or Executive Committee may determine.



Article XXin

Loss of Certificates

In case of the alleged loss or destruction or the mutilation of a share certificate, a

duplicate certificate may be issued in place thereof upon such terms as the Board may prescribe.

Article XXIV

Fiscal Year

Except as from time to time otherwise provided by the Board, the fiscal year of the
corporation shall end on December 31.

Article XXV

Indemnification

The corporation shall indemnify and hold harmless each present or former director or
officer of the corporation to the fullest extent permitted by law, subject to such determination as

the law may require that indemnification is permissible, for any threatened, pending or
completed action, suit or proceeding, whether civil, criminal, administrative, arbitrative or
investigative, and whether formal or informal, against such director or officer in his or her
capacity as such or in his or her capacity as a director, officer, partner, trustee, manager,

employee, or agent of another domestic or foreign corporation, partnership, joint venture, trust,
limited liability company, employee benefit plan, or other entity, if the corporation requested
him or her to so serve. A director or officer is considered to be serving an employee benefit plan

at the corporation's request if his or her duties to the corporation also impose duties on, or
otherwise involve services by, him or her to the plan or to participants in or beneficiaries of the
plan.

Nothing contained in this Article shall affect any rights to indemnification to which any

person may be entitled by contract or otherwise under law. No amendment or repeal of the
provisions of this Article which adversely affects the right of a person indemnified under this
Article shall apply to any such person with respect to his or her acts or omissions which
occurred at any time prior to such amendment or repeal without his or her written consent.
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Article XXVI

Voting of Securities

Except as the Board may otherwise designate, the President may waive notice of, or vote
for this corporation or appoint any person or persons to act as proxy or attorney in fact for this
corporation, with or without power of substitution, at, any meeting of shareholders or equity
holders of any other corporation or entity, the securities of which may be held by this
corporation.

Article XXVH

Amendments

Except as otherwise provided in these bylaws, these bylaws may be amended or
repealed by vote of the shareholders, provided that notice of the substance of the proposed
amendment is stated in the notice of the meeting. Except for this Article, Article XXVin, Article
XXX, Article XXXI, Article XXXII and with respect to any other provision hereof which by law
or the Articles of Organization requires action by the shareholders, the Board may also make,
amend or repeal the bylaws in whole or in part, provided however that the Board may not
amend any provision of these bylaws affecting the rights of shareholders to approve or take any
action.

Article XXVIII

Restriction on the Transfer of Shares

No shareholder may transfer any of the corporation's shares without the prior consent of
the shareholders holding a majority in interest of all shares issued and outstanding and entitled
to vote, except in connection with a sale of shares pursuant to the terms of Articles XXX and
XXXI hereof. Notwithstanding the foregoing, any shareholder may transfer shares to (a) the
spouse of such shareholder, (b) any issue of the shareholder, or (c) a trust solely for the benefit
of one or more of the individuals described in (a) or (b).

Drag Along Right

Percentage, (c) the per share consideration to be received in the proposed Transfer, and (d) the
name and address of the prospective buyer. If the Seller consummates the proposed Transfer to
which reference is made in the Drag Along Notice, each Participating Shareholder shall be
bound and obligated to Transfer the Drag Along Sale Percentage of such Participating
Shareholder's Shares in the proposed Transfer on the same terms and conditions as the Seller
shall Transfer the Seller's Shares. Within 10 days after the delivery of the Drag Along Notice,
each Participating Shareholder shall deliver to the Seller (or such representative of the Seller as
may be identified in the Drag Along Notice) the certificates and other applicable instruments
representing the Shares to be included in the proposed Transfer, together with a limited power-

of-attomey authorizing the Seller or such representative to Transfer such Shares on the terms
set forth in the Drag Along Notice and wire instructions for payment of the cash portion of the
consideration to be received in such proposed Transfer. If any Participating Shareholder fails to
deliver such certificates, other applicable instruments and limited power-of-attomey prior to

the consummation of such proposed Transfer, the corporation shall cause the books and records
of the corporation to show that such Shares held by such Participating Shareholder are bound
by the provisions of this Article XXX and that such Shares shall be Transferred, if the proposed
Transfer is consummated, to the buyer in such Transfer immediately upon the surrender for
Transfer by the holder thereof.

