REQUESTED ACTION

The Department of Administrative Services (''DAS" or "the Department"), for itself and on behalf
of the State of New Hampshire and the Trustees of the Community College System of New Hampshire
(CCSNH), pursuant to RSA 21-1:11,1(c)(3), requests authorization for the DAS Commissioner to execute
on behalf of the State of New Hampshire the attached confirmatory deed memorializing for title purposes
the transfer of real property traditionally associated with Manchester Community College from the State
of New Hampshire to the Trustees of the CCSNH, as effectuated in 2011 by RSA 188-F:l-a, together
with any other instruments, affidavits, certificates, or documents as may be required to clear title in
anticipation of the proposed sale of one (1) parcel of land located in the Town of Bennington, New
Hampshire to a private buyer effective upon Governor and Executive Council approval.

The Department further requests authorization, also pursuant to RSA 21-1:11,1(c)(3), to waive on
behalf of the State of Hampshire the State's right of first refusal under RSA 188-F:6, Xlll-a regarding said
parcel of land in Bennington proposed to be sold by the Trustees of the CCSNH.

EXPLANATION

On July 17, 2007, the former Department of Regional Community Technical Colleges (DRCTC)
ceased to be an executive branch agency of the State of New Hampshire and became the Community
College System of New Hampshire, a separate and distinct corporate entity, pursuant to Laws 2007,
Chapter 361. Four years later RSA 188-F:l-a was enacted to complete the transition by effectuating the
transfer of ownership of all real and personal property of the former DRCTC to the Trustees of the
CCSNH. By operation of Laws 2011, 199:4, the effective date of such transfer was August 19, 2011.
Included among the real property of the former DRCTC is the subject parcel of land in Bennington, New
Hampshire associated with Manchester Community College (MCC), which is a previously subdivided but
otherwise unimproved 1.4-acre (approximate) single family house lot.

In March 2024, the subject parcel of land in Bennington went under contract to be sold by the
Trustees of the CCSNH, said parcel having been determined to be surplus to the current and future needs
of MCC and the CCSNH. However, in order to sell or transfer such parcel, the CCSNH Trustees must be
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able to demonstrate clean title. The purpose of the attached confirmatory deed is to supplement RSA 188-
F:l-a, which effectuated the transfer of the subject parcel to the CCSNH Trustees, with a description of
the property transferred sufficient for title purposes, and to adequately document the transfer in the
Hillsborough County Registry of Deeds. The attached confirmatory deed documents the subject parcel of
land in Bennington currently proposed to be sold.

According to RSA 188-F:6, Xlll-a: "the state shall retain the right of first refusal in any proposed
sale of real property" acquired pursuant to RSA 188-F:l-a by the Trustees of the CCSNH. However, the
statute provides no guidance with respect to the process by which the State shall determine whether to
exercise its right of first refusal. By email dated June 28, 2024 to Department of Natural and Cultural
Resources, New Hampshire Fish and Game, Department of Transportation, Department of Health and
Human Services, Department of Corrections, Department of Safety, and Department of Military Affairs
and Veterans Services staff, DAS advised the recipient State agencies of the limited opportunity to
exercise the State's right of first refusal and thereby purchase the subject parcel of land proposed to be
sold by the Trustees of the CCSNH at the contract price. DAS further urged agency recipients to respond
no later than July 31, 2024 with any interest in exercising the right of first refusal. As of the date of this
letter, no State agency has expressed any affirmative interest in acquiring the parcel, and three (3) of the
seven (7) State agencies contacted have already expressly declined the opportunity.

The DAS Commissioner is the appropriate person to execute the attached confirmatory deeds by
virtue of RSA 21-1:11, 1(c)(3), which provides that DAS shall have "custody of all state owned or rented
real property not specifically charged to some other department." Unless another State agency notifies
DAS on or before July 31 of its interest in exercising the State's right of first refusal in the subject parcel,
DAS proposes to waive such right on behalf of the State pursuant to RSA 21-1:11,1(c)(3) in the subject
parcel of land proposed to be sold by the Trustees of the CCSNH.
