EXPLANATION

2. SERVICES TO BE PERFORMED. The State of New
Hampshire, acting through the agency identified in block -1.1
(““State”), engages contractor identified in block 1.3 (“Contractor™)
to perform, and the Contractor shall perform, the work or sale of
goods, or both, identified and more particularly described.in the
attached EXHIBIT B which is incorporated hérein by reference
(“Services™).

3. EFFECTIVE DATE/COMPLETION OF SERVICES.

3.1 Notwithstanding any provision of this Agreement to the
contrary, and subject to the approval of the Governor and
Executive Council of the State of New Hampshire, if applicable,

3.2 If the Contractor commences the Services prior to the Effective

4. CONDITIONAL NATURE OF AGREEMENT.

In no event shall
the State be liable for any payments hereunder in excess of such
available appropriated funds.
