NHDES is requesting approval of this amendment to provide the Town of Epping additional funds and
time to complete the agreed-upon scope of services. The Town of Epping is utilizing a combination of
Drinking Water State Revolving Fund (DWSRF} loan funds, MtBE Settlement Funds, Drinking Water and
Groundwater Trust Funds (DWGTF), a federal grant through the Community Development Black Grant
{CDBG) and town funds to complete construction of a new water treatment plant and extend the water
distribution system. The water treatment plant upgrades are complete and were funded by the MtBE_
Settlement Funds, the DWSRF loan and CDBG grant. The town is now working to complete construction

The water main extension phase of the project has grown significantly since the original DWGTF grant
was approved by the Drinking Water and Groundwater Advisory Commission {Advisory Commission) in
2019, resulting in an increase in project cost.

The Town requested grant funding through the DWGTF in 2018, The Town's request for $78l'.l 000 was
approved by the Advisory Commission on December 8, 2019. The final grant amount will be based on
the total funds disbursed, and may be less than the approved amount. This grant agreement has been
approved by the Attarney General’s Office as to form, substance and execution. This is 1003 Drinking
Water and Groundwater Trust Funds. .

The remaining $8,042,072 will be divided; $4,542,072 in a combination of MtBE Settlement funds and
local funds, and & '$3,500,000 DWSRF loan to finance the balance of the new water treatment plant and
water syster Improvémerits. The final loan amount will be based on the total DWSRF funds disbursed,
and may be less than $3,500,000. The loan’ interest rate may be adjusted downward if the DWSRF loan
rate in'effect upon project completlon is less than the current rate of 1.7040%. The Town is eligible for
principal forgiveness under the 2019 DWSRF Intended Use Plan. The amount of principal forgiveness will
be determined when the aggregate principal amount is established and the project is complete. There is
currently a balance of $11,458,460 in the DWSRF available for new loans, Attached is a tabulation of the
DWSRF showing the effect of this loan on the funds available for loans. .

Town of Epping:

The Town of Eppling will use the grant funds to design and construct a new 435-galion per minute
drinking water treatment plan to pddress iron, manganese, and arsenic [evels in the Epping Crossing
drinking water wells and a 17,000-foot water main extension. Grant funds will be used in conjunction
with other funding programs ta complete the design, public bidding, construction, and engineering
oversight of the construction contract for the project.

The Town is required to develop and adhere ta an asset maintenance and renewal plan for the funded
improvaments and provide documentation that the funded assets have been incorporated into the
existing Asset Management Program.

EXHIRITE .
BUDGET & PAYMENT METHOD

The NHDES shall pay to the Grantee the total reimbursable program costs in ai:c_i:rdance with the

following requirements:

Relmbursement requests for program costs shall be made no more than once per calendar month by
the Grantee using the Drinking Water and Groundwater Trust Disbursement form as supplied by the
NHDES, which shall be completed and signed by the Grantee. The disbursement form shall be
accompanied by proper supporting documentation based upon direct costs.
