REQUESTED ACTION

Approve Tim Dempsey’s request to perform the following work on Lamprey River in Newmarket pursuant to
NH Department of Environmental Services (NHDES) Wetlands Bureau permit #2024-00826, and in accordance
with RSA 482-A:3. No comments were submitted by the Newmarket Conservation Commission regarding the
project as proposed.

Impact a total of 256 square feet of tidal resources including 167 square feet of tidal waters and 89 square
feet of previously-developed 100-foot tidal buffer zone in order to construct a new 4 foot x 6 foot access deck,
a 3 foot x 30 foot gangway, and a 8 foot x 16 foot float with an overall structure length seaward of the highest
observable tide line of 25 feet on 334 linear feet of frontage on the Lamprey River in Newmarket.

NHDES imposed the following conditions as part of this approval:

1. All work shall be done in accordance with the approved plans by Matthew Cardin. dated February 29, 2024
and received by the NH Department of Environmental Services (NHDES) on March 27, 2024, in accordance
with Env-Wt 307.16.

2. This permit shall not be effective until the permittee records this permit at the Rockingham County
Registry of Deeds. Any limitations or conditions in the permit so recorded shall run with the land beyond
the expiration of the permit. The permittee shall provide the NHDES with a copy of the permit stamped by
the registry with the book and page and date of receipt, in accordance with RSA 482-A:3, Il and Env-Wt
314.02(b) and (c).

3. Pile installation shall occur between November 15 and March 15, in order to protect anadromous fish, in
accordance with Env-Wt 307.10(i} and Env-Wt 311.06(g).

4. The ramp and float portions of residential tidal docks shall be seasonal and removed from the water during
the non-boating season, in accordance with Env-Wt 606.06(b).

5. Tidal docking installation shall be done by barge or from upland to prevent the driving of construction
equipment in or through tidal waters/wetlands or on the bottom of the inter-tidal zone, in accordance
with Env-Wt 606.05(b).

6. Heavy equipment shall not be operated in any jurisdictional area unless specifically authorized by this
permit, in accordance with Env-Wt 307.15(a).

7. In accordance with Env-Wt 307.03(h), equipment shall be staged and refueled outside of jurisdictional
areas and in accordance with Env-Wt 307.15.

8. In accordance with Env-Wt 307.03(g)(1}, the person in charge of construction equipment shall inspect such
equipment for leaking fuel, oil, and hydraulic fluid each day prior to entering surface waters or wetlands or
operating in an area where such fluids could reach groundwater, surface waters, or wetlands.

9. In accordance with Env-Wt 307.03(g)(2), the person in charge of construction equipment shall repair any
leaks prior to using the equipment in an area where such fluids could reach groundwater, surface waters,
or wetlands.

10. In accordance with Env-Wt 307.03(g)(3) and {4), the person in charge of construction equipment shall
maintain oil spill kits and diesel fuel spill kits, as applicable to the type(s) and amount({s) of oil and diesel
fuel used, on site so as to be readily accessible at all times during construction; and train each equipment

operator in the use of the spill kits.
EXPLANATION

NHDES approved this project on July 03, 2024. NHDES supported its decision with the following findings:

1. This project is classified as a major project per Rule Env-Wt 606.17(a)(1), any new overwater structure
construction in tidal waters/wetlands.

2. The Department finds that this permit for work to dredge or fill will not 'infringe on the property rights or
unreasonably affect the value or enjoyment of property of abutting owners' and would not be prohibited
by RSA 482-A:11, II.

3. No comments were received by NHDES from the Newmarket Conservation Commission about this
application.

4, In correspondence dated April 18, 2024 the Lamprey River Advisory Committee provided comments of
support of the proposed project.

5. Per Rule Env-Wt 311.01(b), the applicant coordinated with the NH Fish and Game Department and the
Natural Heritage Bureau to determine how to avoid and minimize project-related impacts on rare or
protected animal species and habitat, and on protected plants or exemplary natural communities.

6. The Department finds the location, design, and method of construction for this proposed residential tidal
dock has been based on the results of the coastal functional assessment, is the least environmentally-
impacting practicable alternative, has been certified by a professional engineer as having sufficient
structural integrity based on the results of the vulnerability assessment, and will not impede the passage
of non-motorized watercraft to a degree that a reasonable person would find objectionable, therefore, the
requirements of Rule Env-Wt 606.06(e) have been met.

7. The applicant obtained a statement from the Pease Development Authority, Division of Ports and Harbors
regarding the projects impact on navigation and passage stating, "[w]e examined the proposed site and
found that the structure will have no negative effect on safe navigation in the channel.”

8. The Department finds that the requirements for a public hearing, as established in RSA 482-A, do not apply
as the project will not have a significant environmental impact, as defined in New Hampshire
Administrative Rule Env-Wt 104.19, on the resources protected by RSA 482-A, and, is not of substantial
public interest, as defined in New Hampshire Administrative Rule Env-Wt 104.32.

NHDES Wetlands Bureau permit #2024-00826 application documents are enclosed for review by the Governor
and the Executive Council in consideration of this request and in accordance with RSA 482-A:3, lI(a), as it is a
major project located in New Hampshire public waters.

The application is for wharf access at 12 Smlth Garrison Road, Newmarket NH by installing a permanent 4'x6' deck a
3' x 30' seasonal gangway and a 8' x 16' float with associated float stop mechanisum extending from the property in
to the:Lamprey River. The deck will be supported by {4} suppott posts, the seasonal gangway will be fastened to
the deck and the seasonal float will be fastenéd to the gangway. The float will be connected to the deck via the
aluminum gangway. The 8'x 16’ seasonal float will be supported by two helical anchors and two rock pin anchors
and chains extending from each corner of the float,

The deck will'be tnstalied/built via upland accessed by foot through the. property. The season gangway will be brought
in by hand through the upland as well, and fastened to the deck. The seasonal float will be "floated" in using a
push skiff during. high tide and fastenedto the gangway by hand. Helical and rock pin anchors and chains will be
installed by hand during lowtide. A barge, staged equipment in the water/wetland, or temporary Impacts to the
wetland areas will not be necessary to construct/unstall the proposed dock system.

Appropriate’erosion.controls will beinstalled on the upland side and turbtdlty curtains will be installed and maintained

The abbve-referenced project is within the quarter mile corridor of the Lamprey River
and is, therefore, subject to review by the Lamprey River Advisory Committee (LRAC) in
accordance with NHRSA 483. Upon ﬁnal review, we offer the following comments: -

1. Materials reviewed were wetlands application, signed and dated 3-20-2024,
engineering plans dated 2-9-2024, Natural I-ggritage Bureau Report dated 10-5-
2023, and other supporting materials.

2. The applicant desires wharf access from the property to the Lamprey River by
installing a permanent 4' x 6' deck, a 3' x 30' seasonal gangway and a 8' x 16’
float. The project will result in 256 s.f. of permanent impacts to mud flats.

3. The Natural Heritage Bureau Report indicates that several rare plants and plant
.communities are in the vicinity of the project, but none appears to be immediately
on or adjacent to the project site.

4. The safety data sheet indicates that while CCA treated wood product poses little
or no immediate health or fire hazard, precautions should be taken to prevent
dust from entering the environment. From section 13, “Do not allow this material
to drain into sewers/water supplies.
