Authorize'the Department of Safety, Division of Homeland Security and Eniergency Management (HSEM)
to enter info a grant agreement with the Town of Enfield (VC#160007-B001), PO Box 373, Enfield, NH
03748, in the amount of $40,000.00 to purchase equipment for the community’s Emergency Operations
Center (EOC). Effective upon Governor and Council approval through August 31, 2025, 100% Federal
Funds.

EXPLANATION

The purpose of this grant is for the Town of Enfield to purchase equipment for their community EOC. The
grant listed above is funded by the FFY 2023 Emergency Management Performance Grant (EMPG), which
was awarded to the Department of Safety, HSEM from the Federa! Emergency Management Agency
(FEMA). The grant funds are to be used to measurably improve all-hazard planning and preparedness
capabilities/activities, to include mitigation, preparedness, response, and recovery initiatives at the State
and local level. Grant gmdance and applications are available to all Emergency Management Directors and
other qualified organizations in the State. Sub-recipients submit applications to this office, which are
reviewed by the HSEM EMPG Program Manager, EMPG Program Coordinator, Field Representatives, and
approved by the HSEM Director. The criteria for approval is based on grant eligibility in accordance with
the grant’s current guidance and the documented needs of the local jurisdictions.

EMGP is 50% Federally funded by FEMA with a 50% miatch requirement supplied by the sub-recipient.
The sub-recipient acknéwledges their match obligation as part of Exhibits B & C to their grant agreement.

In the event that Federal Funds are no longer available, General Funds and/or Highway Funds will not be
requested to support this program.’

9.2 In the event of'an early termination of this Agreement for any
reason other than the completion of the Services, the Contractor
shall, at the State’s discretion, deliver to the Contracting Officer,
not later than fifteen (15) days after the date of termination, a
report (“Termination Report”) describing in detail all Services
performed, and the contract price earned, to and including the
date of termination. The form, subject matter, content, and
number of copies of the Termination Report shall be identical to
those of any Final Report described in the attached EXHIBIT B.
In addition, at the State’s discretion, the Contractor shall, within
