EXPLANATION

The American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA) of 2021, is a $1.9 trillion economic stimulus bill passed by the 117™ United
States Congress and signed into law by President Biden on March 11, 2021, to expedite the United States' recovery
from the economic and health effects of the COVID-19 pandemic and the resultant recession. The Act defines
eligible uses of the state and local funding, including responding to public health emergency, responding to workers
performing essential work during the COVID-19 emergency, providing revenue relief to states and making
investments in water, sewer, and broadband infrastructure.

NHDES has been soliciting applications for the programs supported by ARPA funding since the fall of 2021 and has
offered approximately $145 million in ARPA funding for drinking water, wastewater and stormwater infrastructure-
related projects. Through implementation of the ARPA funding programs, NHDES has determined that additional
funding should be allocated to grants to entities for infrastructure projects. NHDES has been awarded $6,109,350
in ARPA funds to support these projects.
