EXPLANATION

The American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA) of 2021, is a $1.9 trillion economic stimulus bill passed by the 117th United
States Congress and signed into law by President Biden on March 11, 2021, to speed up the United States' recovery

from the economic and health effects of the COVID-19 pandemic and the resultant recession. The Act defines

eligible uses of the state and local funding, including responding to public health emergency, responding to workers

performing essential work during the COVID-19 emergency, providing revenue relief to states and making

investments in water, sewer and broadband infrastructure.

NHDES has been soliciting applications for the programs supported by ARPA funding since the fall of 2021 and has

granted approximately $145 million in ARPA funding for drinking water, wastewater, and stormwater
infrastructure-related projects. Unfortunately, the costs associated with some projects are higher than anticipated

at the time the applicants requested funding. Additional funding will help towns and water suppliers to bring

underfunded projects to fruition to benefit their communities.
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In June 2021, NHDES entered into a Memorandum of Agreement with NH Department of Fish and Game to provide

funding for one position to assist in timely protected wildlife reviews related to NHDES infrastructure permits

through December 31, 2024. NHDES is extending this MOA through September 30, 2025 and is allocating more

funds to continue the position to provide support to ensure timely processing of statutorily required protected

threatened and endangered species consultations for associated land resource management permits.

NHDES is requesting the transfer of funds from Class 102-Contracts to cover additional Fish and Game expenses

and additional grants.for existing water infrastructure projects in order to best use the available appropriation.

NHDES is requesting to transfer funds as shown below:

investments In water, sewer, and broadband Infrastructure.

NHDES has been soliciting applications for the programs supported by ARPA funding since the fall of 2021 and has
granted. approximately $145 million In ARPA funding for drinking water, wastewater, and stormwater
Infrastructure-related projects. Unfortunately, the costs associated with some projects are higher than anticipated
at the time the applicants requested funding. Some engineer estimates, even on relatively complete plans, are as
much as 50% under final bid costs. Neither NHDES nor the applicants can predict which projects will be so high.
Often ARPA funds are used for final design and bid package development during which problems can be identified;:
in the final design work which then drive higher costs. Unfortunately, this Is a common challenge on water
infrastructure projects. This funding will help towns and water suppliers to bring underfunded project to fruition
to benefit their communities.

Governor and Executive Council. 100% Federal Funds.

EXPLANATION

The Department of Administrative Services is seeking approv^, on behalf of the State Agencies listed
in Attachment A, to extend the effective date of the attach^ items from June 30, 2023 to June 30,
2024. This extension is allowable undw the "procedural rules amcndmci^ ̂jprovcd at the previous
Fiscal Committee meeting on ̂ ril 21,' 2023. All items included in the attachment have been
previously submitted by the respective state agency responrible for the program and approved by bodi
the Fiscal Committee and Governor and Executive Council. In addition, the Governor's Office of
Emecgcmcy Relief and Recovery (GOFERR) has reviewed the attachment and concun widi the
extensions requested.

While all ARPA SFRF must be obligated by December 31,2024, and expended by December 31.
2026, this request b^y servM to authorize agencies' program balances that arc unspent as of June 30,

and reauthorize projects or programs that were already intended to continue utilizing authorized ARPA
SFRF into the ne^ biehniimi. This will also grant agiencics in coordination with GOFERR time to
further evaluate project and programs as the ARPA SFRF obligation deadline approaches in order to
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cnsiw any funds that may need to bc rcallopat^ to,Qjtl^.^Mjhavc efficient time to do so. Any
request to reallocate an existing budget ov i^urpose fimds for new orej^ng projects will require
fiiturc Fiscal Committee and Govemior and Council ^rovals'and are not contemplated in this item.

If this item is not timely q)im)ved, the State would heed t6"issue'layoff notices to employees hired into
thcM fcd^ly iEiindcd positions, created under the original ARPA request, agencies would halt work
on time-sensitive projects or payments on existing contracts, and ongoing programs would be unable to
issue or follow throi^ on awards. Further, each agency would then need to submit a retroactive
request to July 1,2023 for ^proval to reauthorize the positions and funding; howcvCT, the retroactive
requc^ would not eliminate the need to issue layoff notices in June 2023.
