REQUESTED ACTION

Approve Lake Winnipesaukee Sailing Association Inc.’s request to perform the following work on Lake
Winnipesaukee in Gilford pursuant to NH Department of Environmental Services (NHDES) Wetlands Bureau
permit #2024-00713, and in accordance with RSA 482-A:3. No comments were submitted by the Gilford
Conservation Commission regarding the project as proposed.

Replace a 7 foot 2 inch x 50 foot 6 inch piling supported dock and the associated 6 foot 6 inch x 48 foot
permanent roof framing in kind, and install a 6 foot x 57 foot seasonal dock extension on an average of 163
feet of frontage in Smith Cove on Lake Winnipesaukee.

NHDES imposed the following conditions as part of this approval:

1. In accordance with Env-Wt 307.16, all work shall be done in accordance with the revised plans revision
dated July 11, 2024 by Terrain Planning & Design LLC, as received by the NH Department of Environmental
Services (NHDES) on July 11, 2024.

2. This permit shall not be effective until it has been recorded in the Belknap County Registry of Deeds and a
copy of the recorded permit has been provided to the department as required pursuant to RSA 482-A:3,
and Env-Wt 314.02.

3. Only those structures shown on the approved plans shall be installed or constructed along this frontage as
required per Env-Wt 513.22, (a).

4. All portions of the docking structures shall be located at least 20 feet from the abutting property lines and
no watercraft shall be secured to the docking facility such that it crosses over the imaginary extension of
the property lines over the surface water as required by RSA 482-A:3, Xill.

5. All seasonal docking structures shall be removed for the non-boating season as required per Env-Wt
513.22.

6. Owners of permanent docking structures which are not maintained so as to be structurally sound and
usable for their intended purpose shall remove those docking structures in accordance with Env-Wt
513.22(c), to prevent hazards to public safety, navigation, and recreation.

7. The seasonal dock shall be removed from the water prior to applying any paint, stain, or other preservative
coating, and not returned to the water until after such coating is dry as required per Env-Wt 513.22(b){(4).

8. The owner understands and accepts that should these docking structures be found to have an
unreasonable impact on the ability of abutting owners to use and enjoy their properties or the public's
right to navigation, passage, and use of the resource for commerce and recreation the structures shall be
subject to removal pursuant to RSA 482-A:1, RSA 482-A:11, II, and Env-Wt 513.03(a).

Pursuant to RSA 482-A:14, RSA 482-A:14-b, and RSA 482-A:14-c, NHDES is authorized to take appropriate
compliance actions should it be determined that, based upon additional information which becomes
available, any of the structures depicted as "existing” on the plans submitted by or on behalf of the
permittee were not previously permitted or grandfathered.

EXPLANATION

NHDES approved this project on July 17, 2024. NHDES supported its decision with the following findings:

This is a major impact project per Administrative Rule Env-Wt 513.24(c)(3), since the proposed dock
addition will be part of a docking system providing five or more slips on the frontage.

The applicant has an average of 163 feet of frontage along Lake Winnipesaukee.

A maximum of 6 slips may be permitted on this frontage per Rule Env-Wt 513.17, Frontage Requirements
for Public or Commercial Docking Structures.

The proposed docking facility will provide 6 slips as defined per RSA 482-A:2, Vill, and therefore meets
Rule Env-Wt 513.12.

The NHDES finds that because the project is not of significant public interest and will not significantly
impair the resources of Lake Winnipesaukee a public hearing under RSA 482-A:8 is not required.

No concerns were received from abutters nor the local Conservation Commission related to the project.
The existing 7 foot 2 inch wide dock fails to conform to the 6 foot dock width limit established in Rule Env-
Wt 513.11, (a)(1).

The applicant requested a waiver, in accordance with Env-Wt 204, of Administrative Rule Env-Wt 513.23,
(a), (1-2), requiring all modifications of existing docking structures to reduce the total number of slips and
dock surface area over public waters.

The applicant has demonstrated that granting the waiver will have no adverse effect on the environment,
natural resources of the state, public health, public safety, nor impacts tc abutting properties more
significant than that which would result from complying with the rule as required to meet Rule Env-Wt
204.05, Criteria, (a), (1).

Per Rule Env-Wt 204.05, Criteria, (3), (2), the applicant has demonstrated that strict compliance with Rule
Env-Wt 513.23, (a), (1-2), will provide no benefit to the public as it would resuit in more dock surface area
over public waters and additional impacts to the shoreline.

The request for a waiver meets the requirements of Rule Env-Wt 204.05, Criteria, and therefore, the
waiver Rule Env-Wt 513.23, (a), (2) is granted.

The NHDES finds that the project as proposed and conditioned meets the requirements of RSA 482-A and
the Wetlands Program Code of Administrative Rules Chapters Env-Wt 100 - 900.
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NHDES Wetlands Bureau permit #2024-00713 application documents are enclosed for review by the Governor
and the Executive Council in consideration of this request and in accordance with RSA 482-A:3, ll(a), asitisa
major project located in New Hampshire public waters.

This project proposes addition of a 6'-0" wide by 57'-0" seasonal extension to an existing 7-2° wide by 50"-6" long
permanent docking structure. The combined structure shall be considered a Commercial docking structure under Env-
Wt 102.36, assoclated with the Lake Winnipesaukee Sailing Assoclation that provides salling lessons to the public. The
new combined docking structure will provide the maximum (6) slips allowed under Env-Wt 513.17(b) for to a calculated
shoreline frontage of 162.5'. A waiver request has been submitted concurrently with this spplication to demonstrate
that a longer than standard docking structure is justified under Env-Wt 513.08(b&d). The proposed seasona! dock
extension will have a temporary impact 342 SF.
