REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the New Hampshire Department of Environmental Services (NHDES) to enter into an agreement -
with the Wentworth Watershed Association, Welfeboro, NH, (VC # 331519-B001) in the amount of
$16,500 to complete the Lake Wentworth and Crescent Lake Watershed Management Plan Update
project, effective upon Governor and Council approval through September 30, 2026. 100% Federal Funds.

 EXPLANATION

NHDES requests approval to enter into a. grant agreement for $16,500 with the Wentworth Watershed
Association (WWA) to complete the Lake Wentworth and Crescent Lake Watershed Management Plan
Update project. Each year, NHDES receives funds under Section 604(b) of the Uhited States Environmental
« Protection Agency Clean Water Act, which must be granted for water quality planning projects. In June
2023, NHDES solicited letters of intent with scopes of services for projects supporting local efforts to
address water quality outcomes such as: 1) identifying the most cost effective and locally acceptable
facility and nonpoint source pollution measures to- meet and maintain water quality standards; 2}
developing an implementation plan to obtain State and local financial and regulatory commitments to
implement water quality plans; 3} determining the nature, extent, and causes of water quality problems
in the State; and, 4) determining those publicly owned treatment works which should be constructed,
taking into account the relative degree of effluent reduction attained-and the consideration of alternatives
to such construction.

NHDES received six letters of intent which were evaluated and ranked based on the following criteria: a}
a clear and concise project outcome statement including discussion of how the planning effort will be used
to make progress toward implementation of corrective actioris which will protect or restore water quality
with respect-to Clean Water Act assessments; b) sutcess.in. addressmg the water quality outcomes; c) a
reasonable budget and timeline; d) a documented community need or opportunity; e) the level of public
participation and commitment to the project; f} the quality of proposal; g} consideration of the project’s
impact on communities; and, h) the project’s incorporation of changing environmental risks (i.e, warmer
surface water temperatures, more frequent and greater intensity storm events, etc.). Based on the
specified selection criteria, and the amount of grant funding available, the four highest ranked proposals
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were selected for funding. Please refer to Attachment B for review and ranking results, along with review
panel members and affiliations.

The Lake Wenworth and Crecent Lake watershed is a 22,784-acre watershed located within the Towns of
Wolfeboro, Brookfield, Ossipee, and New Durham, New Hampshire. Lake Wentworth was listed in the
NHDES Section 303(d) assessment report as impaired for failing to support the Aquatic Life Integrity
designated use due to Dissolved Oxygen and pH in 2006 and 2010, respectively. Since the Lake Wentworth
and Crescent Lake Watershed Management Plan was published in 2012, WWA, the Town of Wolfeboro,
and project partners have completed three phases of implementing best management practices (BMPs)
to reduce nutrient loading to the lakes from the watershed. However, water quality data and an increase
in cyanobacteria blooms since the Plan’s inception have confirmed a decline in water quality and have
emphasized the need for an updated watershed management plan with revised implementation
recommendations to address current conditions in the lakes and watershed.

In 2022, a watershed survey was conducted to establish an updated list of sites within the watershed for
BMP implementation projects. This project will build upon the efforts that WWA and project partners
have made over the last 12 years and enable WWA to assess the progress made to reduce sediment and
nutrient loading through BMP implementation projects. The update to the Lake Wentworth and Crescent
Lake Watershed Management Plan will result in a revised water quality goal, reassessed list of priority
sites for BMP implementation, and provide strategic guidance relative to development of the watershed.

[n the event that federal funds become no longer available, general funds will not be requested to support
this program. The agreement has been approved by the Office of the Attorney General as to form,

execution, and content.

This Agreement, and all obligations of the parties hercunder, shall become
effective on the date on the date of approval of this Agreement by the Govemor
and Council of the State of New Hampshire if required (block 1.16), or upon
signature by the State Agency as shown in block 1.14 (“the Effective Date”).
Except as otherwise specifically provided herein, the Project, including all reports
required by this Agreement, shall be completed in ITS entirety prior to the date in
block 1.7 (hereinafter referred to as “the Completion Date™).

