EXPLANATION

The New Hampshire Veterans Home did not add class 042, Post Retirement Benefits, to account unit 53590000
during the biennial budget process. Upon receiving an invoice from the Department of Administrative Services
for their portion of the Post Retirement Benefits, it was discovered that no class 042 was in 53590000 and
therefore could not be paid until class 042 was added to 53590000 and money was transferred into the class.

The New Hampshire Veterans Home is requesting authorization to transfer funds between various class lines
to address shortfalls with anticipated surpluses within the Veterans Home authorized budget. Expenditure
patterns for SFY25 to date have been analyzed and taken into consideration when projecting expenditures for
the balance of the year. Based upon this review, the class lines requiring additional funds were able to be funded
with other class lines experiencing less than originally anticipated expenditures. This transfer neither increases
nor decreases the total departmental budget and will provide for the continued efficient operation of the
Veterans Home. .
