REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Safety, Division of Homeland Security and Emergency Management (HSEM)
to enter into a grant agreement with the Town of Tuftonboro (VC# 159967-B001), PO Box 98, Ctr
Tuftonboro, NH 03816, in the amount of $131,811.30 to update the drainage system on Curtis Road.
Effective upon Governor and Council approval through May 2, 2026. 100% Federal Funds.

Funding is available in the SFY 2025 operating budget as follows:

EXPLANATION

The purpose of this grant is for the Town of Tuftonboro to do preparatory work, temporary easements,
phased construction for access, replacement of a catch basin and culvert with a 3FT diameter HDPE pipe,
road reconstruction, installation of culvert end sections and scour protection, and returning the area to pre-
construction conditions without impacting the nearby stream. The grant listed above is funded by the
Hazard Mitigation Grant Program (HMGP), which was awarded to the Department of Safety, HSEM from
the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA).- HMGP provides funding to sub-recipients for cost-
effective hazard mitigation activities that complement a comprehensive mitigation program. FEMA
provides HMGP funds to states that, in turn, provide sub-grants or contracts for a variety of mitigation
activities, such as planning, and the implementation of projects identified through the evaluation of natural
hazards.

HMGP is 90% Federally funded by FEMA with a 10% match requirement supplied by the sub-recipient.
The sub-recipient acknowledges their match obligation as part of Exhibits B and C in their grant agreement.

In the event that HMGP funds are no longer available, General Funds and/or Highway Funds will not be
requested to support this program.

3.1 Notwithstanding any provision of this Agresment to the
confrary, and subject to the approval of the Govemmor and
Executive Council of the State of New Hampshire, if applicable,
this Agreement, and all obligations of the parties hereunder, shall
become effective on the date the Governor and Executive

3.2 If the Contractor commences the Services prior to the

Inthe
event of a reduction or termination of appropriated funds, the
State shall have the right to withhold payment until such funds
become available, if ever, and shall have the right to reduce or
terminate the Services under this Agreement immediately upon
giving the Contractor notice of such reduction or termination,
The State shall not be required to transfer funds from any other
account or source to the Account identified in block 1.6 in the
event funds in that Account are reduced or unavailable,

5. CONTRACT PRICE/PRICE LIMITATION/
PAYMENT.

6. COMPLIANCE BY CONTRACTOR WITH LAWS
AND REGULATIONS/ EQUAL EMPLOYMENT
OPPORTUNITY.

6.1 In connection with the performance of the Services, the
Contractor shall comply with all applicable statutes, laws,
regulations, and orders of federal, state; county or municipal
authorities which impose any obligation or duty upon the
Contractor, including, but not limited to, civil rights and equal
employment opportunity laws. In addition, if this Agreement is
funded in any part by monies of the United States, the Contractor
shall comply with all federal executive orders, rules, regulations
and statutes, and with any rules, regulations and guidelines as the
State or the United States issue to implement these regulations.
The Contractor shall also comply with all applicable intellectual
property laws. .

6.2 During the term of this Agreement, the Contractor shall not
discriminate against employees or applicants for employment
because of race, color, religion, creed, age, sex, handicap, sexual
orientation, or national origin and will take affirmative action to
prevent such discrimination.

6.3. The Contractor agrees to perrnit thé State or United States
access to any of the Contractor’s books, records and accounts for
the purpose of ascertaining compliance with ali rules, regulations
and orders, and the covenants, terms and conditions of this
Agreement.

7. PERSONNEL.

7.1 The Contractor shall at its own expense provide all personnel
necessary to perform the Services. The Contractor warrants that
all personnel engaged in the Services shall be qualified to
perform the Services, and shall be properly licensed and
otherwise authorized to do so under all applicable laws.

7.2 Unless otherwise authorized in writing, during the term of
this Agreement, and for a period of six (6) months after the
Completion Date in block 1.7, the Contractor shall not hire, and
shall not permit any subcontractor or other person, firm or
corporation with whom it is engaged in a combined effort to
perform the Services to hire, any person who is a State employee
or official, who is materially involved in the procurement,
administration or performance of this Agreement. This
provision shall survive termination of this Agreement.

7.3 The Contracting Officer specified in block 1.9, or his or her
successor, shall be the State’s representative. Inthe event of any
dispute conceming the interpretation of this Apgreement, the
Contracting Officer’s decision shall be final for the State.

