REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Administrative Services to enter into a contract with
Prolerized New England Company LLC (VC#174517), Portland, OR in the amount of $0.00 for
scrap metal collection and recycling services, with an option to extend up to four additional years
effective upon Governor and Executive Council approval for the period of October 1, 2024,
through September 30, 2029.

EXPLANATION

The Department of Administrative Services (DAS), through the Bureau of Purchase and
Property (BoPP), issued request for bid (RFB) 2920-24 for scrap metal collection and recycling
services on May 30, 2024, with responses due on June 13, 2024, The RFB reached 271 vendors
through the NIGP registry with an additional 11 directly sourced. There was 1 compliant
response received from the incumbent. This was bid as a rebate program at no cost to the State.
BoPP conducted a post-bid audit with non-participating vendors, the reasons for no-bid were due
to not having the ability to offer pick-up services in the northern regions of the state or the
inability to recycle the full list of items to properly serve the State of New Hampshire scrap
metal collection and recycling needs. .

Upon approval, this contract with Prolerized New England Company LLC will continue
to provide statewide scrap metal collection and recycling services for agencies to maintain
proper disposal of scrap metal. These items are an integral part of agencies’ ability to maintain
safe and clean State businesses.

Scrap metal is one of the few items that can regularly be recycled. Nonferrous scrap
makes up approximately 10% of the total material recycled in the United States but earns more
than half of scrap recycling revenue. Metal is in limited supply, and while we can manufacture
more glass and plastic from natural resources, we can’t make more aluminum, copper, and steel.
Not providing this service would increase environmental hazards and public safety issues.

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Upon approval, this contract with Prolerized New England Company LLC will allow
continuous services for scrap metal collection and recycling services in a timely and
environmentally efficient manner. This contract is at no cost to the State; however, it is
anticipated to result in approximately $334,214.40 in rebate revenue over the contract term.

The estimated term (5 years) and projected rebate revenue of $334,214.40 are " based on
the average annual items that are recycled from White Farm. There is no estimated term spend
as this is a rebate program. Any items with a cost associated to the State will be held as
inventory at White Farm until there is a truckload request ensuring financial offset or fesulting in
totals which generate revenue to the State.

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2. SERVICES TO BE PERFORMED, The State of New
Hampshire, acting through the agency identified in biock 1.1
{“State™), engages contractor identified n block 1.3 {““Contractor”)
to perform, and the Contractor shall perform, the work or sale of
goods, or both, identified and more particularly described in the
attached EXHIBIT B which is incorporated herein by reference
(“Servites™). .

3. EFFECTIVE DATE/COMPLETION OF SERVICES.

3.1 Notwithstanding any provision of this Agreement to the
contrary, and subject to the approval of the Governor and
Executive Council of the State of New Hampshire, if applicable,
this Agreement, and all obligations of the parties hereunder, shall
become effective on the date the Governor and Executive Council
approve this Agreement, unless no such approval is required, in
which case the Agreement shall become effective on the date the
Apreement is signed by the State Agency as shown in block LI3
(“Effective Date™).

3.2 If the Contractor commences the Services prior to the Effective
-Date, all Services performed by the Contractor prior to the
Effective Date shall be performed at the sole risk of the Contractor,
and in the event that this A greement does not become effective, the
State shall have no liability to the Contractor, including without
limitation, any obligation to pay the Contractor for any costs
incurred or Services performed.

3.3 Confractor must complete all Services by the Completion Date
specified in block 1.7.

4. CONDITIONAL NATURE OF AGREEMENT.
Notwithstanding any provision of this Agreement to the contrary,
ail obligations of the State hereunder, including, without limitation,
the continuance of payments hereunder, are contingent upon the
availability and continned appropriation of funds. In no event shall
the State be liable for any payments hereunder in excess of such
available appropriated funds. In the event of a reduction or
termination of appropriated finds by any state or federal legislative
or exectitive action that reduces, eliminates or otherwise modifies
the appropriation or availability of funding for this Agreementand
the Seope for Services provided in EXHIBIT B, in whole or in part,
the State shall have the right to withhold payment until such funds
become available, if ever, and shall have the right to reduce or
terminate the Services under this Agreement immediately upon
giving the Contractor nofice of such reduction or termination. The
State shall not be required to transfer finds from any other account
or source to the Account identified in block 1.6 in the event finds
in that Account are reduced or unavailable.

5. CONTRACT PRICE/PRICE LIMITATION/ PAYMENT.
5.1 The contract price, method of payment, and terms of payment
are identified and more particularly described in EXHIBIT C
which is incorporated herein by reference.

5.2 Notwithstanding any provision in this Agreement to the
contrary, and notwithstanding unexpected circumstances, in no
event shall the total of all payments authorized, or actually made
hereunder, exceed the Price Limitation set forth in block 1.3, The
payment by the State of the contract price shall be the only and the
complete reimbursement to the Contractor for all expenses, of
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whatever nature incured by the Contractor in the performance
hereof and shall be the only and the complete compensation to the
Contractor for the Services.

5.3 The State reserves the right to offset from any amounts
otherwise payable to the Contractor under this Agreement those
liquidated amounts required or permitted by N.H RSA 80:7
through RSA 80:7-¢ or any other provision of law.

