Authorize the Department of Environmental Services (NHDES} to amend an American Rescue Plan Act {ARPA} grant
(PO #1088538) with RPE Rochester, LLC (VC# 365804-B001), Rochester, NH, by increasing the grant limitation by
$145,000 to 51,036,330, from $891,330, and by extending the completion date to December 31, 2025, from
December 1, 2024, for an interconnection at Paradies Estates in Rochester, NH to a larger public water system
upon Governor and Executive Council approval. The original grant was approved by Governor and Executive Council
on September 7, 2022, item #79. 100% Federal Funds.

EXPLANATION

We are requesting approval of this amendment to provide RPE Rochester, LLC additional time and funding to
complete an interconnection at Paradies Estates in Rochester, NH to a larger public water system to remediate
per- and poly-fluoroalky! substances (PFAS). While the interconnection itseif is complete, disconnecting the well
from service caused the groundwater table to rise which now floods one of the community’s roadways seasonally.
This additional time and funding will allow RPE Rochester, LLC to address the unintended consequences of
removing the well from service, and cover the additional construction, engineering, and contingency costs.

NHDES initially approved ARPA grant funding up to $540,780 for RPE Rochester, LLC. in conjunction with a Drinki ng
Water and Groundwater Trust Fund grant of $350,550 and Drinking Water State Revolving Loan Fund loan of
$861,420 to interconnect with a larger public water system to address PFAS contamination above NH drinking
water standards and upgrade the water distribution system and service connections. This is an allowable use of
ARP FRF funds under Section 602 (c)(1)(D) to make necessary investments in water, sewer, or broadband
infrastructure.

To date, a total of $887,209 of the original grant amount of $891,330 has been spent. if federal funds become no
longer available, general funds will not be requested to support this program. This grant amendment has been
approved by the Attorney General's Office as to form, substance, and execution.

This Agreement (hereinafter called the Amendment} is by and between the State of New Hampshire,
acting by and through its Department of Environmental Services (hereinafter referred to as the State) and RPE
Rochester, LLC acting by and through its Manager, Kevin Lacasse (hereinafter referred to as the Grantee).

WHEREAS, pursuant to an Agreement (hereinafter called the Agreement) approved by the Governor and
Council on September 7, 2022, the Grantee agreed to perform certain services upon the terms and conditions
specified in the Agreement and in consideration of payment by the State of certain sums as specified therein;
and

WHEREAS, The Grantee and the State have agreed to amend the Agreement in certain respects;

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing, and the covenants and conditions contained in the
Agreement and set forth herein, the parties hereto do hereby agree as follows:

1. Amendment and Modification of Agreement: The Agreement is hereby amended as follows:

{A) The Completion Date as set forth in sub-paragraph 1.7 of the Agreement shall be changed to
December 31, 2025 from December 1, 2024,

{B) The Grant Limitation as set forth in sub-paragraph 1.8 of the Agreement shall be changed to
$1,036,330, from $891,330.

(C) Delete Exhibit C and replace with Exhibit C — Amendment 1. Exhibit C — Amendment 1 is attached
hereto and incorporated into this amendment and agreement by reference.

2. Effective Date of Amendment; This Amendment shall take effect upon the date of approval of this
Amendment by the Governor and Executive Council of the State of New Hampshire.

3. Continuance of Agreement: Except as specifically amended and modified by the terms and conditions of
this Amendment, the Agreement, and the obligations of the parties thereunder, shall remain in full force
and effect in accordance with erms and conditions set forth therein.

The NHDES shall pay to the Grantee the total reimbursable program costs up to $1,036,330 for eligible
drinking water improvements costs not to exceed the total Grant Limitation of $1,036,330 in
accordance with the following requirements:

Reimbursement requests for program costs shall be made no more than once per calendar month by
the Grantee using the American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA} Disbursement form or Drinking Water and
Groundwater Trust Fund {DWGTF) Disbursement Form as supplied by the NHDES, which shall be
completed and signed by the Grantee. The disbursement form shall be accompanied by proper
supporting documentation based upon direct costs. The Grantee will maintain adequate
documentation to substantiate all Program related costs. All work shall be performed to the
satisfaction of the NHDES before payment is made.

