EXPLANATION

The Department of Agriculture, Markets and Food is seeking approval of this transfer because the Fiscal
Year 2025 cumulative transfer amount will exceed the threshold of $100,000 for transferred

appropriations set out in RSA 9:16-a, I. The New Hampshire Department of Agriculture, Markets, and
Food, State Conservation Committee (NHDAMF), receives other funds for the Soil Conservation program
through the Conservation License Plate program, RSA 261:97-c III (a). Grants are awarded through a
competitive process to groups including municipalities. County Conservation Districts. County
Cooperative Extension natural resource programs, municipal conservation agencies, schools, scout
groups, and other nonprofit entities engaged in natural resource conservation programs for conservation
activities. This position ensures long range strategic planning and provides program guidance to the
conservation districts to ensure successful implementation of conservation projects and program services.

The Following appropriation authorities are being requested;

Class 010 - Personal Services Perm Class - to be increased to cover the shortfall projected for the salary
of one full time employee

Class 037 - Technology - Hardware - to be reduced by moving funds into class 073

Class 039 - Telecommunications - to be reduced by moving money into class 073

Class 065 - Board Expenses - to be reduced by moving money into class 073

Class 073 - Grants Non-Federal - to be increased to provide grants to nonprofit entities for the purpose

of conservation programs

Class 102 - Contracts for Program Services - to be reduced by moving money into class 073

Class 103 - Contracts for Operational Services - to be reduced by moving money into class 010 and

class 073.
