REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the New Hampshire Department of Environmental Services (NHDES) to amend an American

Rescue Plan Act grant (P0#1090189) to the Town of Wolfeboro, NH (VC# 177500 BOOl), by increasing

the grant limitation by $108,800 to $780,800, from $672,000, and by extending the completion date to
April 30, 2026, from March 31, 2025, for the Mill Street Sewer Pump Station Upgrades project. The

original grant agreement was approved by Governor and Council on December 21, 2022, Item #103 and

amended on March 13, 2024, Item #5C. 100% federal funds.

EXPLANATION

We are requesting approval of this amendment in order to provide the Town of Wolfeboro additional

grant funding and time to complete the agreed upon scope of services. The Town is replacing the aged

and failing wastewater infrastructure of the wastewater treatment facility (WWTF), which includes

construction of a new pump station to replace the existing Mill Street Pump Station. The new pump

station will be connected to the existing force main to deliver flow to the WWTF. The Town encountered

unanticipated time delays during the bid evaluation and award process as well project cost increases.

The project obtained construction bids, but ultimately due to project cost overruns an agreement could

not be reached between the lowest bidder and the Town.

NHDES, through the American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA) funds, has offered the Town of Wolfeboro an

additional $108,800 in grant funds, increasing the total grant limitation to $780,800, to be used towards

the Mill Street Pump Station replacement. The additional funding will be used towards re-bidding of the

project, construction administrative costs, and construction of the new pump station to replace the

existing Mill Street Pump Station. The increase in award and time extension will allow the Town to be

able to rebid the project in the fall of 2024 and complete the project during the 2025 construction

1. Amendment and Modification of Agreement: The Agreement Is hereby amended as follows:

(A) The Completion Date as set forth in sub-paragraph 1.7 of the Agreement shall be changed

from March 31, 2025, to April 30, 2026.

(B) The Grant Limitation as set forth in sub-paragraph 1.8 of the Agreement shall be changed to

$780,800 from $672,000.
(C) The grant award as set forth In the third paragraph of Exhibit C shall be changed to

$780,800, from $672,000.

2. Effective Date of Amendment: This Amendment shall take effect upon the date of

approval of this Amendment by the Governor and Executive Council of the State of New
Hampshire.

3. Continuance of Agreement: Except as specifically amended and modified by the terms and

conditions of this Amendment, the Agreement, and the obligations of the parties thereunder,

shall remain in full force and effect in accordance with the terms and conditions set forth

therein.

The Town of Wolfeboro requested a total of $1,680,000 in funding from NHDES for needed
improvements tothewastewater treatment facility (WWTF). NHDES, through the American Rescue Plan
Act funds (ARPA) and the Clean Water State Revolving Loan Fund (CWSRF) has offered the Town
$1,680,000 in a combination of grant and loan funds.

The town will use the grant and loan funding to replace aged and tilling wastewater Infrastructure,
Including a new pump station to replace to the existing Mill Street Pump Station. The new pump station
will be connected to the existing force main to deliver Row to the Wastewater Treatment Facility.

ARPA of 2021 Is a $1.9 trillion economic stimulus bill passed by the 117^ United States Congress and
signed into law by President Blden on March 11,2021, to speed up the United States' recovery from the
econo~nilc health effects of the COVID-19 pandemic and the resultant recession. The Act defines eligible
uses of the state and local funding, including responding to public health emergencies, responding to
workers performing essential work during the COVID-19 emergency, providing revenue relief to states
and maklnginvestmentslnv/ater, sewer, and broadband infrastructure. This is an allowable use of ARP

FRF funds under Section 602 {c){l){D) to make necessary investments In water, sewer, or broadband
infrastructure.

In accordance with the final rule from the US Treasury Department for water and wastewater
Infrastructure Investments, project eligibility is aligned with the Environmental Protection Agency's
Clean Water State Revolving Fund (CWSRF) and Drinking Water State Revolving Fund (DWSRF). This
project Is an eligible CWSRF Infrastructure project.

The Supplemental (final] loan amount will be based upon the total CWSRF funds disbursed and may be
less than $1,008,000. Under federal capitalization grant requirements, this loan includes principal
forgiveness of up to $151,200. Currently, there is $80,247,343 available to loan after this request.

In the event that funds become no longer available, general funds will not be requested to support this
program. This grant agreement has been approved by the Attorney General's Office as to form,
substance and execution.
