Authorize the Department of Environmental Services (NHDES) to award a grant to Rutledge Place Condominium
Association in Plaistow, NH (VC# 490150-B001) in the amount not to exceed $603,250 to interconnect to a larger
municipal public water supply to address per-and polyfluoroalkyi substances (PFAS), effective upon Governor & Council
approval through December 31,2026.100% PFAS Response Funds.

EXPLANATION

The Per- and Polyfluoroalkyi Substances Remediation Grant and Loan Fund (PFAS RLF) was created, as authorized
by RSA 485-H, to provide low interest loans and grants to community public water systems; non-profit, non-
transient, non-community public water systems; municipalities; and wastewater facilities to address exceedances
of PFAS standards for costs incurred after September 30, 2019. Grant and loan applications are accepted year-
round and reviewed for eligibility in the order in which the applications are received.

Rutledge Place Condominium Association in Plaistow, NH will use grant funding to interconnect to a larger municipal
public water supply to address per- and poly-fluoroalkyi substances (PFAS) present within the sole source of drinking
water. Grant funds will be used for the required environmental review, engineering design, construction, and
connection of water main, decommissioning of contaminated well and associated infrastructure, engineering design
and construction phase observation and other associated eligible project costs.

This grant agreement has been approved by the Attorney General's Office as to form, substance, and execution.

Give the Grantee a written notice specifying the Event of Default and requiring it
to be remedied within, in the absence of a greater or lesser specification of time,
thirty (30) days from the date of the notice; and if the Event of Default is not
timely remedied, terminate this Agreement, effective two (2) days after giving the
Grantee notice of tenninatioo; and
Give the Grantee a written notice specifying the Event of Default and suspending
all payments to be made under this Agrwmenl and ordering that the portion of the
Grant Amount which would otherwise accrue to the Grantee during the period
from the date of such notice until such time as the State determines that the
Grantee has cured the Event of Default shall never be paid to the Grantee; and
Set off against any other obligation the State may owe to the Grantee any damages
the State suffcis by reason of any Event of Default; and
Treat the agreement as breached and pursue any of its remedies at law or in equity,
or both.

TERMINATION.

In the event of any early tcrminatioQ of this Agreement for any reason other than
the con^letion of the Inject, the Grantee shall deliver to the Grant Officer, not
later than fifteen (15) days after the date of termination, a report (hereinafter
referred to as the Tenuination Report") describing in detail all Project Work
performed, and the Grant Amount earned, to and iochidmg the date oftermination.
In the event of Tamination under paragraphs 10 or 12.4 of these general
provisions, the approval of such a Termination Report by the State shall entitle
the Grantee to receive that portion of the Grant amount earned to and including
the date of termination.

In the event of Termination under paragraphs 10 or 12.4 of these general
provisions, the approval of such a Tenninatioa Report by the State shall in no
event relieve the Grantee finm any and all liability for damages sustained or
incurred by the State as a result of the Grantee's breach of its obligations
hereunder.

Notwithstanding anything in this Agreement to the contrary, either the State or,
except where notice default has been given to the Grantee hereunder, the Grantee,
may terminate this Agreement without cause upon thirty (30) days written notice.
