REQUESTED ACTION

The Department of Safety (DOS), Division of Emergency Services and Communications (DESC) respectfully
requests approval to enter into a Grant Agreement with the Town of Colebrook New Hampshire, Northern Borders
Dispatch ̂ BD) (VC# 177375 B002), of 17 Bridge Street, Colebrook NH 03576, in the amount of $1,092,613.00
providing NBD Federal American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA) pass-through grant funds. Effective upon Govemor and
Executive Council approval through December 31, 2026. Funding Source: 100% Federal Funds.

EXPLANATION

ThiS'ARPA grant has been awarded to the Town of Colebrook New Hampshire, NBD as a passthrough from the
Division of Emergency Services and Communications (DESC) for NBD to procure a computer-aided dispatch system
to replace their current incoming call recording software. Their current Trltech Software System is no longer
supported and is now considered obsolete. The Town of Colebrook, Northern Borders Dispatch shall ensure the
following as part of the Northern Borders Dispatch Centers Project strengthening public safety communications in
the Great North Woods of New Hampshire:

Procure Implementation of a CAD (Computer Aided Dispatch) system; Equipment to enhance the current Radio
simulcast system; and mobile data terminals.and laptops for first responders in the communities they serve. CAD
system and integration of associated 911 interface & Mapping components will take place at Northern Borders
Dispatch Direct, Bridge St. Colebrook, NH. Police, Fire and EMS for all locations in their service area. Training will
be initiated on the CAD system and 911 Interface and Mapping Components for Dispatch and front-end users. The
project is expected to provide increased response times of first responders through advanced CAD Mapping, Mobile
Data Terminals, and improved telecommunications equipment on our towers.

considered obsolete.

The Town of Colebrook, Northern Borders Dispatch shall ensure the following as part of the
Northern Borders Dispatch Centere Project strengthening public safety communications in the
Great Nortli Woods of New Hampshire:

■  Procure Implementation of CAD system, 911 intcifacc & Mapping components will take
place at Noitliem Borders Dispatch Direct, Bridge St. Colebrook, NH. Police, Fire and
FMS for all locations in our service area will receive, and be trained on the integration of
Mobile Data Terminals (MDT) supplied to Colebrook and Pittsburg, NH Police,
EMS/Ambulances: Ramsey Road, Colebrook, NH and^Errol, Nil Fire Station, and 4 Fire
Departments; Colebrook, Pittsburg, Errol, NH and Becchcr Falls, Vi. Training will be
initiated on CAD system, 911 Interface and Mapping Corhpouents for Dispatch and front-

end users. Vendor estimates implementation and training on nil systems at 6 months.

As outlined in the Subrecipieiit Risk Asscssmenl, the DESC shall complete periodic audits, no
less than semi-annually for reporting, and semi-annual check-ius, to ejisure compliance with the
laws and rttles govcniing the use of the ARPA FRF grant.
