EXPLANATION

TTie purpose of this request Is to transfer funds necessary to fund a memorandum" of understanding
(MOU) with the Department of Safety (DOS) to pay for increased security services at New Hampshire
Hospital (NHH).

For the past 19 years, NHH and DOS have had an MOU in place to provide for the security of Governor
Hugh Gallen State Office Complex and NHH. DOS State Troopers have provided this security, which
has been financially supported by NHH, but has also served all of Hugh Gallen State Office Complex! To
this end, NHH annually budgets an amount sufficient to fund the MQU to support DOS' security
activities. Following the events of November 17, 2023, DOS, at the request of the Governor, completed a
comprehensive safety and security, assessment and, along with agreement from NHH and DHHS
leadership, updated and modified the existing security model specifically for staff, patients, and visitors at
NHH. DOS subsequently posted a Request for Proposal (RFP) on March 27, 2024, for. Security and
Dispatch Services for the New Hampshire State Office Complex and NHH. This MOU is specific to
IX)S and NHH only however and staff from the awarded vendor will serve both NHH and SOPS campus.
Through this RFP DOS Is seeking to enter a contract to provide contracted security and potentially
dispatch services to NHH.

DHHS needs to transfer funds sufficient to cover the additional costs of the future DOS contract. DHHS
will pay DOS through an MOU and DOS will use the additional funds for the DOS security contract.
After funds have been transferred to the appropriate class line, DOS and DHHS will bring forward an
updated MOU to Governor and Executive Council for approval. Relatedly, DOS will bring forward the
security contract if this request is approved.

The following appropriation adjustments are being requested:

AU 8750, Class 010 - Personal Services-Perm. Classified - transferred to 8410 (support) Class
049 - Transfer to Other State Agencies to finance, the additional outside vendor security contract
services cost.
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AU 8750, Class 060 - Benefits — Transferred to 8410 (support) Class 049 - Transfer to Other State
Agencies to finance the additional outside vendor security contract services cost.

AU 8410, Class 049 - Transfer to Other State Agencies - To fund the MOU with DOS for
increased security services at NHH.

The following is the information specifically required when transfers are requested, in accordance with
the Budget Officer's instructional memorandum dated April 17, 1985, to support thie above requested
actions:

Justification:

1) ■ Does this transfer involve continuing programs or one-time projects?
This is a one-time transfer to fund enhanced security. This funding will be budgeted in the
appropriate class in future fiscal years.

2) Is this transfer required to maintain existing program levels or will it increase the program?
This transfer is required to enhance the security detail at NHH.

3) Cite any requirements which make this program mandatory.
NHH is accredited by The Joint Commission on behalf of the Centers for Medicare & Medicaid
Services. Safety and Security are integral parts of many requirements for accreditation.

4) Identify the source of funds on all accounts listed on this transfer.
Ail funds to be transferred originate in accounting unit 8750 and are to be transferred to accounting
unit 8410. Funds being transferred are General Funds $489,619 and other funds- agency income
$209,836.

5) Will there be any effect on revenue if this transfer is not approved?
There will be no effect on revenue if this transfer is not approved.

6) Are funds expected to lapse if this transfer is not approved?
Yes, NHH may lapse General and Other funds in the originating accounting units if the transfer is
not approved.

7) Are personnel services involved?

No.

The Department has conducted a detailed review of line items in the budget to ensure that available funds
are maximized to the greatest degree possible. .. .
