EXPLANATION

The Mark Stebbins Community Center (MSCC), a 501(c)3) nonprofit organization, is a new initiative to
address the critical needs of underserved children and families on the West Side of Manchester, MSCC
will be a multi-service nonprofit center to bring resources to children and families. The West Side of
Manchester faces several challenges, including a lack of access to food, childcare, healthcare,
transportation, and social services. The Center’s goal is to bring nonprofit services together under one
roof in one location to serve the community. The community center will focus on meeting the needs
identified by the community and will provide services, assistance, and empowerment to a growing
population in need. The Center will focus on providing services such as affordable, walkable childcare,
after-school care, access to affordable health care, community meeting space, and additional support
services offered by our anchor agency tenants and other fellow nonprofit agencies.

This award is given in the form of a forgivable loan agreement. This investment will help fund costs
associated with the construction of the new Center. MSCC intends to start construction in Spring 2025
and complete the project within one year. GOFERR will monitor the progress on the construction to

LOAN AGREEMENT 4
FOR STATE FISCAL RECOVERY FUNDS
GENERAL PROVISION

1. THE PARTIES

The Mark Stebbins Community Center (“Borrower™), represented by its authorized agent,
Oresete J. Mosca (“Borrower’s Agent”), hereby enters this Loan Agreement for State
Fiscal Recovery Funds (this “Agreement”) with the State of New Hampshire, Governor’s
Office for Emergency Relief and Recovery (the “Lender”) or its successor, as of the
effective date of this Agreement. Borrower and Lender shall collectively be known as
“the Parties”.

2. PURPOSE OF AGREEMENT

Lender agrees to use American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA) State Fiscal Recovery Funds
(SFRF) to lend Borrower up to $996,501 (the “Loan Amount™} for reasonable and
eligible approved expenses incurred in the construction of the approved Project (the
“Project”), a multi-service non-profit center on the West Side of Manchester, NH. The
Project shall be completed by June 30, 2026 (the “Completion Date™).

3. AREA COVERED

Except as otherwise specifically provided for herein, the Borrower shall perform the
Project in, and with respect to, the State of New Hampshire.

4. EFFECTIVE DATE, COMPLETION OF PROJECT

This Agreement, and all obligations of the parties hereunder, shall become effective on

the date of approval of this Agreement by the Governor and Council of the State of New

Hampshire.

Except as otherwise specifically provided herein, the Project, including all reports
required by this agreement, shall be completed in its entirety prior to June 30, 2026.

5. LOAN AMOUNT, LIMITATIONS ON AMOUNT, VOUCHERS, PAYMENT

The maximum Loan Amount is $996,501.
The manner of and schedule of payment shall be as set forth in this Agreement.

In accordance with the provisions of this Agreement and as consideration of the
satisfactory performance of the Project, as determined by Lender and as limited by the

_ terms and conditions of this Agreement, Lender shall loan Borrower an amount up to the

maximum Loan Amount. Lender shall withhold from the amount otherwise payable to
Borrower under this Agreement only those sums required or permitted to be withheld
pursuant to N.H. RSA 80:7 through 7-c.

The payment by Lender of the Loan Amount shall be the only, and the complete,
compensation to Borrower for the Project. Lender shall have no liabilities to Borrower
other than the Loan Amount.

Notwithstanding anything in this Agreement to the contrary, and notwithstanding
unexpected circumstances, in no event shall the total of all payments authorized or
actually made hereunder exceed the Loan Amount.
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6. COMPLIANCE BY BORROWER WITH LAWS AND REGULATIONS

In connection with the performance of the Project, Borrower shall comply with all
statutes, laws, regulations, and orders of federal, state, county, or municipal authorities
which shall impose any obligation or duty upon the Borrower, including the acquisition
of any and all necessary permits and RSA 31-65-b.

7. RECORDS AND ACCOUNTS

Between the Effective Date and the date seven (7) years after the Completion Date,
unless otherwise required by the terms of this Agreement or Lender, Borrower shall keep
detailed accounts of all expenses incurred in connection with the Project, including, but
not limited to, costs of administration, transportation, insurance, telephone calls, and
clerical materials and services. Such accounts shall be supported by receipts, invoices,
bills, and other similar documents.

