REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Environmental Services to amend an American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA) grant
(PC# 1086621) to Copple Crown Village District (VC #160707-8001), New Durham, NH, by extending the
completion date to December 31, 2025, from September 1, 2025, and increasing the grant limitation by
$218,000 to $352,800 from $134,800 for water system improvements, effective upon Governor and Council
approval through December 31, 2025. The original grant was approved by Governor and Council on June 29,
2022, Item #133, and amended on November 29, 2023, Item #5E. 100% Federal Funds.

EXPLANATION

The District had originally requested a total of $265,200 in Drinking Water State Revolving Fund (DWSRF)
loan and $134,800 in ARPA grant funding, totaling $400,000 for needed water system improvements. We are
requesting approval of this amendment to provide the District $218,000 in additional grant funds, and more
time to complete water system improvements that will improve water supply quality, quantity, and
reliability.

The District was awarded funding for the design and construction of an addition at the Station 2 building to
accommodate new storage tanks, treatment system, booster pumps; construction of a new access road;
installation of new pressure reducing valve structures and water main distribution upgrades; and other water
system improvements. The increase in grant funds and extension of the completion date is needed to address
higher than expected construction costs and to provide additional time for the project completion due to
delays of consulting engineer selection and development of project design. To date, $20,475.57 of the ARPA
grant funds have been spent.

In the event federal funds become no longer available, general funds will not be requested to support this
program. This grant amendment has been approved by the Attorney General's Office as to form, substance,
and execution.

(A) The Completion Date as set forth in sub-paragraph 1.7 of the Agreement shall be changed from
September 1, 2025 to December 31, 2025.

(B) The Grant Limitation as set forth in sub-paragraph 1.8 of the Agreement shall be changed from
S134;800 to $352,800.

(C) Delete Exhibit C and replace with Exhibit C - Amendment 1. Exhibit C - Amendment 1 is attached
hereto and incorporated into this amendment and agreement by reference.

2. Effective Date of Amendment: This Amendment shall take effect upon the date of approval of this

Amendment by the Governor and Executive Council of the State of New Hampshire.

3. Continuance of Agreement: Except as specifically amended and modified by the terms and conditions of
this Amendment, the Agreement) and the obligations of the pafties thereunder, shall remain in full force
and effect in accordance with the terms and conditions set forth therein.

EXPLANATION

We are requesting approval of this amendment to provide the Copple Crown Village District (District)
additional time to complete water system Improvements that will improve water supply quality, quantity
and reliabilfty. The District was awarded funding to design and construction of an addition at the Station
2 building to accommodate new atmospheric and pressure tanks, treatment system, backwash
discharge, booster pumps; .connection of the existing waterline and electrical line from the well to the
building; construction of a new access road; installation of new pressure reducing valve structures and
water main distribution upgrades; and construction of new pressure tanks and booster pumps at
Stations 1 and 3. The project suffered delays to secure an Engineering Consultant to prepare the design,
permitting and construction oversight due to the shortage of consultants in the state. Extension of the
completion date Is needed to allow for more time to complete the project how that a consultant has
been retained.

The District will use the grant and loan funding to make water system Improvements including the design
and construction of an addition at the Station 2 building to accommodate new atmospheric and pressure

tanks, treatment system, backwash discharge, booster pumps; connection of the existing wateriine and
electrical line from the well to the building; construction of a new access road; installation of new
pressure reducing valve structures and water main distribution upgrades; and construction of new
pressure tanks and booster pumps at Stations 1 and 3. The project will address major structural
deficiencies and accessibility issues and will Improve water supply quality, quantity, and rellabitlty.

ARPA of 2021 Is a $1.9 trillio^n economic stimulus bill passed by the 117^ United States Congress and
signed-into lawbyA^sident Biden on March 11,2021, to speed up the United States' recovery from the,
economic health effects ofthe^OVID-19 pandemic and the resultant recession. The Act defines eligible
uses of the state and local funding, including responding to public health emergencies, responding to
workers performing essential work during the COVID-19 emergency, providing revenue relief to states
and making Investments in water, sewer, and broadband Infrastructure. This Is an allowable use of ARP
FRF funds under Section 602 <c){l)(D) to make necessary Investments In water, sewer, or broadband
Infrastructure.

In accordance with the final rule from the US Treasury Department for water and wastewater
infrastructure investments, project eligibUfty is aligned with the Environmental Protection Agency's
Clean Water State Revolving Fund (CWSRF) and Drinking Water State Revolving Fund (DWSRF). This
project is an eligible DWSRF infrastructure project.

The final DWSRF loan amount will be based on the total DWSRF funds disbursed and may be less than

$265,200. The loan Interest rate may be adjusted downward if the DWSRF loan rate in effect upon
project completion Is less than the current rate of 1.255% for thirty years. The District is eligible for
