REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the New Hampshire Department of Environmental Services (NHDES) to amend an American

Rescue Plan Act grant (P0#1097380) to the Town of Newmarket, NH (VC# 177449 B003), by increasing

the grant limitation by $100,000 to $600,000, from $500,000, for septage receiving upgrades at Its
Wastewater Treatment Facility (WWTF), effective upon Governor and Council approval through March

1,2026. The original grant agreement was approved by Governor and Council on January 10, 2024, Item

#46.100% federal funds.

EXPLANATION

We are requesting approval of this amendment in order to provide the Town of Newmarket additional

grant funding to complete the agreed upon scope of services. The Town is conducting septage receiving

upgrades to the WWTF. Although the project is on schedule, due to project cost increases, in materials,

equipment, and services, the project requires additional funding to complete the original anticipated

scope of work.

NHDES, through the American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA) funds has offered the Town of Newmarket an

additional $100,000, Increasing the total grant limitation to $600,000. The additional funding will be used
towards completing the upgrades to the WWTF's septage receiving capabilities by implementing an
automated septage receiving system to Include a mechanical screen, wash press, septage storage tanks,

and an automated tracking and receiving system. Not only will these improvements optimize septage

receiving at the WWTF, but the addition of septage will provide benefits to the secondary treatment,

optimizing total nitrogen removal, and will allow Newmarket to accept additional septage from

surrounding communities, within the seacoast region, who lack capacity improving septage

management. The Increase in award will allow the Town to complete the anticipated work scoped for

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the WWTF upgrades. This Is an allowable use of ARP FRF funds under Section 602 (c)(1)(D) to make

necessary investments in water, sewer, or broadband infrastructure. To date, $76,598.01 of the original
$500,000 grant has been spent.

In the event federal funds become no longer available, general funds will not be requested to support

this program. This grant amendment has been approved by the Attorney General's Office as to form,

substance and execution.

4 2024, is by and between the State of New Hampshire, acting by and through its
Department of Environmental Services (hereinafter referred to as the State) and the Town of
Newmarket acting by and through its Town Manager, Stephen Fournier (hereinafter referred to as the
Grantee).

WHEREAS, pursuant to an Agreement (hereinafter called the Agreement) approved by the
Governor and Council on January 10, 2024, the Grantee agreed to perform certain services upon the
terms and conditions specified In the Agreement and in consideration of payment by the State of
certain sums as specified therein; and

WHEREAS, The Grantee and the State have agreed to amend the Agreement in certain respects;

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing, and the covenants and conditions

contained in the Agreement and set forth herein, the parties hereto do hereby agree as follows:

1. Amendment and Modification of Agreement: The Agreement is hereby amended as follows:

(A) The Grant Limitation as set forth in sub-paragraph 1.8 of the Agreement shall be changed to
$600,000 from $500,000.

(B) The grant award as set forth in the first paragraph of Exhibit C, the Grant Limitation shall be
changed to $600,000 from $500,000.

2. Effective Date of Amendment: This Amendment shall take effect upon the date of
approval of this Amendment by the Governor and Executive Council of the State of New

Hampshire.

3. Continuance of Agreement: Except as specifically amended and modified by the terms and
conditions of this Amendment, the Agreement, and the obligations of the parties thereunder,
shall remain in full force and effect in accordance with the terms and conditions set forth

therein.

EXPLANATION

NHDES selected an awardee for the Clean Water Infrastructure projects from pre-appllcants who
submitted proposed projects to the Clean Water State Revolving Fund (CWSRF) loan program in 2023.
Newmarket was offered funding for their project utilizing the 2023 CWSRF Project Priority List to address
local and regional septage receiving needs.

The Town of Newmarket will use the grant funding to upgrade Its septage receiving capabilities by
implementing an automated septage receiving system to Include a mechanical screen, wash press,
septage storage tanks, and an automated tracking and receiving system. Not only will these
improvements optimize septage receiving at the WWTF, but the addition of septage will provide benefits
to the WWTFs secondary treatment to optimize total nitrogen removal required by its Great Bay Total
Nitrogen Permit. These improvements will also allow Newmarket to accept additional septage from
surrounding communities who lack capacity Improving septage management In the seacoast region. This
Is an allowable use of ARP FRF funds under Section 602 (c)(1)(D) to make necessary investments in water,
