REQUESTED ACTION

Approve Rebecca J. Burbank 2014 Trust's request to perform the following work on Lake Winnipesaukee in Alton
pursuant to NH Department of Environmental Services (NHDES) Wetlands Bureau permit #2024-01150, and in

accordance with RSA 482-A:3. No comments were submitted by the Alton Conservation Commission regarding the

project as proposed.

Reconfigure and extend the easternmost breakwater to 43 feet in length in a dog-leg configuration resulting in an

overall footprint reduction of 85 square feet, replace the 4 foot x 35 foot 6 inch cantilevered pier with a 4 foot x 30

foot cantilevered pier connected to a 6 foot x 8 foot landing, repair the 27 foot long west breakwater and 7 fender

piles with bumper boards, and install two seasonal personal watercraft lifts and a piling supported boatlift on an

average of 203 feet of frontage along Lake Winnipesaukee on Treasure Island in Alton.

NHDES imposed the following conditions as part of this approval:
1. In accordance with Env-Wt 307.16, all work shall be done in accordance with the revised plans, revision dated

July 12, 2024, by Watermark Marine Construction as received by the NH Department of Environmental Services

(NHDES) on July 12, 2024.

2. This permit shall not be effective until it has been recorded in the Belknap County Registry of Deeds and a copy

of the recorded permit has been provided to the department as required pursuant to RSA 482-A:3, and Env-Wt
314.02.

3. In accordance with Env-Wt 512.04(d), the sides and top of the breakwater shall have irregular surfaces to diffuse

wave activity.

4. In accordance with Env-Wt 512.05(c), any rocks stockpiled in jurisdictional areas shall be removed as soon as

practicable; and in every case, by the conclusion of construction of the breakwater.

5. All seasonal structures. Including watercraft lifts, shall be removed for the non-boating season as required per
Env-Wt 513.22.

6. Only those structures shown on the approved plans shall be installed or constructed along this frontage as

required per Env-Wt 513.22, (a).

7. All portions of the new and reconfigured docking structures, including the breakwater toe-of-slope, shall be

located at least 20 feet from the abutting property lines and no watercraft shall be secured to the docking facility

such that it crosses over the imaginary extension of the property lines over the surface water as required by RSA

482-A:3, XIII.

8. Owners of permanent docking structures which are not maintained so as to be structurally sound and usable for
their intended purpose shall remove those docking structures in accordance with Env-Wt 513.22(c), to prevent

hazards to public safety, navigation, and recreation.

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9. The owner understands and accepts that should these docking structures be found to have an unreasonable

impact on the ability of abutting owners to use and enjoy their properties or the public's right to navigation,
passage, and use of the resource for commerce and recreation the structures shall be subject to removal

pursuant to RSA 482-A:l, RSA 482-A:ll, II, and Env-Wt 513.03(a).
10. All development activities associated with any project shall be conducted in compliance with applicable

requirements of RSA 483-B and Env-Wq 1400 during and after construction as required pursuant to RSA 483-6:3.

11. Work authorized shall be carried out in accordance with Env-Wt 307 such that appropriate turbidity controls are
in place to protect water quality, that no turbidity escapes the immediate dredge area, and that appropriate

turbidity controls shall remain until suspended particles have settled and water at the work site has returned to
normal clarity.

12. All construction-related debris shall be placed outside of those areas subject to RSA 482-A or RSA-483-B unless a

permit for the deposition of materials within those areas has been obtained as required per RSA 482-A:3 or RSA

483-B:S-b respectively.

13. Pursuant to RSA 482-A:14, RSA 482-A:14-b, and RSA 482-A:14-c, NHDES is authorized to take appropriate

compliance actions should it be determined that, based upon additional information which becomes available,

any of the structures depicted as "existing" on the plans submitted by or on behalf of the permittee were not

previously permitted orgrandfathered.
EXPLANATION

NHDES approved this project on August 21, 2024. NHDES supported its decision with the following findings:

1. This is a major impact project per Administrative Rule Env-Wt 513.24(c)(3), the dock is proposed adjacent to or

attached to a breakwater.

2. The applicant has an average of 203 feet of frontage along Lake Winnipesaukee.

3. A maximum of 3 slips may be permitted on this frontage per Rule Env-Wt 513.12, Frontage Requirements for

Private and Non-commercial Docking Structures.

4. The proposed docking facilities will provide 3 slips as defined per RSA 482-A:2, VIII, and therefore meets Rule
Env-Wt 513.12.

5. The NHDES finds that because the project Is not of significant public interest and will not significantly impair the

resources of Lake Winnipesaukee a public hearing under RSA 482-A:8 is not required.

6. No concerns were received from abutters nor the local Conservation Commission related to the project.

7. The NHDES finds that the project as proposed and conditioned meets the requirements of RSA 482-A and the

Wetlands Program Code of Administrative Rules Chapters Env-Wt 100 - 900. No waivers of RSA 482-A or the

Wetlands Program Code of Administrative Rules Chapters Env-Wt 100 - 900 were requested or approved under

this permit action.

NHDES Wetlands Bureau permit #2024-01150 application documents are enclosed for review by the Governor and

the Executive Council in consideration of this request and in accordance with RSA 482-A:3, 11(a), as it is a major
project located in New Hampshire public waters.

The NH Natural Heritage database has been checked for records of rare species and exemplary natural
communities near the area mapped below. The species considered include tftose listed as Threatened or
Endangered by either the state of New Hampshire or the federal government. We currently have no recoixJed
occurrenoes for sensitive spedes near this project area.

A negative result (no record in our database) does not mean that a sensitive species Is not present. Our data
can only tell you of known occurrences, bas^ on information gathered by qualified biologists and reported to
our office. However, many areas have never been surveyed, or have only been surveyed for certain spedes.
An on-site survey would provide better Informaiion on what species and communities are indeed present.

Based on the information submitted, no further consultation with the NH Fish and Game Department
pursuant to Fis 1004 is required.
