Authorize the Department of Environmental Services to amend an American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA) grant
(PO#1097266) to Tranquility Estates Cooperative, Inc. (VC #471928-R001), Raymond, NH, by increasing the grant
limitation by $114,510 to $1,114,510 from $1,000,000 for water system improvements, effective upon Governor
and Council approval through December 1, 2025. The original grant was approved by Governor and Council on
December 20, 2023, Item #118. 100% Federal Funds.

EXPLANATION

The Tranquility Estates Cooperative (Cooperative) had originally requested a total of $1,000,000 in ARPA grant
funding for needed water system improvements. We are requesting approval of this amendment to provide the
Cooperative $114,510 in additional ARPA grant funds to complete water system improvements that will improve
water system reliability.

The Cooperative will use the grant funding to make drinking water system improvements, including upgrades to
the existing pump house, replacement of the storage tanks, and the replacements of water distribution mains and
services lines throughout the Cooperative. The increase in grant funds is needed due to higher than expected
construction costs. To date, $92,875 of the ARPA grant funds have been spent.

In the event federal funds become no longer available, general funds will not be requested to support this
program. This grant amendment has been approved by the Attorney General’s Office as to form, substance, and
execution.

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing, and the covenants and conditions contained
in the Agreement and set forth herein, the parties hereto do hereby agree as follows:

1 Amendment and Modification of Agreement: The Agreement is hereby amended as follows:

(A) The Grant Limitation as set forth in sub-paragraph 1.8 of the Agreement shall be changed
from $1,000,000 to $1,114,510.

(B) Delete Exhibit C and replace with Exhibit C - Amendment 1. Exhibit C — Amendment 1 is
attached hereto and incorporated into this amendment and agreement by reference.

2. Effective Date of Amendment; This Amendment shall take effect upon the date of approval of
‘this Amendment by the Governor and Executive Council of the State of New Hampshire.

3. Continuance of Agreement: Except as specifically amended and modified by the terms and
conditions of this Amendment, the Agreement, and the obligations of the parties thereunder,
shall remain in full force and effect in accordance with the terms and conditions set forth
therein.

Disbursement requests for program costs shall be made no more than once per calendar month by the
Grantee using the American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA) Disbursement form as supplied by the NHDES,
which shall be completed and signed by the Grantee. The disbursement form shall be accompanied by
proper supporting documentation based upon direct costs. The Grantee will maintain adequate
documentation to substantiate all Program related costs, and track drinking water and wastewater
work separately.
