Explanation

Due to the nature of the Councii on Housing Stabiiity, a Councii of the Legislature, and the rules in Legislation
allowing one of the lead agencies to accept grants on behalf of the Councii, Community Development Finance
Authority (CDFA) has been voted by the Councii to accept the grant funds and subgrant them to a consultant for
the development of the next strategic plan. When the Council was created by Executive Order, private grants were
used to develop the 2021-2024 Strategic Plan which we are currently using.

The Council on Housing Stability plans to develop with the support of consultants the next strategic plan which

wiil identify what significant issues remain, establish a solid foundation to sustain our efforts indefinitely, and
successfully advance the objectives and tasks of the new strategic plan over the next three years.

After a competitive RFP review, the Selection Committee identified Beth Saunders Associates fBSAl and Housing
Action New Hampshire to lead the Council through the next strategic planning process. BSA has recently

completed strategic planning work for the Laconia Housing Task Force with stellar remarks. Committee members
agreed that this firm aligned well with the Council's culture. The Council plans to officially Introduce the new
strategic plan in early 2025. Acceptance of these funds will allow us to support the Strategic Plan.

ni. USE OF GRANT FUNDS

The grant is not earmarked for lobbying activity or
influencing legislation within the meaning of Section 4945(e) of the Code and the accompanying
Treasury Regulations, and the Foundation and the Grantee have made no agreement, oral or written, to
that effect.

Grantee confirms they are familiar with the U.S. Executive Orders and laws prohibiting the provision of
resources and support to individuals and organizations associated with terrorism and the terrorist related
lists promulgated by U.S. government. Grantee will use reasonable efforts to ensure it does not support
or promote terrorist activity, related training, or money laundering.

Grantee confirms no goods or services were provided to the Foundation in exchange for or in
consideration of this grant.

Grant funds cannot be re-granted to a secondary Grantee. Grantee confirms that the Foundation has not
earmarked the use of grant funds for any specific sub-grantee.

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The Foundation reserves the right at its discretion to terminate or suspend the grant or withhold
payment if (a) it is necessary to comply with any requirements of the law, (b) Grantee fails to
comply with any of the terms or conditions in this Grant Agreement, or (c) the Foundation is not
satisfied with Grantee progress.

The Grantee is required to return the grant funds to the Foundation immediately if the Grantee
organization loses exemption from federal income tax under Section 501(c)(3) of the Code.

The Grantee is required to immediately repay the Foundation any portion of the grant funds that
are not used for the purpose of this grant. Any unused grant funds must be returned promptly to
the Foundation upon completion of the grant unless the Foundation approves a request to extend
the grant period.

VU. ACKNOWLEDGEMENT, PUBLICITY, AND COMMUNICATION

Vm. INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY AND PRODUCT OWNERSHIP

The Grantee agrees that any work performed pursuant to the Grantee's grant application, or work
funded by the Endowment grant ("Work Product") will be promptly disclosed to the Endowment.
All copyrightable Work Products prepared by the Grantees pursuant to the Endowment grant are
"works made for hire," and the Endowment will own all intellectual property rights thereto. The
Grantee agrees to assign to the Endowment all of the Grantee's rights, title, and interest (including
but not limited to all patent and trade secret rights) in and to all Work Products prepared by the
Grantee pursuant to the Endowment grant to the extent made or conceived by the Grantee.

The Endowment agrees to grant the Grantee an exclusive license to make, use, have made, and sell
world-wide all Work Products. The Grantee shall have the right to sublicense all Work Products to
third parties on terms and conditions within its sole discretion, provided that the Grantee pays the
Endowment a royalty of fifty percent (50%) of all proceeds derived from any sublicenses.

Grantee agrees to indemnify, defend and hold the Foundation harmless from and
against any and all liability, loss, and expense (including reasonable attorney fees and expenses)
or claims for injury or damages arising out of or resulting from, or that are alleged to arise out of
or result from, the actions or omissions by the Grantee or any directors, officers, agents,
volunteers, employees, contractors or subcontractors with respect to this grant.

I.iahility Insurance. Grantee agrees to obtain and maintain appropriate liability insurance.

No Continuing Obligation. The Foundation has no continuing obligation to provide additional
support to the Grantee or any third party the Grantee may hire, employ, retain, contract with, or
engage based upon this Grant. The Grantee or any employee, independent contractor, agent, or
vendor of the Grantee shall not represent itself/himself as an employee, independent contractor,
agent, or vendor of the Endowment.

Entire Agreement: Severabilitv and Amendment. This Grant Agreement is the entire agreement
and supersedes any prior oral or written agreements or communications by the Foundation or by
the Grantee regarding its subject matter. The provisions of this Grant Agreement are sevcrable so
that if any provision is found to be invalid, illegal, or unenforceable, or any provision is revised or
amended and approved by the Foundation, such finding, revision, or amendment shall not affect
the validity, construction, or enforceability of any remaining provisions.

In consideration of the awarding of the Grant and of the agreements made herein, the Grantor and the
Grantee hereby accept the terms and conditions of this Terms of Awards which become binding,
retroactively, upon the Award Date specified below.
