REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Agriculture, Markets, and Food (DAMP) to enter into a Cooperative Project
Agreement (CPA) with the University of New Hampshire In the amount of $1,685,541.00 to provide
infrastructure upgrades for University of New Hampshire research institutions and conduct new

research to support the state's agriculture industry to benefit producers, consumers, and the

environment, effective upon Governor and Council approval through September 30, 2026. This is an

allowable use of ARPA SFRF funds Section 602 (c) (1) (A) to respond to the public health emergency or its
negative impacts. 100% Federal Funds.

EXPLANATION

This request will fund multiple infrastructure and research projects at the University of New Hampshire

to support New Hampshire's agriculture industry addressing critical needs that benefit producers,

consumers, and the environment as described in detail below. The New Hampshire Department of
Agriculture, Markets, and Food (DAMF) identified these needs through broad outreach to the state's

agricultural service providers, commodity groups, and farm membership groups.

These projects will be carried out by UNH College of Life Sciences and Agriculture under the oversight of
DAMF.

Upgrades to the NH Veterinary Diagnostic Lab - Upgrades to the NH Veterinary Diagnostic Lab will
support the facility in meeting increased demand for diagnostic services and pursuing its top strategic
goal of lab-wide accreditation and membership into the National Animal Health Lab Network. NAHLN
membership would certify the lab to test for high consequence and foreign animal diseases such as
Avian Influenza, Foot & Mouth Disease, African Swine Fever and Chronic Wasting Disease. The currently
highly pathogenic avian influenza outbreak has been devastating to the United States poultry industry.
The lab's ability to rapidly identify animal disease has a significant impact on our food system,
international trade and human health. $680,641;

High-tunnel Research Program - This proposed funding will support development of a comprehensive,
long-term high-tunnel research program to rapidly increase best practice management research and
farmer education for cost-effectively using these technologies to significantly decrease the impacts of
weather variability and uncertainty for the state's small and medium-sized farmers who produce high-
input cost, high-value fruits and vegetables. $80,000;

Post-harvest storage - This proposed funding will support research to enable vast progress in post-
harvest crop management for NH-specific fruits and vegetables to enable farmers to adapt their storage
practices to changing production seasons and to capture significantly higher local sales opportunities
during winter and spring due to more effective and NH-specific science-based storage
recommendations. $390,000;

this program.

COOPERATIVE PROJECT AGREEMENT
beiween the

STATE OF NEW HAMPSHIRE, Department of Agriculture, Markets, and Food
and the

University of New Hampshire of the UNIVERSITY SYSTEM OF NEW HAMPSHIRE

A. This Cooperative Project Agreement (hereinafter "Project Agreement") is entered into by the State of
New H^pshire, Department of Agriculture, Markets, and Food, (hereinafter "State"), and the
University System of New Hampshire, acting through University of New Hampshire, (hereinafter
"Campus"), for the purpose of undertaking a project of mutual interest. This Cooperative Project shall
be carried out under the terms and conditions of the Master Agreement for Cooperative Projects between
the State of New Hampshire and the University System of New Hampshire dated November 13, 2002,
except as may be modified herein.

B. This Project Agreement and all obligations of the parties hereundcr shall become effective on the date
the Governor and Executive Council of the State of New Hampshire approve this Project Agreement
( Effective date") and shall end on 9/30/26. If the provision of services by Campus precedes the
Effective date, all services performed by Campus shall be performed at the sole risk of Campus and in
the event that this Project Agreement does not become effective, State shall be under no obligation to
pay Campus for costs incurred or services performed; however, if this Project Agreement becomes
effective, all costs incurred prior to the Effective dale that would otherwise be allowable shall be paid
under the terms of this Project Agreement.

Regarding Debarment, Suspension, Ineligibility and Voluntary Exclusion - Lower Tier Covered
Transactions," provided by GOFERR, without modification, in all lower tier covered transactions and in
all solicitations for lower tier covered transactions.

(8) A Grantee in a covered transaction may rely upon a certification ofGrantee in a lower tier covered
transaction that it is not debarred, suspended, ineligible, or involuntarily excluded from the covered
transaction, unless it knows that the certification is erroneous.
