REQUESTED ACTION

To authorize New Hampshire Employment Security (“NHES”) to enter into a sole source
retroactive amendment to an existing contract with ECI Systems, LLC, Andover, MA for
statewide alarm and access systems testing, maintenance, repairs and monitoring services, to
increase the Contract Price Limitation to $144,915.17 from $130,774.40, an increase of
$14,140.77, with no change to the completion date, effective upon Governor and Council
approval through November 30, 2024. 100% Federal Funds.

The original contract was approved by the Governor and Council on November 22, 2021 (Item
#54) following a competitive bid process.

EXPLANATION

NHES is requesting approval of the attached sole source, retroactive contract amendment for
statewide alarm and access systems testing, maintenance, repairs and monitoring services in
order to add money to the current contract to cover additional costs associated with recent
security system upgrades completed to the NH Works network of buildings. This request is
labeled sole source and retroactive as NHES is increasing the Contract Price Limitation by more
than 10% due to additional work, requested by NHES, to install additional security features at
NHES Local Offices. As a result of this additional work, NHES will exceed the originally
approved Contract Price Limitation.

NHES has contracted with ECI Systems, LLC to provide alarm and access systems testing,
maintenance, repairs and monitoring services since December 1, 2021. While security at the NH
Works locations has always been a top priority for NHES, the security at these buildings has
gained heightened scrutiny by the department following the recent incident at New Hampshire
Hospital.

NHES completed a security assessment of all buildings in August of 2023 conducted by the
Cybersecurity and Infrastructure Security Agency at the Federal Department of Homeland
Security. This review produced recommendations for each building to enhance access security as
well as the security within the buildings. The department then enlisted ECI to complete the work
to implement recommendations within the scope of their contract. This added cost was beyond
that envisioned in the original contract. However, after the security incident on the state campus,
NHES decided to immediately go ahead with additional security measures such as adding lock
down capabilities on additional access points and adding access controls on additional interior
areas of buildings. NHES felt this work was critical to complete as soon as possible and needed
to coordinate this work with a separate vendor that handles the mechanical issues associated with
access points. These are the reasons this request is being submitted seeking approval to add funds
as well as add these funds retroactively.

NHES continues to have a need for ordinary, day to day, alarm and access systems testing,
maintenance, repairs and monitoring services for the remainder of the contract term through
November 30, 2024. NHES anticipates initiating a competitive procurement process prior to
contract expiration to evaluate options for the next contract term.

The services provided under this agreement ensure the safety and security of NHES Local
Offices, employees, and clients statewide. Approval of this amendment will enable NHES to
continue to meet the needs of those served by the agency.
