EXPLANATION-

The bepar_tment is requesting to: (1) budget and expend additional Medicaid Enhancement Tax (MET)
revenue; and (2) accept and expend matching federal funds within Medicaid Care Management.

The MET is paid by certain hospitals at a rate of 5.4 percent on net patient services revenue. The amount
of the MET received during State Fiscal Year 2024 was greater than the amount budgeted because the Net
Patient Revenue was higher than forecasted during the State Fiscal Year 2024 budget process. RSA 167:64,
I(a}(2)(D) specifies that “any remaining funds produced from the Medicaid enhancement tax shall be used
to support -provider payments and to support Medicaid services and programs administered by the
department.” In accordance with State law, the Department is seeking to budget and expend the State Fiscal
Year 2024 MET revenues and matching federal funds and apply them to the State Fiscal Year 2025 ad_]usted
authorized budgeted revenue.

The funds are to be budgeted as folloWs;
‘Class 041 Funds will be uéed for Audit Fund Set Aside per State requiremenit.

Class 101" Funds will be used for expenses associated with Medicaid Care Management capitation
payments, . fee-for-service provider payments, and Division for Children, Youth and
Families /Children’s Behavnoral Health Services for clients enrolled in New Hampshire’s
Medicaid program -

. In the event that Federal F unds become no longer avallable General Funds will not be requested to support
the MET program. ;
