1. Pursuant to RSA 14:30-a, VI, authorize the Department of Health and Human Services, Division of
Medicaid Services, to budget and expend prior year agency income Drug Rebate revenue in the amount
of $14,473,415, for expenses associated with Medicaid Care Management, effective upon approval by
the Fiscal Committee and Governor and Council through June 30, 2025, and further authorize the
allocation of these funds in the account below. 100% Other Funds (Drug Rebates).

2. Contingent upon approval of Requested Action #1, and pursuant to RSA 14:30-a, VI, authorize the
Department of Health and Human Services, Division of Medicaid Services, to accept and expend
matching federal funds in the amount of $14,487,888, for expenses associated with Medicaid Care
Management, effective upon approval by the Fiscal Committee and Governor and Council through June
30, 2025, and further authorize the allocation of these funds in the accounts below. 100% Federal
Funds.

EXPLANATION

The Department is requesting to budget and expend additional Drug Rebate revenue and matching federal
funds within Medicaid Care Management.

The Department of Health and Human Services (DHHS) requests to accept additional Other funds. Drug
Rebates, to Accounting Unit 79480000 for Medicaid Care Management, (MCM) to cover expenses in the
Division of Medicaid Services. Funding in Accounting Unit 79480000 represents costs associated with
purchased services for Medicaid Care Management capitation payments and fee-for-service provider
payments for clients enrolled in New Hampshire's Medicaid program.

The increase in Other Funds, Drug Rebate revenue received in SFY 2024 was a result of rebates collected
for drug claims. These claims were identified by staff after a review of drug claims that were not submitted
for rebate. They were identified as being rebate eligible but not captured during the quarterly drug rebating
process. The claims identified were a subset of claims that had dates of service related to prior quarters.
The issue resulted in a one-time adjustment that will not be a recurring item.

Funds are to be budgeted as follows:

Class 041 Funds will be used for Audit Fund Set Aside per State requirement.

Class 101 Funds will be used for expenses associated with Medicaid Care Management capitation
payments, fee-for-service provider payments, and Division for Children, Youth and
Families /Children's Behavioral Health Services for clients enrolled in New Hampshire's
Medicaid program.

In the event that Federal Funds become no longer available. General Funds will be requested to support this
program.
