EXPLANATION

The Department requests to accept additional federal funding via the FY2025 Preventive Health Block
Grant (PHBG) award. The PHBG is used to fund core public heaith work such as laboratory testing for
foodborne and other illness, oral health programs, injury prevention, sexual assault prevention services,
and training and education for the workforce. These additional funds will support equipment purchases
by the Public Health Laboratories to improve identification. and response to both rabies and toxins in
shellfish to help prevent disease in the community. Approval of this request will allow the State to
participate in site visits to learn more about best practices in laboratory standards and services and

" efficient deployment of PHBG programs to meet public health needs.

Funds are to be budgeted as follows:

‘Class 030: Funds will be used to purchase equipment for the Public Health Lab to enable rapid and
accurate identification of animals suspected as rabid and to identify harmful algal toxins
in shellfish to prevent foodborne disease.

Class 037: Funds will be used to purchase laptops for staff members.
Class 041: Funds will be useﬂ for Audit Fund Set Aside per State requii'emenf.

Class 080: Funds will be used to support travel for members of the NH Public Health Lab to
Wadsworth labs in New York State and for two staff to travel to the Preventive Health -
Block Grant reverse site visit planned for Spring 2025.

In response to the anticipated two-part question, “Can these funds be used to offset General Funds?” and
“What is the compelling reason for not offsetting General Funds?” The Division offers the following
information: These funds may not be used to offset General Funds as they are specifically granted to the
State for the purpose of providing the services described above. These funds will not change the program
eligibility levels. No new program will be established with the acceptance of these funds.

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Source .of fu_ndé: These funds are 100% :Federal Funds’ from the Centers for Disease Contro! and
Prevention to fund the Preventive Health Block Grant. Notice of these funds was received on August 27,
