EXPLANATION

This request is being made to accept grant funds from the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention
{CDC) Office on Smoking and Health (OSH) to administer the New Hampshire Tobacco Prevention and
Cessation Program (TPCP) Grant, which supporis the achievement of National Tobacco Control goals.

The grant funds serve to address teen and adult smoking and support prevention and cessation efforts. Goals
of this work include preventing the initiation of tobacco use among youth and adults, eliminating exposure
to secondhand smoke, promoting quitting among tobacco users, and identifying and eliminating disparities
in tobacco use rates among different populations. These funds are being carried forward from previous
grant periods from salary, benefits, and cost allecation due to staff position vacancies. CDC is allowing
these funds to be made available for use in the current grant period.

TPCP will use these funds to provide education, training and technical assistance for schools, behavioral
health settings and communities throughout the state in key practices for reducing initiation of and
dependence on any tobacco product.

The funds are to be budgeted as follows:

Class 020  Funds will be used to sponsor youth coalitions, Regional Public Health Networks, and
" community partners to participate in training to inform community call-to action initiatives,
and community health organizations to provide tobacco use prevention education, training

and evidence-based cessation interventions.

In response to the anticipated two-part question, “Can these funds be used to offset General Funds?” and
“What is the compelling reason for not offsetting General Funds?” the Division offers the following
information: The funds are provided for a specified purpose by the CDC as defined in the Notice of Grant
Award and cannot be used to offset General Funds.
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Area served: Statewide

Source of Funds: 100% Federal funds through the five-year Cooperative Agreement between the US
Department of Health and Human Services, Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, Office on Smoking
. and Health and the NH Tobacco Prevention-and Cessation Program.

If Federal Funds become no longer available, General Funds will not be requested to support the prdgram
expenditures. :
