EXPLANATION

The Department requests retroactive approval to extend the filled Dietician Assistant, Position #8T3138,
which expired on September 30, 2024. This request is retroactive due to an administrative oversight that
occurred. The agency has instituted a process to proactively monitor expiration dates to prevent untimely
requests in the future.

The Dietitian Assistant position is currently filled and provides direct care to patients with meals that are
nutritionally adequate, accurate with the prescriber orders, and compliant with food safety regulations. The
position is crucial in maintaining compliance with The Joint Commission standards. This position was
created in September 2022 afier the submission of the FY 24/25 biennial budget request and was not
converted during the budget process. The Department included funding for this position in its FY26/27
agency budget submission.
