EXPLANATION

Position #8T3171 currently ends February 16, 2025. This position is assigned to DHHS-NHH, Pharmacy
Operations. The position is currently filled and needed to support hospital medication services for patients.
This position is in the FY26/27 budget request.

This position is critical to the operations at the Hospital. The position’s hours were expanded when the
hospital initiated the use of automated dispensing machines several years ago. The need for four full time
Pharmacy Technicians first became apparent around that time. This realization, combined with Pharmacists
taking on an increasingly clinical role at New Hampshire Hospital has required that there be four full time
Pharmacy Technicians employed at the hospital to accurately manage medication dispensing and inventory.
