Pursuant to RSA 21-1:80,1(b), authorize the Department of Natural and Cultural Resources, Division of Parks
and Recreation, Cannon Mountain to enter a Sole Source and Retroactive contract with G.W. Tatro Construction,
Inc. (VC#I604] 1), Jeffersonville, VT in the amount of $36,320 to fix the washout on Paulie's Folly ski trail at
Cannon Mountain Ski Area effective upon Governor and Council approval for the period October 1,2024 through
November 15, 2024. 100% Agency Income.

This requested contract from Cannon Mountain Ski Area (Cannon Mountain) is Sole Source because G.W. Tatro
Construction, Inc. is the only available construction company with the required equipment to complete this repair.
G.W. Tatro Construction, Inc. has the unique combination of immediate availability, specialized equipment, and
expertise.

This requested contract is Retroactive because the damage was extensive enough to require immediate repair to
ensure safety and prevent further degradation. The washout, caused by severe summer rains, has significantly
compromised a key area of our infrastructure, posing risks of further erosion and potential access issues as the ski
season approaches. Given the imminent onset of the ski season and the risk of worsening conditions, acting
promptly is essential. This request, upon approval, allows Cannon Mountain to expedite the repair process and
mitigate any additional complications as G.W. Tatro Construction, Inc. is already on-site working on an unrelated
project and have the necessary equipment readily available.

The Attorney General's Office has reviewed and approved this contact amendment as to form, substance, and
execution.

PERMISSION IS HEREBY REQUESTED TO WAIVE THE MANDATORY STATEWIDE CONTRACT USAGE
PROVISION OF RSA 21-1;I7-C. AND ADMINISTRATIVE RULE 600 FOR THE FOLLOWING REASONS;

Authorize the request to waive the mandatory statewide contract usage provision, contingent upon Governor and
Executive Council approval, for the Department of Natural and Cultural Resources (DNCR) in the amount up to
and not to exceed $36,320.00 for the repairs on Caimon Mountain due to heavy rain washout damages.

DNCR contacted all twenty-six (26) statewide contracted vendors for equipment rental with operators services to
establish if they could perform the work required to make the repairs before the 2024 ski season opens. They
received two responses indicating the work could not be completed. These repairs are time critical since the

mountain is slated top open on November 29, 2024.

The requested vendor Is currently on the mountain performing other contracted duties and is in a position to
safely, and effectively perform the repairs caused by the storm damage with a completion date of November 15,

Re: Sole Source and Waiver of State Contract Request

The Department of Natural and Cultural Resources, Cannon Mountain, respectfully requests a waiver to utilize
trail maintenance and repair services from G,W Tatro Construction Inc. to repair a washout as a result of
significant storm damage to Paulie's Trail.

In an attempt to follow RSA 21-I;17-c ; Section 2]-I:17-c, Cannon Mountain reached out to statewide, contracted
vendors that provided the service of equipment rental with operator. Only two responses were received from these
vendors, which indicated they were not available to schedule the woric within the required time frame.
Additionally, the requested work is to be done on a very steep, black diamond trail which necessitates both
specialized equipment including a tracked dump truck as well as highly skilled and experienced operators to
safely and efficiently complete ±e woik.

G.W Tatro Construction Inc. (VC#160411) Jeffersonville, VT is uniquely positioned to address this ski trail
washout caused by heavy rains earlier this summer. The urgent repair is essential to ensure safety and functionality
before the ski season begins. Due to seasonal constraints and the need to prevent further deterioration, prompt
completion of the repair is critical. G.W. Tatro is uniquely positioned to address this issue immediately, as they
are already on-site working on an unrelated project and have the necessary equipment readily available.

For these reasons, we respectfully request a waiver for G.W Tatro Construction Inc. as this would be in the best
interests of the State.
