EXPLANATION

Grant funding totaling $18,914,000 has been made available to NHDES through the Bipartisan Infrastructure Law
(BIL), Emerging Contaminants In Small or DIsadvantaged Communities (EC-SDC) grant program administered by
the United States Environmental Protection Agency (EPA). NHDES intends to use a portion of the funding to
establish an emerging contaminant Infrastructure grant program to mitigate the occurrence of emerging
contaminants In eligible public water systems. NHDES Identified ten public water systems that have exceedances
of NH's Maximum Contaminant Levels (MCLs) for PFAS to be eligible for funding. Additional eligible recipients will

be identified as funding allows.

Moongate Farm Condominium Association in Plalstow, NH will use grant funding to Interconnect to the Town's
municipal public water supply to address per- and poly-fluoroalkyi substances (PFAS) present within the sole
source of drinking water.

In the event that grant funds no longer become available. General funds will not be requested to support this
program. This grant agreement has been approved by the Attorney General's Office as to form, substance, and
execution.

On and after the Effective Dale all data, and any property which has been received
from the Slate or purchased with funds provided for that purpose under this
Agreement, shall be the property of the State, and shall be returned to the .State
upon demand or upon termination of this Agreement for any reason, whichever
shall first occur.

The State, and anyone it shall designate, shall have unrestricted authority to
publish, disclose, distribute and otherwise use, in whole or in pan. all data.

EVENT OF DEFAULT: REMEDIES.

Any one or more of the following acts or omissions of the Grantee shall constitute
an event of default hereunder (hereinafter referred to as "Events of Default"):
Failure to perform the Project satisfactorily or on schedule; or
Failure to submit any report required hereunder; or
Failure to maintain, or permit access to. the records required hereunder; or
Failure to perform any of the other covenanu; and conditions of this Agreement.
Upon the occurrence of any Event of Deftiult, the State may take any one. or more,
or all, of the following actions;
Give the Grantee a written notice specifying the Event of Default and requiring it
to be remedied within, in the absence of a greater or lesser specification of lime,
thirty (30) days from the date of the notice; and if the Event of Default is not
timely remedied, tenninate this Agreement, elTectivc two (2) days after giving the
Grantee notice of termination; and
Give the Grantee a written notice specifying the Event of Default and suspending
all payments to be made under this Agreement and ordering that the portion of the
Grant Amount which would otherwise accrue to the Grantee during the period
from the date of such notice until such lime as the State determines that the

Grantee has cured the Event of Default shall never be paid to the Grantee; and
Set ofTagainst any other obligation the State may owe to the Grantee any damages
the State suffers by reason of any Event of Default; and
Treat the agreement as breached and pursue any of its remedies at law or in equity,
or both.

TERMINATION.

In the event of any early termination of this Agreement for any reason other than
the completion of the Project, the Grantee shall deliver to the Grant Officer, not
later than fifteen (15) days after the dale of termination, a report (hereinafter
referred to as the "Termination Report") describing in detail all Project Work
performed, and the Grant Amount earned, to and including the date of tcnnination.
In the event of Termination under paragraphs 10 or 12.4 of these general
provisions, the approval of such a Termination Report by the State shall entitle
the Grantee to receive that portion of the Grant amount earned to and including
the date of termination.

In the event of Termination under paragraphs 10 or 12.4 of these general
provisions, the approval of such a Termination Report by the State shall in no
event relieve the Grantee from any and all liability for damages su.stained or
incurred by the State as a result of the Grantee's breach of. its obligations ,
hereunder.

Notwithstanding anything in this Agreement to the contrary, either the State or.
except where notice default has been given to the Grantee hereunder. the Grantee,
may terminate this Agreement without cause upon thirty (30) days written notice.
CONFLICT OF INTEREST. No officer, member of employee of the Grantee,
and no representative, officer or employee of the State of New Hampshire or of
the governing body of the locality or localities in which the Project is to be

Neither the Grantee nor any of its officers,
employees, agents, members, subcontractors or subgraniees, shall have authority
to bind the Stale nor are they entitled to any of the benefits, workmen's
compensation or emoluments provided by the State to its employees.
ASSIGNMENT AND SUBCONTRACTS. The Grantee shall not assign, or
otherwise transfer any interest in this Agrecmcni without the prior written
consent of the State.

INDEMNIFICATION. The Grantee shall defend, indemnify and hold harmless
the State, its officers and employees, from and against any and all losses suffered
by the State, its officers and employees, and any and all claims, liabilities or
penalties asserted against the State, its officers and employees, by or on behalf 21
of any person, on account of, based on, resulting from, arising out of (or which
may be claimed to arise out oO the acts or omissions of the Grantee or
subcontractor, or subgrantee or other agent of the Grantee. Notwithstanding the
foregoing, nothing herein contained shall be deemed to consutute a waiver ofthe
sovereign immunity of the State, which immunity is hereby reserved to the State.
This covenant shall survive the termination of this agreement.
fNSURANCE.

The Grantee shall, at its own expense, obtain and maintain in force, or shall
require any subcontractor, subgrantee or assignee performing Project work to
obuiin and maintain in force, both for the benefit of the State, the following
insurance:

NOTICE. Any notice by a party hereto to the other party shall be deemed to have
been duly delivered or given at the time of mailing by certified mail, postage
prepaid, in a United States Post Office addressed to the parties at the addresses
first above given.
AMENDMENT. This Agreement may be amended, waived or discharged only
by an instrument in writing signed by the parties hereto and only afier approval of
such amendment, waiver or discharge by the Governor and Council of the Suite
of New Hampshire, if required or by the signing Suite Agency.
CONSTRUCTION OF AGREEMENT AND TERMS. This Agreement shall be
construed in accordance with the law of the Suite of New Hampshire, and is
binding upon and inures to the benefit ofthe parties and their respective successors
and assignees. The captions and contents of the "subject" blank are used only as
a matter of convenience, and are not to be considered a part of this Agreement or
to be used in determining the intend of the parties hereto.

The parties hereto do not intend to benefit any third panics
and this Agreement shall not be construed to confer any such benefit.

Federal Funds paid under this Agreement are from a Grant to the State from United States

regulations, provisions, terms and conditions of this Federal Grant are hereby adopted in full force and

effect to the relationship between the New Hampshire Department of Environmental Services (NHDES)

and the Grantee.

BUILD AMERICA, BUY AMERICA ACT: BIL creates the Build America, Buy America (BABA) Act domestic
sourcing requirements for Federal financial assistance programs for infrastructure. Including the drinking
water grant programs. BABA expands the emphasis on domestically produced products in federally
funded projects beyond AIS. In addition to domestic iron and steel, it requires the use of domestic
manufactured products and construction materials to be used in any federal financial assistance
program for infrastructure. Its inclusion of domestic iron and steel requirements crosscuts AIS
requirements into BABA, meaning that BABA's requirements for domestic Iron and steel must follow the

AIS requirements.

DtSADVANTAGED BUSINESS ENTERPRISE (QBE): Pursuant to 40 CFR, Section 33.301, the Loan Recipient
shall make good faith efforts to utilize small, minority and women's business enterprises whenever
procuring construction, equipment, services and supplies under an EPA financial assistance agreement,
and shall require that prime contractors also comply.
