REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Environmental Services (NHDES) to amend a SOLE SOURCE cooperative agreement
(PC tt 1095418) with the University of New Hampshire (UNH), Sponsored Programs Administration (VC# 315187-
B057), Durham, NH, for community engagement for the federal "Climate Pollution Reduction Grants" program by
(1) extending the project completion date to September 30, 2027, from December 31, 2024, (2) increasing the
contract amount by $725,942 to $990,087 from $264,145, and (3) revising the scope of work to include additional
tasks, effective upon Governor and Council approval. The original agreement was approved by Governor & Council
on September 20, 2023, Item #122 and amended on June 26, 2024, Item #5N. 100% Federal Funds.

Funding Is available in the following account with the authority to adjust encumbrances in each of the State
fiscal years through the Budget office, if needed and justified. Funding for FY2026-2028 is contingent upon
continued appropriation and availability of funds.

EXPLANATION

NHDES requests approval of this amendment to provide additional time and funding to complete supplemental
tasks to the agreed upon scope of services. A copy of the original agreement is attached. This amendment is

SOLE SOURCE because UNH is uniquely qualified and experienced in engaging with New Hampshire
communities. In addition, the additional tasks proposed in this amendment build on the existing tasks which
are already in progress. Switching to another vendor would be both financially and logistically impractical.

The purpose of the original contract was for UNH to assist NHDES with the required public/stakeholder
engagement aspects of the federally funded $3 million Climate Pollution Reduction Grant (CPRG). This
amendment is needed as the project will require additional public stakeholder engagement services by the
University of New Hampshire-Survey Center to complete the Comprehensive Climate Action Plan which is due
December 1, 2025, and the Status Report which is due August 15, 2027. NHDES successfully submitted the first
of three deliverables to the EPA on March 1, 2024. Its successful completion and our commitment to submit a
subsequent comprehensive enabled NH to participate in a multistate (ME, NH, MA, Rl, CT) application for $450
million in CPRG funding for consumer rebates to install energy efficient heat pumps across the 5 states, awarded
November 1.

The Granite State Poll is a monthly statewide scientific survey of public
opinion on policy issues and has been a proven cost-effective means for interested parties to gather specific
information.

To date, $183,676.10 of the original agreement amount of $264,145 has been spent. Total amended project
costs are $990,087. NHDES will provide 100% of the project costs through the federal grant. If federal funds
become no longer available, general funds will not be requested to support the project.

C. Objectives: Campus staff will continue to collaborate with the State to develop and
implement outreach and engagement strategies that inform the climate action planning
work and anticipated outcomes.

Authorize the Department of Environmental Services (NHDES) to amend a SOLE SOURCE contract (PC # 1095418)
with the University of New Hampshire-survey Center, Durham, NH (VC# 315187-B057) by extending the end date
to December 31, 2024 from June 30, 2024, to allow additional time to provide community outreach for our
stakeholders. The original agreement was approved by Governor & Council on September 20, 2023, Item #122.
This is a no cost time extension. 100% Federal Funds.

EXPUNATION

This time extension Is needed as the project will require additional public stakeholder engagement services by
the University of New Hampshire-Survey Center (UNH) necessary to complete the Comprehensive Climate
Action Plan (CCAP) due In August of 2025. The CCAP is one of the deliverables required under the U.S.
Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) $3 million Climate Pollution Reduction Grant (CPRG). NHDES
successfully submitted the first of three deliverables to the EPA by submitting the Priority Climate Action Plan
(PCAP) on March 1, 2024. The second deliverable will be the CCAP. The purpose of this contract has been for
UNH to assist NHDES with the public/stakeholder engagement aspects of the PCAP and CCAP.
