EXPLANATION

The Division for Behavioral Health receives Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration
(SAMHSA) funding to support data collection and systems that guide the improvement of mental health
services. This budget and expend request seeks to add appropriations to conduct the annual Public Mental
Health Consumer Survey, as required by SAMSHA. This annual survey collects voluntary, anonymous
responses from randomly selected adults and family members of children receiving mental health services
throughout the ten Community Health Centers (CMHCs). Data is collected on indicators such as access,
participation in treatment planning, quality of services, social connectedness, functioning, outcomes,
general satisfaction, health and wellness and self-determination. Results are reported at an aggregate
statewide and regional basis. The purpose of the survey is two-fold: one, to gather input from adults and
parents of children who use or have used public mental health services to inform quality improvement
efforts at the CMHCs, and two, to gather data required by SAMHSA to fulfill New Hampshire's
Community Mental Health Services Block Grant requirements.
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Carryforward funds are available for budgeting because in prior years obligations were not fully expended,
allowing the funds to be brought forward for use. The CMHC obligations have already been contracted
for this state fiscal year, therefore the addition of these funds may not be used for that purpose. The intention
of this budget and expend is to support the renewal amendment with the vendor that manages the Public
Mental Health Consumer Survey on behalf of the Department.

The funds are to be budgeted as follows:

Class 102 Contracts for Program Services, is used for contracts with the Community Mental Health
Centers and a contractor to continue conducting the annual Public Mental Health Consumer
Survey, as required by the Center for Mental Health Services, Substance Abuse and Mental
Health Services Administration (SAMHSA) of the United States Department of Health and
Human Services.
