EXPLANATION

The Body-worn and Dashboard Camera Fund was established in RSA 105-D:3 to provide matching grants
to local law enforcement agencies to assist with the purchase, maintenance and replacement of body-worn
and dashboard cameras and ongoing costs related to the maintenance and storage of data. Awards provide
matching funds of up to 50% of the cost, up to a maximum of $50,000.00 per entity, in accordance with
Administrative Rule Saf-C 9700. The grant program was announced on July 1, 2024, and two applications
were received by the October 25,2024, deadline. Two applicants received funding from the program.
