Between the Effective Date and the Completion Date the Grantee shall grant to
the State, or any person designated by it, unrestricted access 10 all data for
examination, duplication, publication, ranslation, sale, disposal, or for any other
purpose whatsoever,

No data shall be subject to copyright in the United States or any other country by
anyone other than the State.

On and after the Effective Date all data, and any property which has been received
from the State or purchased with funds provided for that purpose under this
Agreement, shall be the property of the State, and shall be retuned to the State
upon demand or upon termination of this Agreement for any reason, whichever
shall first occur.

The State, and anyone it shall designate, shall have unrestricted authority to
publish, disclose, distribute and otherwise use, in whole or in part, all data.
CONDITIONAL NATURE OR AGREEMENT, Notwithstanding anything in
this Agreemert to the contrary, all obligations of the State hereunder, including,
without limitation, the continuance of payments hereunder, are contingent upon
the availability or continued appropriation of finds, and in no event shall the Siate
be liable for any payments hereunder in excess of such available or approprieted
funds.

EVENT QF DEFAULT. REMEDIES,

Any one or more of the following acts or omissions of the Grantee shall constitute
an event of default hereunder (hereinafter referred to as “Events of Default™):
Failure to perform the Project satisfactorily or on schedule; or

Failure to submit any report required hereunder; or

Failure to mamtain, or permit access to, the records required hereunder; or
Failure 1o perform any of the other covenants and conditions of this Agreement.
Upon the occurrence of any Event of Default, the Stzte may take any one, or more,
or all, of the following actions:

Give the Grantee a written notice specifying the Event of Default and requiring it
to be remedied within, in the absence of a greater or lesser specification of time,
thirty (30) days from the date of the notice; and if the Event of Default is not
timely remedied, terminate this Agreement, effective two (2) days after giving the
Grantee notice of termination; and

Give the Grantee a written notice specifying the Event of Default and suspending
all payments 10 be made under this Agreement end ordering that the portion of the
Grant Amount which would otherwise accrue to the Grantee during the period
from the date of such notice until such time as the State determines that the
Grantee has cured the Event of Default shall never be peid to the Grantee; and

TERMINATION. .

provisions, the approval of such a Termination Report by the State shall entitle
the Grantee to receive that portion of the Grant amount camed 10 and including
the date of termination.

In the event of Termination under paragraphs 10 or 121.4 of these generel
provisions, the approval of such a Termination Report by the State shall in no
event relieve the Grantee from any and all liability for damages sustained or
incurred by the State as a.result of the Grantee's breach of its obligations
hereunder.

Notwithstanding anything in this Agreement to the contrary, either the State or,
except where notice default has been given to the Grantee hereunder, the Grantee,
may terminate this Agreement without cause upon thirty (30) days written notice.