The Seller shall have a period of 120 days from the delivery of the Drag Along Notice to

Tag-Along Right

If the Seller proposes to sell shares representing a majority of the Class A common
shares of the corporation to any individual or entity (a "Proposed Purchaser") other than
transfers (a) in a public offering or (b) in a sale to the public pursuant to Rule 144, then the Seller
will promptly notify each other holder of common shares of the corporation in writing (a "Sale
Notice") of such proposed sale (a "Proposed Sale") and the material terms of the Proposed Sale
as of the date of the Sale Notice (the "Material Terms"). If within 30 days of the delivery of the
Sale Notice, the Seller receives a written request (a "Sale Request") to include common shares
held by one or more shareholders (the "Tag Along Shareholders") in the Proposed Sale, the
common shares so held by the Tag Along Shareholders shall be so included as provided herein.

The maximum number of shares that each Tag Along Shareholder may include in a
Proposed Sale pursuant to a Sale Request will be the product of (a) the number of common
shares held by the Tag Along Shareholder on the date of the Sale Notice, plus the number of
common shares issuable upon exercise of warrants then held by such Tag Along Shareholder,
and (b) the ratio of (1) the number of common shares that the Seller proposes to sell in the
Proposed Sale, to (2) the number of common shares then held by the Seller; provided that a Tag
Along Shareholder may elect to sell a lesser number of shares. A Tag Along Shareholder may
also elect to sell common shares issuable upon exercise of a warrant, provided that the delivery
of a Sale Request shall specify which, if any, of the common shares subject to such Sale Request
are issuable upon exercise of a warrant, and the Sale Request will constitute an irrevocable
exercise notice pursuant to such warrant for the number of common shares proposed to be sold;
provided that (x) such exercise shall be revocable in the event that the transaction contemplated
by the Sale Notice is not consummated and (y) the inclusion of the common shares subject to
such warrant in the Proposed Sale shall be subject to receipt by the corporation, prior to the
closing of such Proposed Sale, of the exercise price for the common shares to be issued under
the warrant and sold in the Proposed Sale, and to compliance by the holder with the other terms
and conditions of such warrant. Each Tag Along Shareholder may also designate the number of
Class A common shares or Class B common shares to be included in the Proposed Sale.

Except as may otherwise be provided herein, common shares subject to a Sale Request
will be included in a Proposed Sale pursuant hereto and to any agreements with the Proposed
Purchaser relating thereto, on the same terms and subject to the same conditions applicable to
the common shares that the Seller proposes to sell in the Proposed Sale. Such terms and
conditions shall include, without limitation: the sale consideration; the payment of fees,
commissions and expenses; the provision of, and representations and warranties as to,
information requested of the Seller; and the provision of requisite indemnifications; provided,
that the representations and warranties required to be made by any Tag Along Shareholder
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who is not an officer of the corporation shall be limited to matters involving ownership of the
common shares to be transferred by such Tag Along Shareholder and the ability of such Tag
Along Shareholder to dispose of such shares without restriction or encumbrance.

Upon delivering a Sale Request, each Tag Along Shareholder, if requested to do so by
the Seller, shall execute and deliver a custody agreement and power of attorney in form and
substance satisfactory to the Seller (a "Custody Agreement and Power of Attorney") with
respect to the common shares that are to be included in the Proposed Sale pursuant hereto.

executed stock powers in blank, in either case with signatures guaranteed) and irrevocably

appoint such custodian and attorney-in-fact as such Tag Along Shareholder's agent and
attomey-in-fact with full power and authority to act under the Custody Agreement and Power
of Attorney on behalf of the Tag Along Shareholder with respect to the matters specified
therein.