GRANT AMOUNT: LIMITATION ON AMOUNT: VOUCHERS: PAYMENT.
The Grant Amount is identified and more particularly deseribed in EXHIBIT C,
attached hereto.

The manner of, and schedule of payment shall be as set forth in EXHIBIT C.

In accordance with the provisions set forth in EXHIBIT C, and in consideration
of the satisfactory performance of the Project, as determined by the State, and as
limited by subparagraph 5.5 of these general provisions, the State shall pay the
Grantee the Grant Amount. The State shall withhold from the amount otherwise
payable to the Grantce under this subparagraph 5.3 those sums required, or
permitted, to be withheld pursuant to N.H. RSA 80:7 through 7-c.

The payment by the State of the Grant amount shall be the only, and the complete
payment to the Grantee for all expenses, of whatever nature, incurred by the
Grantee in the performance hereof, and shall be the only, and the complete,
compensation to the Grantee for the Project. The State shall have no liabilities to
the Grantee other than the -Grant Amount.

Notwithstanding anything in this Agreement to the contrary, and notwithstanding
unexpected circumstances, in no event shall the total of all payments authorized,
or actually made, hereunder exceed the Grant limitation set forth in block 1.8 of
these peneral provisions.

COMPLIANCE BY GRANTEE WITH LAWS AND REGULATIONS. In
connection with the performance of the Project, the Grantee shall comply with atl
statutes, laws regulations, and orders of federal, state, county, or municipal
authorities which shall impose any obligations or duty upon the Grantee, including
the acquisition of any and all necessary permits and RSA 31-95-b.

RECORDS and ACCOUNTS.

Between the Effective Date and the date seven (7) years after the Completion
Date, unless otherwise required by the grant terms or the Agency, the Grantee
shall keep detailed accounts of all expenses incurred in connection with the
Project, including, but not limited to, costs of administration, transportation,
insurance, telephone calls, and clerical materials and services. Such accounts
shall be supported by receipts, invoices, bills and other similar documents.
Between the Effective Date and the date seven (7) years afler the Completion
Date, unless otherwise required by the grant terms or the Agency pursuant fo
subparagraph 7.1, at any time during the Grantee’s normal business hours, and as
often as the State shall demand, the Grantee shall make available to the State all
records pertaining to matters covered by this Agreement. The Grantee shall
permit the State to audit, examine, and reproduce such records, and to make audits
of all contracts, invoices, materials, payrolls, records of personnel, data (as that
term is hereinafter defined), and other information relating to all matters covered
by this Agreement, As-used in this paragraph, “Grantee” includes all persons,
natural or fictional, affiliated with, controlled by, or under common ownership
with, the entity identified as the Grantee in block 1.3 of these provisions
PERSONNEL.

The Grantee shall, at its own expense, provide all personnel necessary to perform
the Project. The Grantee warrants that all personnel engaged in the Project shatl
be qualified to perform such Project, and shall be properly licensed and authorized
to perform such Project under all applicable laws.

The Grantee shall not hire, and it shall not permit any subcontractor, subgrantee,
or other person, firm or corporation with whom it is engaged in a2 combined effort
to perform the Project, to hire any person who has a contractual relationship with
the State, or who is a State officer or employee, elected or appointed.

The Grant Officer shall be the representative of the State hereunder, In the event
of any dispute hereunder, the interpretation of this Agreement by the Grant
Officer, and his/her deciston on any dispute, shall be final.

DATA:; RETENTION OF DATA; ACCESS.

As used in this Agreement, the word “data” shall mean all information and things
developed or obtained during the performance of, or acquired or developed by
reason of, this Agreement, including, but not limited to, all studies, reports, files,
formulae, surveys, maps, charts, sound recordings, video recordings, pictorial
reproductions, drawings, analyses, graphic representations,

Between the Effective Date and the Completion Date the Grantee shall grant to
the State, or any person designated by it, unrestricted access to all data for
examination, duplication, publication, translation, sale, disposal, or for any other
purpose whatsoever.