8. EVENT OF DEFAULT/REMEDIES.

8.1 Any one or more of the following acts or omissions of the
Contractor shall constitute an event of default hereunder (*Event
of Default”):

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8.2 Upon the occurrence of any Event of Default, the State may
take any one, or more, or all, of the following actions:

8.2.1 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Default-and requiring it to be remedied within, in the absence of
a greater or lesser specification of time, thirty (30) days from the
date of the notice; and if the Event of Default is not timely cured,
terminate this Agreement, effective two (2) days after giving the
Contractor notice of termination;

8.2.2 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Default and suspending all payments to be made under this
Agreement and ordering that the portion of the contract price
which would otherwise accrue to the Contractor during the
period from the date of such notice until such time as the State
determines that the Contractor has cured the Event of Default
shall never be paid to the Contractor;

8.2.3 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Default and set off against any other obligations the State may
owe to the Contractor any damages the State suffers by reason of
any Event of Default; and/or

8.2.4 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Defanlt, treat the Agreement as breached, terminate the
Agreement and pursue any of its remedies at law or in equity, or
both.

8.3. No failure by the State to enforce any provisions hereof after
any Event of Default shall be deemed a waiver of its rights with
regard to that Event of Default, or any subsequent Event of
Default. No express failure to enforce any Event of Defaut shall
be deemed a waiver of the right of the State to enforce each and
all of the provisions hereof upon any further or other Event of
Defanlt on the part of the Contractor.

9. TERMINATION,
9.1 Notwithstanding paragraph 8, the State may, at its sole
discretion, terminate the Agreement for any reason, in whole or

in part, by thirty (30) days written notice to the Contractor that .

the State is exercising its option to terminate the Agreement.

9.2 In the event of an early termination of this Agreement forany
reason other than the completion of the Services, the Contractor
shall, at the State’s discretion, deliver to the Contracting Officer,
not later than fifteen (15) days after the date of termination, a
report (“Termination Report™) describing in detail all Services
performed, and the coniract price earned, to and including the
date of termination. The form, subject matter, content, and
number of copies of the Termination Report shall be identical to
those of any Final Report deseribed in the attached EXHIBIT B.
In addition, at the State’s discretion, the Contractor shall, within
15 days of notice of early termination, develop and submit to the
State a Transition Plan for services under the Agreement.

10. DATA/ACCESS/CONFIDENTIALITY/
PRESERVATION.

10.1 As used in this Agreement, the word “‘data” shall mean all
information and things developed or obtained during the
performance of, or acquired or developed by reason of, this
Agreement, including, but not limited to, all studies, reports,
files, formulae, surveys, maps, charts, sound recordings, video
recordings, pictorial reproductions, drawings, analyscs, graphic
representations, computer progr

finished or unfinished.

10.2 All data and any property which has been received from
the State or purchased with funds provided for that purpose
under this Agreement, shall be the property of the State, and
shall be returned to the State upon demand or upon termination
of this Agreetnent for any reason.

10.3 Confidentiality of data shall be governed by N.H. RSA
chapter 91-A or other existing law. Disclosure of data requires
prior written approval of the State.

11. CONTRACTOR’S RELATION TO THE STATE. Inthe
performance of this Agreement the Contractor is in all respects
an independent contractor, and is neither an agent nor an
employee of the State. Neither the Contractor nor any of its
officers, employees, agents or members shall have authority to
bind the State or receive any benefits, workers’ compensation or
other emoluments provided by the State to its employees.

12. ASSIGNMENT/DELEGATION/SUBCONTRACTS.
12.1 The Contractor shall not assign, or otherwise transfer any
interest in this Agreement without the prior written notice, which
shell be provided to the State at least fifteen (15) days prior to
the assignment, and a written consent of the State.

power of the Contractor, or (b) the sale of all or substantially all
of the assets of the Contractor,

12.2 None of the Services shall be subcontracted by the
Contractor without prior written notice and consent of the State,
The State is entitled to copies of all subcontracts and assignment
agreements and shall not be bound by any provisions contained
in a subcontract or an assignment agreement to which it is not a

party.

13. INDEMNIFICATION, Unless otherwise exempted by law,

Scope of Services

1.  The Department of Safety, Division of Homeland Security and Emergency Management
(hereinafter referred to as “the State™) is awarding the Town of Tuftonboro (hereinafier referred to
as “the Subrecipient”) $131,811.30 contingent upon preparatory work, temporary easements,
phased construction for access, replacement of a catch basin and culvert with a 3FT diameter
HDPE pipe, road reconstruction, installation of culvert end sections and scour protection, and
returning the area to pre-construction conditions without impacting the nearby stream.