5.4 The State’s liability under this Agreement shall be limited to
monetary damages not ko exceed the total fees paid. The Contractor
agrees (hat it has an adequate remedy at law for any breach of this
Agreement by the State and hereby waives any right to specific
performance or other equitable remedies against the State.

6. COMPLIANCE BY CONTRACTOR WITH LAWS AND
REGULATIONS/EQUAL EMPLOYMENT
OPPORTUNITY.

6.1 In connection with the performance of the Services, the
Contractor shall comply with all applicable statutes, laws,
regulations, and orders of federal, state, county or municipal
authorities which impose any obligation or duty upon the
Contractor, including, but not limited to, civil rights and equal
employment opportunity laws and the Governor's order on Respect
and Civility in the Workplace, Executive order 2020-01. Im
addition, if this Agreement is funded in any part by monles of the
United States, the Contractor shall comply with all federal
executive orders, rules, regulations and statutes, and with any rules,
regulations and guidelines 25 the State or the United States issue to
implement these regulations. The Contractor shall also comply
with all applicable intellectual property laws.

6.2 During the term of this Agreement, the Contractor shall not
discriminate against employees or applicants for employment
because of age, sex, sexual orientation, tace, color, marital status,
physical or mental disability, religious creed, national origin,
gender identity, or gender expression, and will take affirmative
action to prevent such diserimination, unless exempt by state or
federal law. The Contractor shall ensure any subcontractors
comply with these nondiscrimination requirements.

6.3 No payments or transfers of vaiue by Contractor or ifs
representatives in connection with this Agreement have or shal] be
ntade which have the purpose or effect of public or commercial
bribery, or acceptance of or acquiescence in extortion, kickbacks,
or other unlawful or improper means of obtaining business.

6.4. The Contractor agrees to permit the State or United States
access 1o any of the Contractor’s books, records and accounts for
the purpose of ascertaining compliance with this Agresment and
all rules, regulations and orders pertaining to the covenants, terms
and conditions of this Agreement.

7. PERSONNEL.

7.1 The Contractor shall at its own expense provide all personnel
necessary to perform the Services. The Contractor watrants that all
personnel engaged in the Services shall be qualified to perform the
Services and shall be properly licensed and otherwise authorized to
do so under all applicable laws.

7.2 The Contracting Officer specified in block 19, or any
successor, shall be the State's point of contact pertaining to this
Agreement.

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8. EVENT OF DEFAULT/REMEDIES.

8.1 Any one or more of the follawing acts or omissions of the
Contractor shall constitute an event of default hereunder (*Event
of Defavit™):

8.1.1 failure to perform the Services satisfactorily or on schedule;
8.1.2 failure to submit any report required heresnder; and/or

8.1.3 failure to perform any other covenant, term or condition of
this Apreement.

8.2 Upaon the occurrence of any Event of Defauit, the State may
take any one, or more, or all, of the Tollowing actions:

8.2.1 give the Contractor a written notice spectfying the Event of
Default and requiring it to be remedied within, in the absence of a
greater or lesser specification of time, thirty (30} calendar days
from the date of the notice; and if the Event of Default is not timely
cured, lerminate this Agreement, effective two (2) calendar days
after giving the Contractor notice of termination;

8.2.2 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Default and suspending all payments to be made under this

9. TERMINATION.

8.2 Upon the occurrence of any Event of Default, the State may
take any one, or more, or all, of the following actions:

8.2.1 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Default and requiring it to be remedied within, in the absence of a
greater or lesser specification of time, thirty (30) calendar days
from the date of the notice; and if the Event of Default is not timely
cured, terminate this Agrezment, effective two (2) calendar days
after giving the Contractor notice of termination;

8.2.2 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Default and suspending all payments to be made under this
Agreement and ordering that the portion of the contract price which
would othervise accrue to the Contractor during the period from
the date of such notice until such time as the State determines that
the Contractor has cured the Event of Defauit shall never be paid
to the Contractot;

8.2.3 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Default and set off against any other obligations the State may owe

8.2.4 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Default, treat the Agreement as breached, terminate the Apreement
and pursue any of its remedies at law or in equity, or both.

9. TERMINATTON. 9.1 Notwithstanding paragraph 8, the State
may, at its sole discretion, terminate the A greement for any reason,
in whole or in part, by thirty (30) calendar days written notice to
the Contractor that the State is exercising its option to terminate the

10.1 Ag used
in this Agreement, the word “Property” shall mean all data,
information and things developed or obtained during the
performance of, or acquired or developed by reason of, this
Agreement, including, but not limited to, all studies, reports, files,
formulae, surveys, maps, charts, sound recordings, video
recordings, pictorial reproductions, drawings, analyses, graphic
representations, computer programs, computer prinfouts, notes,
letters, memoranda, papers, and documents, all whether finished or
unfinished,

10.2 All data and any Property which has been received from the
State, or purchased with funds provided for that purposc under this
Agreement, shall be the property of the State, and shall be returned
to the State upon demand or upon termination of this Agrcement
for any reason.

10.3 Disclosure of data, information and other records shall be
governed by N.H. RSA chapter 91-A and/or other applicable law.
Disclosure requires prior written approval of the State.

1i. CONTRACTOR’S RELATION TO THE STATE. In the
performance of this Agreement the Contractor is in ail respects an
independent contractor, and is neither an agent nor an employee of
the State.