The funding for eligible non-PFAS related drinking water improvement costs is a combination of an
ARPA grant of $369,180, a DWGTF grant of $350,550 and a DWSRF loan of $861,420. Each ARPA
disbursement request will be paid 100% of eligible expenses as ARPA grant funds not to exceed
$685,780. To the greatest extent practicable, ARPA funds shall be fully disbursed prior to disbursing
other grant funds. In concert with RPE Rochester, LLC’'s DWSRF loan, each DWGTF disbursement
request will be paid 29% of eligible expenses as DWGTF grant funds not to exceed 5350,550.

The funding for eligible costs associated with the interconnection to the City of Rochester described in
Exhibit B is an ARPA grant of $316,600. Each 'disbursement request will be paid 100% of eligible
expenses as ARPA grant funds not to exceed $316,600.

Changes to the Scope of Services require NHDES approval in advance. All work must be completed
prior to the completion date (section 1.7) in this Grant Agreement to be eligible for reimbursement.

Groundwater Trust Fund (DWGTF), and the Drinking Water State Revolving Loan Fund {DWSRF) has offered RPE
Rochester, LLC $1,752,750 in a2 combination of grant and toan funds for the proposed project.

RPE Rachester, LLC will use the DWGTF grant, the DWSRF laan, and a portion of the ARPA grant to make significant
upgrades to the water distribution system including upgrades to the water mains, service connections and pump
house. The remaining ARPA grent funds will be used to interconnect the water system with the City of Rochester
to address PFAS contamination.

ARPA is a $1.9 trillion economic stimulus bill passed by the 117th United States Congress and signed into law by
. President Biden on March 11, 2021, to speed up the United States’ recovery from the economic health effects of
the COVID-19 pandemic and the resultant recession. The Act defines eligible uses of the-state and local funding,
including responding to public health emergencies, respondmg to workers performing essennal work during the
COVID-19 emergency, providing revenue relief to states and making investments in water, sewer, and broadband
infrastructure. RPE Rochester, LLC will use the $540,780 ARPA grant for the water distribution system upgrades
and interconnection projects: Both projects are eligible DWSRF infrastructure projects and are allowable uses of
"ARP FRF funds under Section 602 (c)(1){D} of the US Treasure Department final rule to make necessary
investments in'water, sewer, or broadband mfrastructure

The DWGTF was created in 2016, using $276 million of MLBE trial judgement funds, as authorized by RSA 485-F.
The purpose of the Trust Fund is to provide sustainable, long-term funding for the protection, preservation, and
enhancement of the drinking water and groundwater resources of the state. The Drinking Water and Groundwater
Advnsory Commission was established to administer the Trust Fund and to provide guidance to the State on the
use of the Trust Fund. On December 13, 2021, the Advisory Commission voted to authorize $350,550 as a grant
ta RPE Rochester, LLC to fund the distribution system improvements pro;ect in combunation with the ARPA grant
and DWSRF loan.

The DWSRF loan amount will be based on the total DWSRF funds disbursed and may be less than $861,420. The
loan interest rate may be adjusted downward if the DWSRF loan rate in effect upon project completion Is less than
the current annual rate of 1.256% for thirty years. RPE Rochester, LLC Is eligible for principal forgiveness under
the 2021 DWSRF Intended Use Plan. The amount of principal forgiveness will be determined when the aggregate
principal amount is established, and the project Is complete. There is currentty a balance of 545 450 286 in the
DWSRF avaulable for new loans.

If these funds become no longer available, General funds will not be requested to support this program. This
agreement has been approved by the Attorney General's Office as to form, substance, and execution.

SCOPE OF SERVICES -

RPE Rochester, LLC will use the American Rescue Plan Act of 2021 {ARPA) and Drinking Water and Groundwater
Trust Fund (DWGTF) grant funds to fund upgrades to thelr water distribution system including upgrades to the
distribution malns, service connections and pump house. Grant funds will be used In conjunctlon with loan
funds to complete the design, bidding, construction, and englneering aversight of the construction contract for
the project.

To address PFAS contamination of thelr existing supply well, RPE Rochester, LLC will interconnect thelr drinking
water svstem with the Clty of Rochester’s water system (PWS #2001010). The interconnection will be solely
funded by ARPA grant funds. Grant funds will be used to Install water main from the pumphouse to a
connection at Gear Road Including @ meter pit with master meter and decommission the existing supply well.

As a requirement of this grant funding, RPE Rochester LLC must prepare a small water system business plan and
develop and adhere to an asset maintenance and renewal plan for the funded improvements and provide

documentation supporting this requirement.