Between the Effective Date and the date seven (7) years after the Completion Date,
unless otherwise required by the terms of this Agreement or Lender pursuant to section
7.1, at any time during Borrower’s normal business hours, and as often and Lender shall
demand, Borrower shall make available to Lender all records pertaining to all matters
covered by this Agreement. Borrower shall permit Lender to audit, examine, and
reproduce such records, and to make audits of all contracts, invoices, materials, payrolls,
records of personnel, data (as that term is hereinafter defined), and other information
relating to all matters covered by this Agreement. As used in this section, “Borrower”
includes all persons, natural or fictional, affiliated with, controlled by, or under common
ownership with the entity identified as the Borrower in Section 1 of these provisions.

In event of any
dispute hereunder, the interpretation of this Agreement by the Loan Officer, and the Loan
Officer’s decision on any dispute, shall be final.

On and after the Effective Date, all data, and any property which has been received from
Lender or purchased with funds provided for that purpose under this Agreement, shall be
the property of the Lender, and shall be returned to the Lender upon demand or upon
termination of this Agreement for any reason, whichever shall first occur.

Lender, and anyone it shall designate, shall have unrestricted authority to publish,
disclose, distribute, and otherwise use, in whole or in part, all data.

13. CONFLICT OF INTEREST

No officer, member, or employee of Borrower, and no representative, officer, or
employee of the State of New Hampshire or of the governing body of the locality or
localities in which the Project is to be performed, who exercises any functions or
responsibilities in the review or approval of the undertaking or carrying out of such
Project, shall participate in any decision relating to this Agreement which affects their
personal interest or the interest of any corporation, partnership, or-association in which
they are directly or indirectly interested, nor shall they have any personal or pecuniary
interest, direct or indirect, in this agreement or in the proceeds thereof.

14. BORROWER’S RELATION TO THE STATE

In the performance of the Agreement, Borrower, its employees; and any subcontractor or
subgrantee of Borrower are in all respects independent contractors and are neither agents
nor employees of Lender. Neither Borrower nor any of its officers, employees, agents,
members, subcontractors, or subgrantees shall have authority to bind Lender nor are they
entitled to any of the benefits; worker’s compensation, or emoluments provided by
Lender to its employees.

15. ASSIGNMENT AND SUBCONTRACTS

Borrower shall not assign or otherwise transfer any interest in this Agreement without the
prior written consent of Lender. None of the Project Work shall be subcontracted or
subgranted by Borrower other than as set forth in this Agreement without the prior
written consent of Lender.

16. INDEMNIFICATION

Borrower shall defend, indemnify, and hold harmless Lender, its officers, and its
employees from and against any and all losses suffered by Lender, its officers, and its
employees, and against any and all claims, liabilities, or penalties asserted against

Lender, its officers, or its employees by or on behalf of any person on account of, based
on, resulting from, arising out of (or which may be claimed to arise out of) the acts or
omissions of Borrower or subcontractor, subgrantee, or any agency of Borrower.
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Notwithstanding the foregoing, nothing herein contained shall be deemed to constitute a
waiver of the sovereign immunity of Lender, which immunity is hereby reserved to
Lender. This covenant shall survive termination of this Agreement.

No failure by Lender to enforce any provisions hereof after any Event of Default shall be
deemed a waiver of its rights with regard to that Event or any subsequent Event. No
express waiver of any Event of Default shall be deemed a waiver of any provision hereof.
No such failure of enforcement shall be deemed a waiver of the right of Lender to enforce
each and all of the provisions hereof upon further or other default on the part of .
Borrower. ‘

19. NOTICE
Any notice by a party hereto to the other party shali be deemed to have been duly
delivered or given at the time of mailing by certified mail, postage prepaid, in a United
States Post Office address to the parties at the address first given.

20. AMENDMENT
This Agreement may be amended, waived, or discharged only by an instrument in writing
signed by the parties hereto and only after approval of such Amendment by the Governor
and Council of the State of New Hampshire, if required, or by the signing State agency.

21. CONSTRUCTION OF AGREEMENT AND TERMS
This Agreement shall be construed in accordance with the law of the State of New
Hampshire and is binding upon and inures to the benefit of the parties and their
respective successors and assignees. The captions and section headers are used only as a