No data shall be subject to copyright in the United States or any other country by
anyone other than the State.

On and after the Effective Date all data, and any property which has been received
from the State or purchased with funds provided for that purpose under this
Agreement, shall be the property of the State, and shall be returned to the State
upon demand or upon termination of this Agreement for any reason, whichever
shall first oceur,

The State, and anyone it shall designate, shall have unrestricted authority to
publish, disclose, distribute and otherwise use, in whole or in part, all data.
CONDITIONAL NATURE OR AGREEMENT. Notwithstanding anything in
this Agreement to the contrary, all obligations of the State hereunder, including,
without limitation, the continuance of payments hereunder, are contingent upon
the availability or continued appropriation of funds, and in no event shall the State
be liable for any payments hereunder in excess of such available or appropriated
funds. In the event of a reduction or termination of those funds, the State shall
have the right to withhold payment until such funds become available, if ever, and
shall have the right to terminate this Agreement immediately upon giving the
Grantee notice of such termination.

Any one or more of the following acts or omissions of the Grantee shall constitute
an event of default hereunder (hereinafter referred to as “Events of Default”):
Failure to perform the Project satisfactorily or on.schedule; or

Failure to submit any report required hereunder; or

Failure to maintain, or permit access to, the records required hereunder; or
Failure to perform any of the other covenants and conditions of this Agreement.
Upon the occurrence of any Event of Default, the State may take any one, or more,
or all, of the following actions:

Give the Grantee a written notice specifying the Event of Default and requiring it
1o be remedied within, in the absence of a greater or lesser specification of time,
thirty (30) days from the date of the notice; and if the Event of Default is not
timely remedied, terminate this Agreement, effective two (2) days after giving the
Grantee notice of termination; and

Give the Grantee & written notice specifying the Event of Default and suspending
all payments to be made under this Agreement and ordering that the portion of the
Grant Amount which would otherwise accrue to the Grantee during the period
from the date of such notice until such time as the State determines that the
Grantee has cured the Event of Default shall never be paid to the Grantee; and
Set off against any other obligation the State may owe to the Grantee any damages
the State suffers by reason of any Event of Default; and

Treat the agrecment as breached and pursue any of its remedies at law or in equity,
or both.

TERMINATION.

In the event of any carly termination of this Agreement for any reason other than
the completion of the Project, the Grantee shall deliver to the Grant-Officer, not
later than fifteen (15) days after the date of termination, a report (hereinafter
referred to as the “Termination Report™) describing in detail all Project Work
performed, and the Grant Amount earned, to and including the date of termination,
In the event of Termination under paragraphs 10 or 12.4 of these general
provisions, the approval of such a Termination Report by the State shall entitle
the Grantee Lo receive that portion of the Grant amount earned to and including
the date of termination.

In the event of Termination under paragraphs 10 or 12,4 of these general
provisions, the approval of such a Termination Report by the State shall in no
event relieve the Grantee from any and all liability for damages sustained or
incurred by the State as a result of the Grantee’s breach of its obligations
hercunder.

Notwithstanding anything in this Agreement to the contrary, either the State or,
except where notice default has been given to the Grantee hereunder, the Grantee,
may terminate this Agreement without cause upon thirty (30) days written notice.
CONFLICT OF INTEREST. No officer, member of employee of the Grantee,
and no representative, officer or employee of the State of New Hampshire or of

afier any Event of Default shall be deemed a waiver of its rights with regard to
that Event, or any subsequent Event. No express waiver of any Event of Default
shall be deemed a waiver of any provisions hereof. No such failure of waiver
shall be deemed a waiver of the right of the State to enforce each and all of the
provisions hereof upon any further or other default on the part of the Grantee.
NOTICE. Any notice by a parfy hereto to the other party shalt be deemed to have
been duoly delivered or given at the time of mailing by certified mail, postage
prepaid, in a United States Post Office addressed to the parties at the addresses
first above given.