2. “The Subrecipient” agrees that the project grant period ends on May 2, 2026 and that a final
performance and expenditure report will be sent to “the State” by June 2, 2026.

3.  “The Subrecipient” agrees to comply with all applicable federal and state laws, rules, regulations,
and requirements.

4, “The Subrecipient” shall maintain financial records, supporting documents, and all other pertinent
records for a period of three (3) years from the grant period end date, In these records, “the
Grantee” shall maintain décumentation of the 10% cost share required by this grant.

5. “The Subrecipient” agrees to comply with all the Acknowledgement of Programmatic
Requirements and the Record of Environmental Considerations.

6. “The Subrecipient” shall participate in a pre-construction initial site visit from FEMA at least 30
days prior to construction commencing.

7. The financial assistance provided for this project is conditioned upon the delivery of the following
components: 1. Preparation work would include clearing trees and placing erosion and sediment
controls. 2. Temporary easements are expected to be required for construction. Phased
construction techniques would be utilized to maintain access during construction. The proposed
temporary construction easement would be used for construction vehicle access to remove the
existing culvert and catch basin and install the new ditch and culvert. The sediment basin (shown
in site plans) would be temporary (if needed), for use during construction. 4. The area would be
returned to pre-construction conditions. 5. Construction would involve replacing the existing catch
basin and culvert with a 3FT diameter HDPE pipe. Approximately 20 FT of roadway
reconstruction is expected on each side of the culvert. Culvert end sections would be installed at
the inlet and outlet, in addition to scour protection (stone fill). Exact location for stone fill would
be determined during the final design phase of the project but would likely be at the inlet to the
culvert and the outlet apron. No guardrails are anticipated. No headwalls or wingwalls are planned
to be installed on either side of the culvert. The project is for drainage only and would not affect
the nearby stream.

Project Scope of Werk:

The Town of Tuftonbaro would use Hazard Mitigation Grant Program (HMGP) funding to replace the
existing Curtis Road drainage system. The existing drainage system is undersized, which results in
significant damage to the roadway during regular storm events. This results in road closure until repairs
could be completed, inconveniencing town residents and emergency services. Curtis Road is the only
access to this area of town.

Prep work would include clearing trees and placing eresion and sediment controls. Temporary
easements are expected to be required for construction, Equipment staging would occur on the north
end of the project limits within the right of way. The proposed tree removal area would be within limits of
ground disturbance in the right of way and within proposed easement areas. Approximately 40 trees
(including rootballs) would be removed. Phased construction techniques weuld be utilized to maintain
access during construction. The proposed temporary construction easement would be used for
construction vehicle access to remove the existing culvert and catch basin and install the new ditch and
culvert. The sediment basin (shown in site plans) would be temporary (if needed), for use during
construction. The existing system consisis of an undefined ditch on the northwest side of Curtis Road,
which flows into a catch basin on the northwest side of the 12-IN culvert, which outlets to the southeast
side of Curtis Road. The area would be returned to pre-construetion conditions.

Construction would involve replacing the existing catch basin and culvert with a 3FT diameter HDPE
pipe. Approximately 20 FT of roadway reconstruction is expected on each side of the culvert. Culvert
end sections would be installed at the'inlet and outlet, in addition to scour protection (stone fill). Exact
location for stone fill would be determined during the final design phase of the project but would likely be
at the inlet to the culvert and the outlet apron. No guardrails are anticipated. No headwalls or wingwalls
are planned to be installed on either side of the culvert. The project is for drainage only and would not
affect the nearby stream.

The
proposed temporary construction easement would be used for construction vehicle access to
remove the existing culvert and catch basin and install the new ditch and culvert. The sediment
basin (shown in site plans) would be temporary (if needed), for use during construction. 4. The
area would be returned to pre-construction conditions. 5. Construction would involve replacing
the existing catch basin and culvert with a2 3FT diameter HDPE pipe. Approximately 20 FT of
roadway reconstruction is expected on each side of the culvert. Culvert end sections would be
installed at the inlet and outlet, in addition to scour protection (stone fill). Exact location for
stone fill would be determined during the final design phase of the project but would likely be
at the inlet to the culvert and the outlet apron. No guardrails are anticipated. No headwalls or
wingwalls are planned to be installed on either side of the culvert. The project is for drainage
only and would not affect the nearby stream.