AMENDMENT. This Agreement may be amended, waived or discharged only
by an instrument in writing signed-by the parties hereto and only after approval of
such amendment, waiver or discharge by the Governor and Council of the State
of New Hampshire, if required or by the signing State Agency.
CONSTRUCTION OF AGREEMENT AND TERMS. This Agreement shall be
construed in accordance with the law of the State of New Hampshire, and is
binding upon and inures to the benefit of the parties and their respective successors
and assignees. The captions and contents of the “subject” blank are used enly as
a matter of convenience, and are not to be considered a part of this Agreement or
to be used in determining the intend of the parties hereto.

THIRD PARTIES. The parties hereto do pot intend to benefit any third parties
and this Agreecment shall not be construed to confer any such benefit.

ENTIRE AGREEMENT. This Agreement, which may be executed in a number
of counterparts, each of which shall be deemed an original, constitutes the entire
agreement and understanding between the parties, and supersedes all prior
agreements and understandings relating hereto.

SPECIAL PROVISIONS. The additional or modifying provisions set forth in
Exhibit A hereto are incorporated as part of this agreement.

Special Provisions

Federal Funds paid under this agreement are from a Grant Agreement to the State from the
United States Environmental Protection Agency (U.S. EPA}, Water Quality Management
Planning under CFDA # 66.454. All applicable requirements, regulations, provisions, terms and
conditions of this Federa! Grant Agreement are hereby adopted in full force and effect to the
relationship between this Department and the grantee. Additionally, the Grantee shall comply
with the terms of the Federal Funding Accountability and Transparency Act (FFATA) and has
provided NHDES with their Unique Entity [dentifier (UEI-SAM) number. The Grantee’s UEI-SAM
number is ECIWAN31TGD9.
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Exhibit B
Scope of Services

The Wentworth Watershed Association (WWA) will perform the following tasks as described in
the proposal titled Lake Wentworth and Crescent Lake Watershed Management Plan Update:

Objective 1: Select a project consultant by Request for Qualifications (RFQ) and complete a Site
Specific Project Plan (SSPP) that will guide the project work and the Lake Wentworth and
Crescent Lake Watershed Management Plan (WMP) update.

Measure of Success: A consultant is selected and the SSPP is approved by NHDES.

Deliverable 1: Draft and final RFQ and SSPP provided to NHDES.

Task 1. Following NHDES approved procurement procedures, develop and issue a RFQ to select
a consuftant to update the Lake Wentworth and Crescent Lake Watershed Management Plan.
Provide draft RFQ to NHDES for review and approval prior to publication. Review responses,
rank and score the consuiting firms. Select a consulting firm and negotiate scope of work,
schedule, and fee. Draft the contract and send to NHDES for approval. Execute the subcontract
between WWA and the selected consulting firm.

Task 2. Coordinate with the consultant to develop a SSPP for the project. The SSPP will cover
the data manipulation or collection tasks associated with the project. The SSPP will be
completed prior to collection or manipulation of data, including watershed modeling.

Objective 2: Calculate the nutrient load reduction for 114 sites identified in the 2022
Watershed Survey. Analyze water quality data to update the water quality goals for the Lake
Wentworth and Crescent Lake watershed and poliutant reductions needed to meet these goals.
Meuasures of Success: Nutrient load reductions are documented for 114 BMP sites. The updated
water quality goals and nutrient reductions needed to meet the goals are reviewed and
finalized.

Deliverable 2: Pollutant load reductions for 114 BMP sites, updated water quality goals and
pollutant load reductions needed to meet the updated goals are provided to NHDES.

Task 3., Coordinate with the consultant to review and calculate the pollutant load reductions for
the 114 sites identified in the list of revised and newly identified sites for BMP implementation
as established in the 2022 Watershed Survey. Coordinate with the consultant to obtain photos
and GPS coordinates of each of the 114 sites to help identify the stormwater related concerns
and possible drainage areas associated with each site.

Task 4. Coordinate with the consultant to summarize the water quality data according to the
latest version of the NHDES Consolidated Assessment and Listing Methodology (CALM) and
compare the results to the trophic state criteria to complete an assimilative capacity analysis.
Use the results from the water quality data analysis; land use model for historic, current, and
future conditions; and assimilative capacity analysis to establish the water quality goal and the
pollutant load reductions that would be needed to meet the reserve assimilative capacity for
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Lake Wentworth and Crecent Lake’s applicable trophic class or other goals as determined
through consultation with stakeholders. Coordinate with the consultant to develop draft
documentation that justifies the water quality goal.

Task 5. Review the draft documentation and provide feedback during a stakeholder meeting.
Agree upon a formal water quality goal for the lakes. Coordinate with the consultant to update
and send out final documentation for the water quality goal, which will guide the update of the
WMP. Establish interim or benchmark water quality goals to allow flexibility in reassessing
water quality goals.

Objective 3: Review the status of action items included in the action plan from the 2012 Lake
Wentworth and Crescent Lake Watershed Management Plan. Identify additional action items
needed to reduce pollutant loads into the Lake Wentworth and Crescent Lake watershed.
Update the action plan and the Lake Wentworth and Crescent Lake Watershed Management
Plan.

Measures of Success: The action plan is updated to reflect current watershed conditions and
best management practices (BMPs) implemented in the watershed since the initial plan. The
Lake Wentworth and Crescent Lake Watershed Management Plan is updated.

Deliverable 3: The finalized action plan and Lake Wentworth and Crescent Lake Watershed
Management Plan are provided to NHDES.

Task 6. Provide a status update for each of the action items in the 2012 Lake Wentworth and
Crescent Lake WiMP's action plan. Conduct a public forum or workshop to review these action
items and determine additional action items that might be necessary to achieve the water
quality goal. Obtain assistance from the consultant with providing feedback on the action plan
and facilitating the public forum. Obtain assistance from the consultant with assigning
estimated costs to implement recommended actions and BMPs, possible sources of funding,
schedule dates, responsible parties, and potential nutrient load reductions. The final action pfan
will be included in the updated WMP.

Task 7. Coordinate with the consultant to update the Lake Wentworth and Crescent Lake
Watershed Management Plan and ensure that the required EPA nine elements are addressed.
Updates include indication of the plan revision month and year, new funding sources, new
additional maps as applicable, community input/stakeholder involvement, current watershed
efforts, any major changes to watershed characterization, recent water quality data, new
modeling results, revised water quality goal, new ordinance review, revised action plan, revised
indictors, revised monitoring plan, additional resources, and links.

Objective 4: Conduct project management and submit all required reports to NHDES.
Measures of Success: Project management activities are conducted, and reports are submitted
to NHDES.

Deliverable 4: Financial documentation, semi-annual progress reports, and final report are
submitted to NHDES.
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Task 8. Conduct project management including submittal of financial documents such as
payment requests and match and procurement documentation; communicate with NHDES and
other project partners as needed; conduct other activities required for grant management.
Task 9. Submit electronic semi-annual reports documenting all work performed during the
project periods as follows:

e Work completed April 1 - September 30, report is due by October 31

¢  Work completed October 1 ~March 31, report is due by April 30
If the grantee has not completed a timely submittal of the progress reports, all further
payments will be suspended until the overdue reports are submitted and approved by NHDES.
Task 10. Submit a comprehensive final report to NHDES on or before the project completion
date. The final report will be the final watershed management plan. Additionally, the final
report will comply with NHDES and USEPA requirements found in the final report guidance
document, including ADA compliance on the NHDES Watershed Assistance Section webpage.
